AG.RE.EMENT EOR PEACE IN 13Q8NJA AND HERZEGOVINA 

1. Tuesday night, 22 June, my staff received a telephone call 
from Brig Meassrvy-Whiting 1 the Military Advisor to Lord 
Owen, Lord Owen felt that if the parties to the peace 
talks taking place in Geneva on Wednesday 23 Jun could not 
reach agreement then he would consid~r presenting an 
agreement signed previously. This is cont.ain.ed in Annex 
TV to the Report of the Secretary-General, S/24479 dated 
2G March 1993, titled "Agreement For Peace In Bosnia and 
Herzegovin~". It was signed by Isetbegovic, Karadzic and 
Boban in January and March l993. 

2. Lord Owen requested that UNPROFOR review the ~greement and 
state whether it is still acceptable as presented o~ 
suggested any changes that should be made to it. 

3. The general approach taken in thie agreement remains . 
valid. However since it was produced many even.ts have 
occurred not the least of which ia the fact that all 
factions are now fighting each other and a most delicate 
situation has developed in Central Bosnia. Furthermore 
numerous MMWG meetings have resulted in agreements and 
modification to the Blue Routes from or to Sar~jevo, 

4. My suggestion therefore is to recommend to the concerned 
parties that a new agreement in the same lines as 
previously agreed, be produced to match the concept with 
current realiti~s. A key element would be the requirement 
for the MMWG to sit permanently from the time the 
agreement begins to be implemented. Joint Crisis 
Management Teams would be created to resolve specific 
issues as they arise. 

5. Emphasis must be placed of the need to reestablish t h e 
infrastructure of the country otherwise we fa~e a 
humanitarian disaster next winter . This will require a

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major and well coordinal;:ie~ effort between all 
humanitarians ~genc ies and the futl cooperation of the 
fact.ions under the initia l guidance of UNPROFOR. 

6. Control mea~ur~s on ~oute/cor.ridors and iesues of border 
control will h a ve to be examined in r e lation to the agreed 
po litical settlement . The approach in regards to thi s 
quote mini-states unquote will be different than tha t 
conceived in eupport of the original VOPP. 

7. Emphasis must also be placed r.i.n. Sarajevo which muat be 
demilitarized as appo6ed to the gene r al concept being 
applied to Safe Area a~ a whole. The advent of SCR 836 on 
Safe Areas mus t be integrated in a revised agreement. 

a. Finally it is critical that flexibility of execution be 
given to UNPROFOR in the wording of a revised agreement, 
Fixed timings on eteps to be implemented must ba 
reconciled with resources available, attitude of the 
factions and realities on the ground. An unrealistic 

~-- timetable will raise expectation and any delaye, however 
valid the reason, will be interpreted ao a failure and may 
compromise the whole Flan, 

9. To summarize, the approach taken in the o~iginal agre~ment 
remains valid but is must be adapted to events that have 
occurred and the are occurring. The agreement needs to be 
compleCely r edone.

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NOTE ON THE DETERIORATING SITUATIONS IN BOSNIA HERZEGOVINA AND 
IN THE UNPAs. 

INTRODUCTION 

The international community is facing worsening crises in Bosnia 
Herzegovina and in Croatia. Stated summarily, the problems being 
encountered are the following:

l. 8,:ickground 

HVIJ force .s have, during the past four months, proved capable 
of mount,ing mi 1 i t ,ary operat,ions wel 1 inside the Bosnian 
Serb/Croat front- I ine 1i1i th ,:i strength and .subsequent 
success which would have been unlikely had they been alone 
in their struggle. 
[ndeed, the HVIJ have been involved in sustained combat 1i1ith 
two foes and have managed to make gains against moslem BiH 
forces 1i1hile still being able to resist strong, competent 
and persist.ant, Serb offensives. t-.fi th such an extended 
front-line 1i1ith the Serbs and limited resources in manpo1i1er, 
equipment and munitions their effort has been supreme. 
For months, BiH militai-·y and civil authorities have openly 
accused the HVO of having an undeclared pact, t,o furt,her 
their po 1 it i ca I and mi 1 i tary ,:igenda and increasing 1 y, a .s 
they come to realise the misuse of such support, they have 
condemned the Croatian government for it's mi 1 i t,:iry and 
mater i a 1 support, for the HVO. 

2. HV Support 

The existence and extent of HV involvement has al1i1ays been 
difficult to define and the many reports provided by the BiH 
Armija have seldom been confirmed by ECMM, UNM:Os or· 
lfNPROFOR. 
Ho1i1ever, the trickle of confirmed proof and particular 
circumstances continue to add weight to the knowledge that 
the HV military have been and are increasingly involved in 
t,he conflict, bet,..,een HVO and BiH, or in holding the 1 ine 
a.gainst the Serbs 1i1hile the relieved HVIJ forces move against 
Moslem t,arget,s. 
ECMM intere.st heightened du.ring the 13ornji Vakuf conflict 
when t,he HVO in it, i at, i ve to secure t,he t,cMn .., i thin t,he i r 
overa 11 p Ian to seize the to..,ns of 13ornj i Vakuf and Prozor. 
At, t,his time, January 1993, BiH resist,ance halt,ed the HVO 
move despite the arrival of T55 and M47 tanks and r·ecently 
manufactured ammuni t.ion which the HVO ..,ere not thought, to 
possess.

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4. HV/ HVO Relations 

HI/ Gonnections with Herce9ovina ,:i r e stron9 . for rea::;ons of 
geography, religion and cul t ,ure, but, beyond being good 
neighbours with relatively unsec ured borders the 
relationship is cemented by the high political and military 
o ffices held in Zagreb by Groatians fro m HerGe9ovina. . The 
Croat Minister for Defence, Mr Susak, and his c hief of 
;,taff, General Pr:3.ljak ,3.re both from Herce9ov ina and the 
lat,t,er has frequently visited Mos t,ar. 
f.ndeed, in many ways Dalmatia and HerGe9ovina ,'3.re o ne. 
Their people were the first to leave Yug oslavia for work in 
the 1,1est and the first back with Oeutschmarks in pocket. 
With cash they built-up a material c ulture dependent to s ome 
de9ree upon their Glose relations 1,1ith Germany. 
The two are as united in practice as they are in culture. 
They have open borders for their people, manned by police 
with identical uniforms.and troops with identical uniform 
a.nd bad9es of rank.

The ECMM: doe8 not operate by ni.g ht, 1,1hiGh provides much 
cover for the movement of military units and in thos e s 
sightings of Gonvoys made by ni g ht it has been extremely 
difficult to positively identify the unit s , so similar are 
they to each other in equipment and dress. 
Furthermore, HVO t,actics have been t,o ini t.iat,e offensive 
aGtions at night in areas that can quiGkly be sealed-off, 
for the safety of international observers. The classic a n d 
most recent Gase of this is the Hl/0 move against .Jablanica 
from the direction of Prozor. Sympat,het,ic topography 
enabled the Hl/0 to b1J.i Id up their forGes to the north-east 
of Tomislavgrad i n areas that allowed easy access to fc~c es 
a.nd ea.sy c lo8ure to observer8. !Jnce the as8a.ul t forGe mo ved 
down the road from Prozor towards Jablanica in May, the road

The subsequent offensive wa s bloody and prolonged with the 
BiH forces being pushed off the Sia.tin.a position back 
towards Jablanica to the Grada c tunnel.

' and UNPROFOR effort, the road between Prozor and Jablanica 
r ·ema ins G losed. The Hl/0 offen8 i ve a.Gt ion Gont inues and 
suffers casualties, many said to be Croatian. The moslem 
forces have bea.ten back ma.ny infantry assaul t8 but cannot 
retrieve HV/HVO bodies because of the topography and 
r ·e8i5tanGe. Equa.lly, early £JNMO attempts to move forward 
were met by croat fire. The croatian forces have something 
t-,o hide. 
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6. Continuing Support 

Recent events such as the discovery of a.n ammu.ni t ion 
carrying helicopter and quantities of new almost unused 
Croatia.n Dinars sug9est that HV support, tacit or other1i1ise 
continues and when the Government of Croatia declares it's 
s1J.pport for a stron9 HVtJ resistance to C mythica. l l mos lem 
aggression such support looks set to continue. 
The sympathies of the Croatian people for the HVIJ stance, 
fuelled by a government sponsored propa9anda program, 
en511re that 5u.pport continu.e5 at every level. Mean1while,

SUBJECT: DEPLOYMENT OF UNCIVPOL INTO BH 

1. In your MSC 662 of 21 April, you advised that we had 
a mandate to deploy UNCIVPOL in Srebrenioa. We should 
appreciate it if you would confirm that, following the 
adoption of resolution 824, ~e would also have a mandate to 
deploy UNCIVPOL in other areas of B-H threatened by Serb 
forces, in particular the towns of Zepa, Sarajevo, Tuzla, 
Goradze and Bihac which are specifically mentioned in that 
resolution. 

2. At the same time, agreements have been reached or may 
be reached, under UNPROFOR auspices, between the warring 
sides in BH for the establishment of demilitarized areas 
which would require, for their implementation, an UNCIVPOL 
presence. 

3. In this connexion, the 12 May 1993 Mostar agreement 
between General Halilovic and General Petkovic (copy 
attached), calls iri its Article 1 for an UNCIVPOL 
deployment to assist mixed police units in the performance 
of their function of control of routes. 

4. An agreement is also being negotiated between the 

010 /1 
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Bihac authorities and the Serb side concerning the Velika 
Kladuea enclave in the Bihac area. While there is 
agreement betwean the two sides concerning . the 
demilitarization of the area, the question of who would 
exercise police functions in the area remains unsolved. 
Our advice has been requested as to whether it would be 

acceptable to have UNCIVPOL police this area for an interim 
period as a way of bridging the differences between the two 
sides. 

5. With regard to the Mostar agreement, unless you feel 
that the UNPROFOR presence could be construed as a 
temporary exercise of our good offices, we should very much 
appreciate it if Security council authorization would be 
sought for such presence under the terms of the above­
mentioned agreement. 

6. With regard to the prospective Velika Kladusa enclave 
agreement, we should appreciate receiving your guidance as 

to whether the idea of an UNCIVPOL presence to police this 
area for an interim period could be explored with the 
parties as a means of reaching an agreement to stabilize 
the situation in this area. There is agreement on its 
demilitarization but the Serbs who have returned to this 
area are unwilling to accept Muslim police. 

7. The present authorized strength of UNCIVPOL is 688 and 
its actual strength is 624. Because of the additional 
requirements now being placed for UNCIVPOL monitors, 
particularly in the context of the establishment of safe 

areas in B-H, we should appreciate it if the contributing 
countries were requested urgently to provide additional 
UNCIVPOL monitors up to the authorized strength of 688, 

that is, 64 more monitors. We would suggest, in

SUBJECT: REVIEW OF THE MILITARY SITUATION IN BH 

THE SITUATION 

1. The events of the past month have been dominated by the Serb offensive against 
the Srebrenica pocket. This can largely be viewed as a response to the successful Muslim 
offensive in the area during December and January. It appears now that the Muslims 
overextended themselves and made a successful Serb counter-attack possible. As of 
today, the Serbs have reduced the _pocket to the extent that it is no longer a military threat 
to their lines of communication in Eastern Bosnia. The Serbs may yet have an unfulfilled 
aim of bringing to justice those Muslims who were responsible for the massacres in 
Bratunac in December and January. 

2. An emerging trend in the past few days has been the break-down of the uneasy 
truce between HVO and BH Army. There have been reports for a couple of weeks now 
of tension in the Travnik, Zenica, Kiseljak areas and more recently near Jablanica. The 
cause of this friction is most probably a Croat determination to establish control over 
areas intended for Croat administration under the Vance/Owen Plan. 

3. The Serbs continue to keep the N◊rthem Corridor open and to pressure the HVO 
and BH Army positions threatening it. There does not, however, appear to have been a 
concerted effort by the Serbs to improve their military position in this area. The 
Muslims and the Croats on the other hand, appear to have been content to maintain the 
existing situation. It may well be that without the injection of significant fresh forces it is 
not possible for any side to break the deadlock.

4. The Serbs have continued to fight containing battles around Bihac and Sarajevo.

· 5. The Serbs having now reduced the Srebrenica pocket to a relatively insignificant 
military threat, have a number of options available to them: to simply contain what is 
essentially a concentration of Muslim civilians; to use this civilian population as a 
bargaining tool to secure the release of Serbs from Sarajevo and Tuzla; and, finally to 
complete military action against the pocket by capturing the city. It is difficult to judge 
Mladic 's assessment as to whether the risk of further military action might provoke 
international intervention. He probably assesses that he can complete his strategic aims 
without the need to actually assault the city. It is assessed that he will contain the pocket 
and use the population there as a barg~fning tool. He is, however, unlikely to agree to 
any surrender terms including free passage for Muslim soldiers from the pocket. 

6. The Muslims have no military options in the case of Srebrenica. They may be 
· prepared to participate in a bargaining process for the release of the population. It is 
more likely that they will seek to maintain the situation there as an issue in the world 
media and may do so by proposing terms which are unacceptable to the Serbs ..

7. The Croats have no particular role to play in the Srebrenica situation. 

OPTIONS FOR THE FUTURE 

8. The big question mark for the Serbs is whether they will now continue cleansing 
Eastern Bosnia by an attack on the Gorazde Pocket. Gorazde sits on the junction of a 
number of important roads providing north/ south communications and also for routes 
running through Montenegro. It is accordingly of some military significance. It may 
well be that it is sufficiently attr~ctive for Mladic to pursue that course of action as his 
next priority. He must, of course, balance the risk that such action might provoke a 
strong reaction from the international community. 

9. A continuing high priority for the Serbs and for the military in particular, is the 
Northern Corridor. Sooner or later, Mladic will commit substantial forces to widen the 
Corridor and secure the safe passage of his traffic. It is debatable whether he will 
address Gorazde or the Northern Corridor first. But if one must place a bet it would 
probably be Gorazde. Mladic will probably continue to fight containing battles around 
the Bihac and Sarajevo Pockets. It would require a significant redeployment of his forces 
to make significant military gains aga~t either objective. A lesser objective, but one to 
keep in mind, is a probable Serb objective to secure access to the sea in the area of 
Cavtat-Prevlaka. It may, well be that they will achieve the same at the bargaining table 
later as part of a Serbian objective to secure access to the naval base in Kotar Bay. 

10. It is assessed that the Muslims will attempt to maintain their relative positions with 
the Croats tn Central Bosnia and to maintain whatever pressure they can against the 
Northern C::orridor. Their top priority will be to maintain BH in the world headlines and 
they will no doubt provoke Serb reaction whenever they consider necessary. It is 
doubtful that they will seriously contempla7 bargaining for a population exchange. 
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11 . The Croats having achieved most of their strategic objectives will maintain a 
relatively low military profile. They will continue to press the Muslims for control of 
areas intended for their administration under the Vance/Owen Plan. We can also expect 
them to maintain pressure in the N orthem Corridor. Their strategic priority remains the 
Krajina. . 

SANCTIONS 

12. There is considerable uncertainty as to how the Serbs will react to the passage of 
the Sanctions Resolution, if it is ever approved. It may well be bombast but Dr Karadzic 
has recently threatened that he would f9ice the withdrawal of UNPROFOR and UNHCR 
from BH should the resolution pass. It is the writer's opinion that the Serbs cannot 
accept the Vance/Owen Plan as it presently exists and that they will accept the sanctions 
and pursue their strategic objectives . They will trust that with the passage of time, the 
effect of the sanctions can be reduced. One should not underestimate the sense of 
martyrdom that the Serbs feel , and their willingness to stubbornly accept further 
privations . 

13. The imposition of sanctions may also prompt the often suggested union of the 
Krajina and Bosnian Serbs.
