§. FPollewing the resumption of the civil war in Rwands, RPF was able %o gain
control of the entira border with Ugsnda. It therefore bscama evident that in
order for UNOKUR t& fulfil its mandate, the mission would be required to extend
its obssrvaticn and monitering activities aleng the whole border, up to Mirama
Hills on the eaa%ezn part of the Ugandan side of tha hapdey, a distance of wums
170 kiléwetres fzom Sabinic volcanc to the West. Norsover, it was not possible
for UNONUR t¢ investigats in a oredible manner the incyeasing numbep of
allegations baing received that troops and support eguipment wers crosaing the
Ugindan border into Rwands without menitoring the entire border. While UNONUR's
mavenents to the areks in the nerth-sast and west bayond the missieon's original
ares of operation were not rastricted, attempts ware made to restriet UNOMUR
patrols sastward in the Hirama Hille area. After discussions hetwesn the UNOMUR
Acting Chief Milltary Obmerver and the Ugandan military autheritles at Xampala
on 2 May, UNOMUR recplved olearance to menitor this area by both ground and aly
patrols. Accordingly, with effsct from 14 May 1994, UNOMUR has besn able to
monitor the entire border betwesn Uganda and Rwaada.

6. UNOMUR carries out it3 tasks eseentislly throcugh patrolling, menitering and
suzveillance of the whole stretch of the cpersticnal ares, lnvalving both mokile
and fixed observations a8 wall 4s on-site (nvestigations of suspacted croes-
border traffis, @8ince the resupption of the fighting in Rwanda, UNOMUR's
surveillance activitiss have hesen especially vigorous and hAave enabled it to
investigate to allegdatisns of arme flows into RAwands chrough lts border with
Uganda.

7. The racent sxtensien of UNKOMUR's monitoring activitiaes to the whols border
has neceseitzted ths readjustment of tasks and ths reassignmant of milicary
sbservars in tha operational area. Condequently, the headquaztars staff at
Xabale has been Zeduded Irom i4 To 9 currently to parmit the creaticn of
additional monitering teams, with tha remaining headquarters personnsl alse
participating, as apprepriate, in patro.ling and ather monitoring assignments.
To help meet the inoreased cperational requirsments, UNOMUR currently maintains
feven observation posts and chackpoints manned on a 24-hour basie, as moud to
twe pravicusly.

$. The arrival in tha miseion.ares of three helicoptecs in early April has
strengthened UNOMUR's overzll operational capacity. Hewaver, ground features
and weather conditicns do not permit safe operations of civillianm-zontracted
helicoptars at night. Thereifore, the helicopters are currently used primarily
for daytime asrial survelllansa, patrelling and reconnaissance. They are also

. usnd for smergency medizal svacuation purpcees and for rapid deploymant of
" millitary chbaesvers to selacted remote and difflcult-to-reach observation podts

to monitor suspacted crossing sitem by day cr night.

10. I am glad to raport that, in genaral, UNONUR's activities in pursuasnce of
its mandate have been effsctive. In my last reapert to tha Council (5/26878), I

" roted that any clandestine eross-bozder traffic had decreased sppreciably aad

that, at that time, movemsnt was restricted and only along well-~ussd routes

‘aczoss the border. I furthermore reported that thers was ne evidence of any

significant traffic in ermaments. Ceapite the resusption of hestilities in
Rwanda, the situation eof crogss~border traffic from Uganda intc Rwanda does not
Appaar to have eshanged during the reporting pericd, and ne movemant of armaments
ar arned pesracnnel has besn detectad by UNOMUR.

1I1. FIRANCIAL ASFECTS

11, A indicated in my repozrt on the financing of UNAMIR (A/48/837), the
sdoinistrative ccets related to.the military observers and clvillan pesrsonnal of
UROMIR, with effect from 22 December 1993, are included in the cost estinmates
for the maintenance of UNAMIR. The Gensral Assexbly, by ita resolution 48/248
of § April 1994, authorised the Secretery-densral o snter into commitmante at a

‘monthly rate not to exceed §9,082,600 gross per month for the paried from

8 April te )i October 1994, for the maintenanas of both operatlons. Should the
Counail decide to continue the mandats of UNONUR a8 recommended in paragraph l4
below, the rescurces required for its maintenance would be cbtained from the
lavel suthorized by the Assambly in its resolution 48/2486.

IV. OBGERVATIONG AND RECOMMENDATIONS

12. It is new nearly & year since thas Security Council decided to establien
UNONUR and almost 10 montha sinoe the wmiasion was fully deploysd in ita
operational area. UNOMNUR was intended to create an stmosphere conducive te a
negutiatad ssttlement of the Rwandess cenflict and +» undesdsoss ‘she ..mrnm.o
that the international community attashes to the msintenance of.;

13, Ae a result of tha dramatically changed mituation in Rwands; both the
priozities and the requiresents of the internaticnal cemmunity have evolved. It
should be raecalled in this connection that the fSecurity Council, by its
regolution 918 (1994) of 17 May 1994, dacided to sxpand the strangth of UNANIR
to E,500 ell ranks to anable Lt to contribute to the security and protection of
pecsona at risk in Rwanda and to provide security and support for the
distribution of relief supplies and humanitarian relisf operaticas. Under
resolution 5168 (1994), the Couneil, seting under Chapter VII of the Charter of
the United Nations, also dacided to place an smbarge on tha dellivary of APfe,
asmunition and relsted material to Rwand.. 1Ia sddition, the Council astablished
2 Committes to coordinate with Membar Stetes on the acstion taken by them to
inplament the eabargo.

14. Under these clroumstances, there appears to be lLittle ratiorale for
monitoring cne of Rwanda's borders and not the cthers. At the same time,
however, the Lassue of arms flowa Le cna of the major azeas of concern in the
coass~fire talks, which are being held undar the auspiess of UNANIR. As
UNOHVR'e activities ALléaw UNAMIR to addrsan, at lesss o scos Jdugres, ChE issue
of cutside iAtarference In the Rwandess civi) war, I Nelieve thak UNONUR Shbuld
continue LTh monitoring activities until an effective cease~firs has baen
antablished. I therefors recoemand that UNONUR's mandate be renewed for a
pericd aof three manths. ODuring shis pericd, the numbey of military ohesrvers
would be reduced by phases, adjusting to operaticnal requirements. UNOWUR would
be clased dewn by 21 September. I would report on the cesmpletion of this
pracess to thé& §scurlty Council.

15, In conclusion, I would like to exprass my sppreaciation t2 the Governmant of
Uganda for the cooparation and asailstance it has sxtended to UNOMUR. I almo
wish te pay tribute to both the milisasy and the uvivilian personnal of UROMUR

c- for the profesaicnalism and dedication with which thay have cerried out thair
tasks.

I.  INIRODUCTION

1. An audit of the United Nations Assistance Mission in Rwanda
(UNAMIR) was carried out in Kigali, Rwanda during the period 22
March 1594 to 6 April 1994. oOur field work included a visit to the
office of the United Nations Observer Mission in Uganda/Rwanda
(UNOMUR). We also conducted audit work at Headquarters, Naw York
both before and after our field visit. Our field audit work,
echeduled to end 12 April 1994, was cut short by the violence which
broke out in Rwanda on 6 April 1994 and resulted in our evacuation
< from this country on 11 April 1994.

2 During the course of our field work, we issued three audit
observations to the UNAMIR Officer~-in-Charge, and one to the Senior
Administrative Officer in UNOMUR. Due to the situation in Rwanda
we have not received any responses to our audit observations. This
report includes additional obsmervations which were developed after
our return to New York Headquarters. Although the future of UNAMIR
and UNOMUR is not known at this time, we beliave you should be
aware of the problems identified so they can be avoided should the
wission be re-deployed. Further, some of the problems we
identified may exist i1n other missions and our recommendations are
therefore addressed to FOD for action where appropriate.
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3 UNOMUR was established on 22 June 1993 on the Ugandan side of
the border with the mandate to monitor the Uganda-Rwanda border to
verify that no military assistance reached Rwanda. The initial
period for the mission was six months, and was extended in December
1993 for an additional period of six months. The resolution
extending UNOMUR also provided for the administrative integration
of UNCMUR with UNAMIR.

4. UNAMIR was established on 5 October 1993 with a six-month
mandate to contribute to the establishment and maintenance of a
climate conducive to the secure installation and subsequent
operation of a transitional Government in Rwanda. UNAMIR was
extended for an additional four months on 5 April 1994. Due to the
¢civil strife in Rwanda, the Security Council on 21 April 1994
adjusted the mandate of UNAMIR to act as an intermediary between
the parties in that country in an attempt to secure a cease-fire,
to assist in the resumption of humanitarian relief, and to monitor
and report on developments in Rwanda.

5. UNOMUR'’s ¢ost for the period from 22 June to 21 December 1993
was estimated at US$4,392,900. UNAMIR’s cost for the period from
5 October 1993 to 4 April 1994 was estimated at US$48,413,800.
This figure includes administrative costs related to the
integration of UNOMUR for the period 22 December 1993 through 4
April 1994.

6. UNAMIR/UNOMUR’s staffing under the combined budget was
estimated to include 127 international staff (26 professional and
101 Field and General Service) and 68 locally recruited staff.
With the change in mandate, the Security Council authorized a force
level of approximately 270.

111, AUDIT SCOPE AND OBJECTIVES
¥ The audit focused on the administrative and financial

(:: aspects of UNAMIR, with a one-day site visit to UNOMUR, and
included an evaluation of the adequacy and effectiveness of the
internal controls exercised by the Mission. We interviewed key
personnel and conducted tests of records and procedures in order
to assess:

(a) the reliability and integrity of financial and
operating information:;

(b) compliance with the Organization’s rules, regulations
and standard operating procedures;

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(c) the adequacy of safequarding assets: and
(d) whether resources were utilized efficiently,
economically and effectively.
IV. SUMMARY OF AUDIT FINDINGS

9. Due to the outbreak of viclence in Rwanda all routine Mission
operations had to be suspended as of the-night of 6 April 1994. As

3
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a result we could not formally close ocut our audit work with an
exit conference, nor could the Officer-in-Charge (OIC) formally
reply to our audit observations.

Unauthorized bank accounts

10. At both UNAMIR and UNOMUR we found that bank accounts were
opened without the proper authorization from Headquarters (audit
observations 1 and 1.1, attached). In UNAMIR there was one account
not authorized, and in UNOMUR we determined that 2 of 3 bank
accounts were not properly authorized. Documentation in the files
was unclear as to the necessity for the additional accounts.

ll1. While correspondence in UNAMIR files indicated that
Headquarters and the Mission were trying to resolve the
quastionable bank account, Headquarters appears to have indirectly
approved it by depositing funds into the unauthorized account.

If UNAMIR is re-deployed, it is crucial that
FOD assure that only properly authorized bank
accounts be opened.

C’ 12. With respect to the unauthorized bank accounts opened by
UNOMUR, we recommended an immediate assessment of the need for the
additional bank accounts and action to secure, with FOD’s approval,
the Treasurer’s authorization for the accounts. ©On 8 April 1994
UNOMUR requested FOD’s concurrence to formally establish the
additional bank accounts which were already operational.

We recommend FOD to feollow=-up with UNOMUR to
ensure that all bank accounts are properly
authorized.

Petty cash funds not properly

established or operated

13. Our audit found that UNAMIR had established seven petty cash

imprest funds totalling US$8,400.00 without the Headgquarter’s

authorization as required by Section 7.05 paragraph .053(b) of the

United Nations Finance Manual. We also determined that UNOMUR had
c established a USS$1,000.00 petty cash imprest fund without the

proper authority. Further, it appears that UNOMUR’s fund level was
increased to US$2,000.00, alsc without proper authorization.

i4. Personnel in the Finance Section of UNAMIR indicated they
assumed they had the authority to establish petty cash imprest
funds as part of the authority delegated to them as finance
officers. While we recognize the need for petty cash imprest
funds, authority to establish them rests with the Director of the
Accounts Division. 1In the absence of appropriate authorization,
there is no assurance of the propriety af petty cash imprest funds
at either UNAMIR or UNOMUR.

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15. 1In response to the audit observations we issued, the finance
officer at UNAMIR and the Senior Administrative Officer at UNOMUR
agreed to submit respective requests to the Director of the
Accounts Division to secure his formal approval of all petty cash
imprest funds that are currently operational.

It is recommended that FOD:

(i) follow-up with UNOMUR to ensure that the
petty cash imprest fund has the proper
authorization from the Director of the
Accounts Division; and

(ii) assure that if UNAMIR is either re-
deployed to Rwanda, or operates for a time in
Nairobi, Kenya, needed petty cash funds be
submitted for authorization.

16. Paragraph .061(c), Section 7.06 of the United Nations Finance
Manual sets forth procedures to be followed by petty cash imprest
holders. Our examination of petty c¢ash imprest funds records

i:f disclosed the following shortcomings and/or non-compliance with
some of the procedures.

(a) Not all pertinent documents such as petty cash operating
procedures were kept in the permanent file by the respective
custodians as required;

(b) In some instances, a permanent record of disbursements
was not properly prepared;

(c) Some custodians commingled petty cash funds with their
personal cash;

(d) WwWith respect to two petty cash imprest funds, the imprest
holders spent more than the imprest levels;

fe) Custodians were not provided with safes or other means
for safequarding the petty cash funds; and

‘; (f) Several individual payments through the petty cash funds
exceeded the normally authorized limit of the equivalent of
Us$50.00.

17. In an audit observation issued to the UNAMIR OIC with respect
to the operations of the imprest petty cash funds, we noted that
one cause contributing to the non-compliance with some of the
procedures was the lack of supervisory oversight. We believe that
if supervisors had conducted periodic reviews and surprise counts
of cash they would have detected commingling of funds and problems
with record keeping. With respect to petty cash transactions
exceeding the authorized limit, the petty cash holders told us that
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exigency of service was the reason. Failure to replenish funds in
accordance with procedures contributed to exceeding the 1mprest
level.

18. In order to ensure that petty cash imprest funds are properly
safeguarded and operated in accordance with all rules and
regulations at UNOMUR, and UNAMIR if re-deployed,

We recommend that FOD:

(1) follow-up with the Mission’s finance
officer to assure that the petty cash
custodian has a proper means for securing the
funds; and

(ii) advise the Mission's finance officer to
develop supervisory controls to include
periodic reviews of records and surprise cash
counts.

Shortage of travellers cheques

i; 19. Mission Subsistence Allowance (MSA) to UNAMIR international
staff and military observers was paid in United States dollar
travellers cheques. This method of payment was made because of a
shortage of US dellars in Rwanda. Approximately a week before the
month-end@ UNAMIR would notify New York of its MSA requirements. A
wire transfer from a New York Bank would be made to the Mission’s
United States Dollar Account with Banque Commerciale du Rwanda. A
bank chegque would then be issued by UNAMIR to purchase Thomas Cook
travellers chegques at a cost of one per cent of the total value,.
UNAMIR’s cashier took custody of the unsigned travellers cheques
which she subsequently disbursed to the international staff and
military observers as MSA. Between 9 November 1993 and 24 March
1994 we determined that UNAMIR purchased travellers cheques
totalling US$3,870,100.

20. We found that control over UNAMIR’s travellers cheques was

inadequate. Records showing traveller cheque numbers and

denomination purchased and subsequently disbursed were improperly
c maintained.

21. The Chief Finance Officer (CF0) advised us that when she
reported to the Mission in February 1994 she requested that the
cashier do a reconciliation of the travellers cheques. It revealed
a shortage of US$1,025. Our subsequent reconciliation revealed an
additional shortage of US$100, for a total shortage between 9
November 1993 and € April 1994 of US$1,125. We noted that the CFO
(who subsequently was appointed Officer-in-Charge, Administration)
had requested UNAMIR’s Chief of Security to investigate the losses.
The investigation was on-going when the conflict in Rwanda broke
out.
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22. Because inadequate records were kept when the cashier
discovered the loss of some travellers cheques she was not able to
identify the lost cheque numbers so a claim to Thomas Cook could be
made. In addition, the loss was not reported to the Controller as
required by United Nations Financial Rule 109.5.

23, We support the use of travellers cheques to pay MSA in a
country with either a shortage of US dollars, or no banking
facilities, provides a measure of security because if the cheques
are lost or stolen they can be replaced. However, accurate records
must be kept. Our recommendations in this regard are applicable to
any Mission, and should be applied to UNAMIR, depending on its

future.

We recommend that:
(i) FOD direct Missions where there is a
shortage of US dollars or poor or no banking
facilities to issue US-dollar travellers
cheques to pay MSA;

(; (ii) where travellers cheques are used, FOD
assure that proper controls and records are in

place; and

(iii) the investigation of the missing
travellers cheques be completed, and depending
on the outcome either make adjusting entries
to the books, or recover the loss from the
cashier.

24. The installation of the SUN system (a standard financial
information system to be used in all peace-keeping missions) was
taking place in UNAMIR at the time of our audit work, some four
months after the start of the mission. -

25. According to personnel in the EDP Support Section of the
Accounts Division, the SUN System was not installed at the start of

o the mission for several reasons including the fact that the
purchase of a site license for using the system at UNAMIR was
precluded by not having an approved budget when the mission began.
In addition, adequate hardware was unavailable because negotiations
between FOD and the vendor were in progress at the time the Mission
started.

26. Although the full-scale version of the SUN System was not
available, a small-scale version had been sent to UNAMIR in
November 1993, However, it was never used. Despite the fact that
UNAMIR’s chief accountant had received training in this System, he
used another information system. Because that chief accountant had

7
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been repatriated due to a medical condition, we were unable to
determine why he did not use the small-scale version of the SUN
System.

27. Using the cther system resulted in more manual work than would
have been required under the SUN System. In addition, the format
of the data was incompatible with the Headquarters information
systems resulting in additional work at Headquarters to absorb
UNAMIR financial data. Further, the system was less reliable with
respect to data integrity.

28. One of the SUN System’s modules, PROGEN, is used to calculate
MSA payments, and includes certain controls to verify the accuracy
¢f the amounts to be paid. For example, PROGEN facilitates the
cross-checking of entitlements with attendance records and
automatically makes adjustments where needed. While this can be
done manually, it is cumbersome and errors are more likely to
oczur. Faillure to install the SUN system at the start of mission
added to the potential for Mission Subsistence Allowance (MSA)
overpayments.

C 29. PROGEN became operational at UNAMIR at the end of March 1994.
Although all entitlements from the first day of the mission were
recalculated and payment recoveries were made where needed, it is
not possible at present to positively determine that nc overpayment
occurred.

30. A reliable financial recording and reporting system is an
essential requirement of any mission. We believe every effort
should have been made to install the SUN System at UNAMIR at the
start of the mission. The reasons provided in paragraph 25 above
are unacceptable justifications for failure to install the SUN
System in a timely manner. The system, by its very nature
(portable and easy to install and use) should be ready for shipment
to a new mission at any time. Failure to assure that the system
was installed put UNAMIR in a position of having to use
unauthorized systems for financial reporting purposes.

31. FOD and the Accounts Division are jointly responsible for the
-~ SUN Systen. The Accounts Division is responsible for the
c development, installation, training and support of the system. FOD
is responsible for procurement of hardware and software, as well as
for budgeting the installation projects ¢of the SUN System.

By separate memorandum we are requesting the Accounts Division, in
cooperation with FOD, to make sure that at least a basic (small
scale) version of the SUN System is available for shipment to any
new mission, at any time, and to improve its monitoring procedures
over the status of implementation of the system in field offices as
needed, so to make impossible the implementation of any non-
authorized systen. -

-
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it is therefore recommended that the
implementation of a financial recording and
reporting system receive due priority by FOD,
s6 that it becomes part of the initial set up
activities of each mission.

UNOMUR was not integrated with UNAMIR

32. The administrative 1nteqrat1an of OUNAMIR and UNOMUR as

required by the Security Council in December 1993 had not taken
placa as of the time of our audit. =

33. During our audit visit to the UNOMUR office in Kabale, we
noted that on 23 February 1994 UNOMUR had submitted to UNAMIR its
budget estimate for the period 1 January - 4 April 1994. However,
UNAMIR had not recorded any obligations to encumber the budget
items for UNOMUR. Further, UNOMUR’s expenses, although reported to
UNAMIR were not integrated in UNAMIR’s financial reports. As a
result, total expenditures reported by UNAMIR for January 1994 were

| ® understated. Likewise, the unencumbered balance as at 31 January
1994 against the sub-allotment was overstated. Financial reports
for February and March 1994 were not available at the time of our
audit, but UNAMIR’s finance section personnel told us they did not
have UNOMUR’s expenses for integration.

34. Although we were unable to complete our audit work in this
area, preliminary information indicated that administratively
UNOMUR and UNAMIR continued to function as independent entities.
For example, UNOMUR procurement actions did not come through UNAMIR
with the result being that requisitions and purchase orders were
not in the REALITY procurement information system. Further, UNAMIR
did not have a complete inventory of vehicles and other non-
expendable items in UNOMUR.

36, According to the FOD Field Administration Manual, Chapter 4,
Special Service Agreements are used to engage temporary personnel,
and are intended for use only where special services are required.
Their use is not justified when the nature of the work is
continuing and would normally call for appointment to a post under
the Staff Regulations and Rules. Despite these specific rules, our
audit revealed that local staff employed by UNAMIR and doing work
of a routine nature had been hired through Special Service
Agreements (SSAs).

37. We were unable to determine why SSAs were used at UNAMIR to
nire local staff. However, the Senior Administrative Officer
indicated that the former CAO used SSAs to employ local staff based
on prior experience in other missions.

‘;i 38. We discussed the use of SSAs with the Chief, Field Personnel
Section, FOD. He agreed with our assessment that SSAs were
inproperly used in UNAMIR, and added that SSAs were also being used
for local staff hiring at other missions. He indicated that this
practice would soon end because the Office of Human Resource
Management (OHRM) has developed and revised the 300 series of staff
rules under which local staff would be hired in the future.
According to the Chief of Rules, OHRM, the 300 series of staff
rules was revised to provide a suitable contractual instrument for
hiring of staff for a limited duration. The revised series was
provisionally promulgated 1 January 1994. The rules are currently
before the Fifth Committee and OHRM expects that the new rules will
be implemented in June 1994,

39, We also determined that UNAMIR/UNOMUR had employed local staff
exceeding the staffing table. The proposed staffing table for
UNAMIR/UNOMUR provided for 68 1local staff members. However,
according to documents we reviewed, UNAMIR had about 100 local
staff and UNOMUR employed seven local staff. Thus, the staffing
‘;i table was exceeded by 39 local staff, or by about 57 per cent.

40. In addition, our analysis of the status of the 100 local
UNAMIR staff on board in March 1994, revealed that 15 were working
at UNAMIR headquarters without benefit of any type of United
Nations employment contract, and never had a contract with UNAMIR.
Among the other 75 local UNAMIR staff, only 17 had contracts which
had been signed on the day of or prior to the start of the contract
period; 55 had signed their contracts after work began, in some
cases one or more months after the start of the contract period;
two had no contract extensions covering, the payroll period ending

10
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30 March 1994; and one local staff signed a contract on 1 April
1994, but no contract period was specified.

41. Because of internal control requirements and potential
liability no one should be allowed to work for the United Nations
without a proper contract.

We therefore recommend that FOD direct all peace-keeping
missions, including UNAMIR if it is redeployed:

(i) to convert the SSA contracts of local
staff to new contracts upon promulgation of
the revised 300 series of the Staff Rules;

(ii) to use the revised 300 series when hiring
new local staff for Jjobs which are of a
routine nature at the Mission:

(iii) to employ local staff only after a
proper contract has been executed;

c; (iv) to limit the use of SSAs to temporary
situations as outlined in the Field
Administration Manual; and

(v) to assure that staffing levels are not
exceeded by monitoring staffing tables and
comparing them with the number of staff
actually hired. :

We further recommend that FOD issue a policy
statement concerning use of SSAs in peace-
keeping missions.
Salary expense for local staff incurred
42. We determined that UNAMIR incorrectly accounted for expenses
for salaries of some local staff. Fifteen local staff were working
for UNAMIR under a service contract with the Government of Rwanda.
_ The workers had been government employees at a hotel which
{  subsequently became UNAMIR Headquarters. Under the terms of that
contract, the hotel staff would c¢ontinue to work at the hotel and
be paid by the Rwandan government. UNAMIR paid the monthly
contract fee of US$3,500.00 for November and December 1993,

However, UNAMIR subsequently determined that the government had not
paid the workers.

43. Upon learning of the situation, UNAMIR paid the local staff
their wages for the months of November and December 1993. These
wages were recorded by the Finance Section as an account receivable
from the Government of Rwanda. In addition, the 15 workers were
3 paid for January and February 1994 with the expenses for these

4 1 -
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payrolls also being charged to a receivable from the government of
Rwanda. The March 1994 payments to the hotel workers had not been
paid as of 6 April 1994, but were due.

44. With respect to the November and December 1993 payments, we
agree that a receivable should have been recorded. The Government
of Rwanda had accepted the monthly contract payments and should
have paid the workers. Therefore, UNAMIR had a reasonable
expectation to be reimbursed by the Government of Rwanda. However,
with respect to the January and February 1994 payroll expenses
there was no basis to assume reasonable expectation of collection
from the Government of Rwanda. UNAMIR had not paid the contract
fee for those months and thus the Government of Rwanda could not be
expected to pay the workers.

45, We found no ev;dencc that the Mzsulan attem

the rec? o BCen 59 payments.

Given the currant situation in Rwanda, it is 1mprobable that any

receivable from the Government of Rwanda will be collected.

However, the accounting records of the mission should be correctad.

Tt is our understanding that such records are currently in Nairobi,
C Kenya, and therefore

We recommend that FOD direct UNAMIR to:

(1) determine the collectibility of the
receivable for November and December, and
initiate write off action if deemad
uncollactible;

{11) make adjusting entries for the
receivable recorded for January and February
to record the payments to the 15 hotel workers
as local staff payroll expenses; and

(iii) record March payments to the hotel
staff, if they were mnmade, as local staff
payroll expenses.

46. The REALITY System is an information system designed to handle
procurement activities. Generally, it raises a requisition and
purchase order, and enables the requisitioner and the Procurement
Section to monitor their respective procurement budgets. This
systex had been installed at UNAMIR at the beginning of the
mission. However, the system broke down and it became non-
operational for about six weeks (between the end of December 1993
and mid February 1994). As a result, the manual preparation of
requisitions and purchase orders was raquired Our audit revealed

that the breakdown occurred due to a coiﬁination of the following:

12
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a. Unfamiliarity of the UNAMIR field personnel with the
system maintenance procedures;

b. Inability of UN Headgquarters to extend needed help on a
timely basis; and

e. The lack of system documentation which would assist users
in identifying and correcting problems.

47. When the system became operational again, the mnanually
prepared requisitions and purchase orders had to be entered into
the system. This was necessary to maintain data consistency
particularly that of sequential numbering of purchase orders to
provide an audit trail. This added work could have been avoided
had the problems identified in paragraph 46 above been addressed
up~-front.

48, While the REALITY System is designed to handle procurament
information, the SUN System has a module, SUN Business, which is
designed to handle financial aspects of procurement activity. At
present there is no linkage between the two systems. As a result,

‘;. a fundamental question is raised with respect to which system
should be used to handle certain financial aspects of the
procurement activities (tracking of vendors invoices and payments).
Until thies question is resolved at the Headquarters level, Missions
which have both REALITY and SUN Business are required to enter the
same data into each system.

43, UNAMIR users of the system also stated that there has been an
exchange of correspondence between UNAMIR and FOD identifying some
other problems with REALITY. The correspondence indicates that
UNAMIR is of the opinion that not all operational reguirements of
the procurement activity have been addressed by the system.

We recommended that FOD assure that for all missions with
REALITY:

(i) The operational features of the system be

enhanced to properly address operational

requirements of procurement activities in the
‘; field:

(1i) Proper docunentation be prepared to
support the use and maintenance procedures of
the system;

{1ii) The determination of the nature and
functions o¢f the relationship and 1link(s)
between it and the SUN Business module be
expedited; and

13
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(iv) A back-up system, including equipment and

files, be in place in case of eqQuipment
failure.

Potenti oV m

50, While in Rwanda, we were advised that overpayment of MSA to a
certain Military Observer (MILOB), Mr. Tikoca of Fiji, had
apparently been made. We were also told that the MILOB maintained
that he had been fully entitled to the payments received, and he
had initiated an exchange of correspondence between himself and
Headguarters on this matter.

51. As of the end of March 1994, the matter had not been resolved
and UNAMIR did not recover the alleged overpayment from the MILOB‘s
March 1994 MSA payment. Due to events in Rwanda we were unable to
fully pursue this matter. However, we believe that since FOD had
become involved with the problem, follow-up action should be taken.

We recommend that FOD review the sityation and d
take appropriate action to recover any dy
g overpayment that might have occurred.
Yehic @ no fin

52. It is the responsibility of the CAO0 to issue nmission-wide
administrative instructions governing all aspects of the use of
United Nations vehicles. Our audit revealed that during the first
four months of the mission, UNAMIR had not issued any guidance
governing the use of United Nations owned vehicles (audit
observation 2) as required by the FOD Field Administration Manual.

53. We had reccmmended that both a "Driver’s Handbook" as well as
Administrative Instructions addressing the use of United Nations
owned vehicles, including the definition of liberty miles, be
issued to ensure that all vehicle operators were aware of their
responsibilities and liabilities. As of 6 April 1994, neither had
been issued.

Should UNAMIR be redeployed, we recommend that

\ FOD direct the CAQO to issue all required
Cﬁ vehicla~-use adrinistrative
instructions/handbooks.
UNOMUR procurement practices
need improvement

54. Our review of UNOMUR’s expenditures disclosed that repairs and
spare parts for its vehicles were procured from one local workshop
without benefit of a contract or purchase order. We also
determined that from November 1993 through March 1994 UNOMUR

s
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obtained approximately US$3,910.00 worth of gocds and services from
this workshop.

55. This practice is not in accordance with United Nations
Financial Rule 110.22(a)(i). This rule requires written contracts
Or purchase orders when goods and services exceeding the equivalent
of an aggregate amount of US$2,500 or more are procured from a
single contractor or vendor. Based on our limited work at UNOMUR,
it appears that the procurement staff were unaware of this rule.
However, the staff indicated they would enter intec a service
contract with the vendor.

56. The Chief Procurement Officer (CPO) in UNAMIR told us that on
a recent visit to UNOMUR, he discovered that UNOMUR was not
preparing requisitions or purchase orders for goods and services
procured. It appears that UNOMUR staff are unaware of procurement
regulations in general. The CPO indicated he would be working with
the UNOMUR procurement staff to correct the problem.

We recommend that PFOD advise the Senior

Adninistrative Officer of UNCMUR to comply

. with all relevant United Nations financial and
ﬂ:; procurement rules and regulations.

Inadequate property control

57. PFinancial Rule 110.25 requires that complete and accurate
records be maintained of supplies, equipment and other property
purchased. In addition, procedures require non-expendable items be
decaled in accordance with the United Nations Field Catalogue. At
both UNAMIR and UNOMUR we observed that some non-ex?andablt items
were not decaled as required. Failure to properly identify items
as UN-owned may result in an inability to hold anyone accountable
in the event of loss, misuse, or nisappropriation.

58. As reported in paragraph 34 above, UNAMIR did not have a
complete inventory of vehicles and other non-expendable items in
UNOMUR. Not only does UNAMIR not have a complete UNOMUR inventory,
but we dJdetermined that UNOMUR also does not have a complete
inventory of its non-expendable property.

C' 59. On a test-check basis we reviewed UNOMUR’'s UN-owned property
records of non-expendable property. We noted that although each
activity centre was maintaining some records of its inventory
items, there was noc record of non-expendable properties
consolidating all inventory items with details of their location.
As a result, there is no assurance that all non-expendable
properties are recorded and properly accounted for at UNOMUR.

60. Our review indicated that failure to consolidate inventory
records at UNOMUR was due in part to the lack of staff, While
UNOMUR’s staffing table as of April 1994 indicated a post for

15
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property control and inventory records, claims and investigations,
it was vacant. UNOMUR officials indicated they were waiting for

advice from UNAMIR before filling the post, but did not assign
anyone in the interim.

We recommend that:

(1) PFPOD assure that the vacant property
control post at UNOMUR is filled, and the
staff member be directed to update and make a
complete inventory listing and decal all non-
egpendable items in accordance with the OUN
Field Catalogue, and

(ii) if UNAMIR is redeployed, the inventory
records of UNOMUR be merged with those of
UNAMIR.

61. Our review of the records for contingent-owned equipment (COE)
. located at UNAMIR revealed several problems. With respect to COE
‘;ﬁ brought in by the Belgium contingent, we noted that an 1v-survey
was not conducted, as reguired, upon arrival of the egquipment in
the mission area. We also noted that the property listing provided
to UNAMIR was incomplete with respect to the year of manufacture cof
equipment related to catering and messing, communications, tentage
and engineering. In addition, wheeled vehicles had no value shown,
and some had no year of make recorded. We also noted that arrival
dates in the nission area were not shown for some trailers and
generators.

62. We also determined that the vehicle inventory completed by the
Bangladesh contingent was inaccurate. Generally, the market value
of the vehicles upon entering the nission area was listed as the
same as the original cost, despite the fact that the vehicles were
several years old.

63. Failure to have accurate records with respect to COE can
result in a problem at the close of a mission because contingent-
owned equipment is subject to depreciation payments to the troop-

c; contributing countries. In order tc calculate depreciation
payments, accurate documentation with respect to the quantity,
condition and value of the COE, as well as the dates of entry and
exit of items to and from the mission area is necessary, and in
fact such documentation is regquired by FOD's Field Administration
Manual.

64. Because of the outbreak of civil war in Rwanda and the
subsequent change in mandate, claims for depreciation of COE may
come sooner than anticipated from the troop-contributing countries.
In addition, if COE had to be abandoned; other claims may be made

16
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to the United Nations by the troop-contributing countries. It is
therefore imperative that COE information be available.

We therefore recommend that FOD direct the
UNAMIR staff currently working in Nairobi,
Kenya to make every effort to recover any COE
inventory lists which may have been left in
Rwanda, and try to update them. In the event
the listings are no longer available, FOD
should work with representatives of the troop-
contributing countries to ascertain what COE
had been brought into the mission area.

AR Renewal of the Worldwide Vehicle Liability Insurance Programme,

1 June 1994 to 31 May 1995, ATU Policy No. 80-0263452

1. I am pleased to inform you that the Worldwide Vehicle Liability Insurance
programme has been renewed with the American International Underwriters (AIUj
for the policy year 1 June 1994 to 31 May 1995. The terms and conditions of
the renewal policy are the same as for the expired policy period with ATU.
However, we have been able to achieve a reduction of 5 per cent in premium in
most cases.

:
2. With the exception of the insurance provisions relating to specific areas
(see para. 5 below), the worldwide vehicle liability programme will continue
to provide Excess and Difference-in-Conditions (Excess/DIC) coverage for
United Nations and specialized agency vehicle fleets throughout the world.
The limit per occurrence urder the new policy remains unchanged at $1 million
cambined single limit for bodily injury/death and property damage. The new
ATU policy cammenced on 1 June 1894 and will expire on 31 May 1995. The
policy number is 80-0263452. The renewal premium for vehicles insured under
the Excess/DIC component of the policy is $57 per anmum.

Excess/DIC coverage

3. In countries where local vehicle liability insurance is purchased, the
worldwide policy provides Excess/DIC coverage. It is structured to supplement
the local vehicle liability coverage mandated by local law in the individual
countries. In countries where local insurance is not available and hence
cannot be purchased or where only partial third-party liability coverage is
cbtainable, the worldwide coverage becames primary insurance under the DIC
feature for purposes of reimbursement cof losses, even though it is not
admitted insurance for legal purposes in those countries.

4. The worldwide policy will not satisfy, by itself, the requirements of
vehicle liability insurance required by local law. Therefore, the policy
cannot be used for the registration of wvehicles or in the case of accident.
Legislation mandating the purchase of vehicle liability insurance coverage
mist be complied with through the purchase locally of at least the legal
minimm limits of liability. The local coverage would therefore satisfy the
United Nations/Agency’s oblxgatim to camply with local law and the worldwide
insurance policy would cover, in such cases, liability over and above what is

payable by the local insurer, within the limits of the worldwide policy. It
is important to stress, however, that the DIC feature, whereby the AIU policy
becames primary if local third-party insurance is unobtainable, applies only
as an exception to the norm and only in the case of small vehicle fleets. If
groups of vehicles in your Division’s fleet(s) operate in areas in which
locally acquired primary insurance is not obtainable, you must inform the
Insurance Section at Headquarters of the countries and mumber of vehicles
concerned. In such cases, we will take the matter up directly with ATU. Same
additional premium charge may be involved in such circumstances in order to
ensure the maintenance of appropriate vehicle third-party liability protection.

Primary coverage

5. Iast year, primary or "first dollar" coverage was established in several

c locations where local underlying insurance could either not be acguired or was
not effective. The locations and related premium rates for the renewal period
are as follows:

Israel/Lebanon/Syria - $375 per vehicle, down from $395 last year
Cambodia - $190 per vehicle, down fram $200 last year

Mozambique - $166 per vehicle, down from $175 last year
Somalia - $199 per vehicle, down fram $209 last year .
former Yugoslavia - $362 per vehicle, down from $375 last year

The most significant feature of the renewal of the Werldwide third-party
vehicle liability insurance programme for 1994/1995 is the fact that coverage
for military-type vehicles (MIV’s) at a reasonable premium rate has been
achieved. While armoured personnel carriers (APC’s) are the predominant
vehicle type in this group, road hazard coverage is available also for
reconnaissance vehicles and tanks. However, it should be noted that the
coverage for MIV’s, while having the same $1 millicon limit as for other types
of vehicles, does not apply to off-road activities ar activities of a
specifically military nature or the destruction of rcads ar kridges caused by

0 tracked vehicles nor will there be coverage for liability arising from
military war games, military field exercises, military maneuvers or similar
activities involving the use of live ammunition whether directed by or at an
insured vehicle. The anmual premium for MIV’s at all locations is $400 on a
primary coverage basis.

Claims

6. Claims handling procedures in the renewal period are the same as for the
prior year. The list of AIU claim offices arcund the world was distributed to
all offices and entities participating in the Worldwide vehicle liability
programme last year, and is still valid. Shauld you have any guestion in this
reqard, please contact my offiee. As heretofore, in countries where AIU has
no claims office, the nearest claim or regional office should be contacted.
The infarmation required by AIU for claim reporting is annexed to this
memorandum. It is essential that the name, address and telephone/fax number
of the local United Nations/Agency official to contact in regard to any claim
report be clearly indicated in the initial report to AIU of any accident.

7. 'The special privilege for immediate settlement of claims feature is
maintained in the renewal AIU policy. The settlement limit contirues to be
$3,500. The contractual provision relating to this feature is as follows:

"It is agreed that the Insured may pay reascnable expenses in
connection with the settlement of third party claims insured under
this policy provided that such authority shall be limited to Three
Thousand Five Hundred ($3,500) per settlement and shall apply only
to those geographical areas wherein the campany does not maintain a
duly authorized claims representative."

As heretofore, such third-party claim settlements must be authorized by the
Head of the local United Nations/Agency office and are subject to the proviso
that there is proven liability on the part of the United Nations/Agency. A
< ﬂg#releasemstalsobeobtahwd from the third-party absolving the United
Nations/Agency from any further costs in relation to the wvehicle accident.
The accident report, claim documents, record of settlement paid and copy of
the signed release should then be sent to the relevant ATU claim or regicnal
office. That office will then arrange the reimbursement of the paid claim
directly with the office concerned.

8. The worldwide vehicle liability insurance policy provides coverage for
third-party bodily injury or death and/or damage to third-party vehicles or
property where negligence on the part of the United Nations/Agency has been
established. The policy also provides third~party passenger coverage. The
policy coverage applies worldwide. Vehicles in the United States of America,
its territories and/or possessions, and Canada are covered under the new
policy provided that their coverage period does not exceed thirty days during
the policy period cammencing with the date of arrival of the named insured or
of the vehicle, whichever shall first occur.

9. The worlwide vehicle liability insurance policy does not cover the cost
of damages to United Nations/Agency owned or loaned vehicles. The United

c Nations, as a matter of established policy, is self-insured for the risks of
damage, fire, theft, etc., to its own vehicles.

Premium billing

10. Attached to this communication is a copy of the invoice(s) issued by cur
broker, Marsh & Mclennan, in respect of FOD vehicle fleets. The billing is
based on the vehicle count reported by your office to the Insurance Section in
comnection with the anmual worldwide vehicle census conducted in March 1994.
IT IS ESSENTIAL THAT THE BILLED PREMIUM BE RECEIVED BY MARSH & MCLENNAN NO
LATER THAN 30 JINE 1994. LATE PAYMENT WILL RESULT IN AN AUTCMATIC COVERAGE
TERMINATION NOTICE FROM THE INSURER FOR THE WHOLE PROGRAMME, NOT JUST YOUR
FLEET(S). You may remit payment to Marsh & Mclennan directly to the address
indicated at the bottam left corner of the invoice(s), in which case, kindly
transmit a copy of the payment voucher to my office far our records.
