Ensuring the physical safety of cash at all times, paying 
particular attention to bui1ding access, reserve cash supplies, overnight 
security, locks and combinations, and access thereto; 

Ensur1ng confidentiality of communications relating to 
shipments of cash; 

Avoiding predictability in routines established for the 
physical transport of cash; 

Assigning particular importance to secur i ty at the point 
of receipt of shipments of cash; 

- Maintaining cash balances at the lowest level, consistent 
with operational requirements, by making frequent replenishments in small 
amounts; 

- Reassessing cash needs prior to each replenishment request; 

- Establishing guards and patro1s where the size of the cash 
balance so warrants.
