INCOMING CLEAR 

Text of my statement in Secco morning 14th follows: 

11 The Secretary-General: Although, in the documents now under 

consideration by the Security Council and in statements to the Council, 

some of the most violent attacks so far on the United Nations Operations 

in the Congo and on the Secretary-General and his integrity have been 

made, there is no reason for me to take much of the Council's time for 

explanations, corrections or defence. The greatly disturbing but 

limited incident at Bukavu on New Year's Day provoked, as the Council 

knows, immediate and sharp counteraction from my side and from the 

United Nations representatives. However, in statements by the Soviet 

Union, especially in a press statement issued as document S/4622, sharp 

accusations have been levelled against the way in which we treated the 

incident. I have nothing to add to the documents which I have placed 

before the Council since, to any reader of those documents, which are 

simple and clear, it is immediately obvious how groundless are the 

accusations against the United Nations and its agents. In the 

circumstances, it is difficult indeed to believe that they are addressed 

to this Council or to others who have access to the documents or who know 

the facts. Why, then, have the accusations been made? I think that 

the substance of the line now taken by the USSR makes it clear. By trying 

to give the impression that the Secretariat and its representatives, in 

particular the Secretary-General, are inspired by racial prejudice, one 

wants to drive a wedge into the collaboration, based on confidence, 

which has been established between the African States and the Secretariat 
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in this operation. Why this is tried needs no explanation. I believe 

that the effort will be in vain, because I trust that the African 

representatives are well informed through their own first-hand 

observations and that they know how to regard with equally sober 

realism flattery and efforts to win them by sowing hate and distrust. 

The Representative of the Republic of the Congo, in his intervention 

a few moments ago, raised several points of a highly controversial 

nature. He imputed intentions to the United Nations Operation which 

certainly are not justified, accused the Operation of omissions, and he 

gave advice on what we should do. I believe that those various points 

could best be discussed directly between the Delegation and the 

Secretariat. And I am strengthened in that belief by the fact that 

quite recently I had the opportunity to discuss similar matters, and in 

detail, with President Kasa-Vubu w~ose accent was a different one. There 

were also statements of fact in the intervention to "'1ich I feel it may 

be reasonable to revert in documents to be submitted to the Council. 

As I thus see no reason to go into the substance of these most recent 

attacks on the United Nations Operation in the Congo, I can limit myself 

to directing your attention to a point which I find of considerable 

immediate importance. On 5 January the Conciliation Commission, 

established by the Advisory Committee on the Congo under the General 

Assembly resolution of 20 September, arrived in Leopoldville. I had 

the privilege to meet with them; and I had repeated talks with the 

Chairman, Mr. Wachuku, who, together with the other presiding officers, 

had already spent some few weeks in the Congo. It is my impression that 

this Commission -- the third arm of the United Nations Operation in 

assistance to the Republic, the third arm together with the military and 

civilian operation -- has got off to a promising start and may render 

great service in the direction of political stabilization. This task, 

as is well known, has been outside the mandate and the competence of the 

civilian and military operations. However, the work of the Commission is 

highly delicate. It requires tact, understanding, modesty and wisdom. 
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It cannot succeed unless it is given a fair chance to do so both by 

the leaders in the Congo and by the United Nations itself, including 

all the Member States. It should be obvious that the presence of the 

Conciliation Commission in the Congo and the need to assure all 

possible success for its work should be very much in the mind of all 

here at Headquarters when the affairs of the Congo are being discussed 

and decisions passed. It 1,0uld seem to me that this should apply 

specifically to those whose interest in the Conciliation Commission at 

an earlier stage was so great that they used the Commission as an 

added argument against the Secretary-General who was alleged not to have 

shown the proper energy in getting its work off the ground. Certainly, 

nobody would now wish to give the African States the impression that 

they, or the Conciliation Commission in which they have nine members in 

Leopoldville, are regarded only as pawns to be moved to the right or to 

the left, or perhaps sacrificed, depending upon whether their activities 

seem to serve this or that external interest or this or that specific 

personality in the Congo. Thus, in view of the task pursued by the 

United Nations in the Congo, for the sake of the country and the 

Organization, and also so as to help towards the success of its work in 

the country, in accordance with the target set, I appeal to members to do 

what is in their power in order to protect and support the efforts now 

pursued through the Conciliation Commission. If that appeal is heeded, 

I believe that the very negative aspects in part apparent in the 

present meetings of the Security Council may not have done too much harm."

I transmit herewith official translation 

letter received seventeen thirty hours today from USSR requesting meet­

ing SECCO on Congo. Further message follows : 

11 New York 7 January to President SECCO . 

According to reports arriving from the Republic of the Congo , 

fresh acts of aggression by Belgium against the Congo have occurred in 

recent days , in which the Belgian Government , acting in flagrant defiance 

of t he international status of the United Nations Trust territory of 

Ruanda- Urundi, is making use of the Trust territory to organize military 

operations by Mobutu' s armed gangs against units of the Congolese Nati onal 

Army in Kivu Province which support the legal government of the Republic 

of t he Congo . As in further confirmed by the information contained in 

the note by the Secretary-General of the United Nations and in the 

report of the Special Representative of the Secretary-General , Ambassador 

Dayal , (S/4606 and Add .1), the Belgian authorities have taken a direct 

part in organizing an attack by Mobutu's armed gangs from the Trust 

territory of Ruanda- Urundi , making available to these gangs their aircraft , 

military and service personnel and trucks, and permitting them to use the 

territory of Ruanda- Urundi to move these troops to the rear of Congolese 

National Army detachments loyal to the legal Government of the Congo . 

These actions, which constitute open armed aggression by Belgium against 

the Republic of the Congo and a flagrant violation of the international 

status of the Trust territory of Ruanda-Urundi, gave rise to serious armed 

clashes in the Bukavu region and firing across the border between Ruanda­

Urundi and the Congo, as a result of which human lives were lost. In 

my letter of 4 January I had the honour to draw your attention, Mr. 

PRESIDENI', to the extfeme danger of the situation that has developed in 

connexion with the use of the Trust territory of Ruanda-Urundi by the

Belgian Government for aggressive actions against the Republic of the 

Congo and to the necessity of receiving from the Secr~tary-General of 

the United Nations det ailed information on the actual situation, as 

well as to the necessity of requesting the Belgian Government forthwith 

to furnish a full explanation with regard to this matter . To date , 

however , the members of the Security Council have not received the 

necessary explanation from the Government of Belgium. At the same 

time, reports arriving from the Congo indicate that the aggressive 

actions of Belgium against the Congo have not ceased and that the 

situation continues to deteriorate, thus still further increasing the 

threat to peace and security in this region. In this connexion, upon 

theinstructions of the Soviet Government I request you, Mr. President, 

to convene a meeting of the Security Council as quickly as possible to 

examine the serious threat to peace and security created as a result 

of the fresh acts of Belgian aggression against the Congo and the 

f lagrant violation of the international status of the United Nations 

Trust territory of Ruanda-Urundi.

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I transmit herewith extracts from UPI story from Leo of yesterday. 

Further message follows. 

"A mob of 100 Congolese rioted today outside in HQ where UN Secgen 

Dag Hammarskjold was conferring with Congolese officials. Rioters demanded 

immediate release from jail of deposed Premier Patrice Lumumba. While Con­

golese rioted off duty UN troops took snapshots of them but made no attempt 

to break up demonstration. Only time UN acted was when a Congolese Gendarme 

who was chasing a rioter tried to take shortcut through UN compound. 

A Moroccan officer of UN Force pointed a pistol at him and barked in French 

'get out'. Moroccan guards raced up tommyguns at the ready and Gendarme 

left. By noon rioters, roused by a Congolese woman, has beaten up three 

men and had been dispersed by Gendarmes. Three were arrested. While rioters 

were kicking one man in the head, back and chest a Danish UN military police­

man stood five feet away taking pictures. UN has been criticized by observers 

here and abroad for failure to protect Congolese from each other but UN 

officials here have said UN policy is never to use force where persuation 

will do. UN officials also recall Hammarskjold's last speech to UN General 

Assembly in which he said that if civil war broke out in Congo UN would have 

no mandate to intervene. Similarly UN does not intervene in lesser incidents 

of violence among Congolese. UN spokesman said today that UN personnel were 

ordered about three weeks ago to keep away from riots because their appearance 

attracted unfavourable attention to UN. It was Kasavubu's Secretary Philip­

bert Luyeye who was beaten up in riot at UN HQ yesterday. 'I regret that 

it was next to UN HQ that I was knocked down and mistreated while UN soldiers 

as usual remained passive though their mission here is to preserve life and 

property' Luyeye said today. Luyeye's head was patched in two places and 

he took off his shirt to show a bandaged shoulder".

General Von Horn of 8 December 1960. 

Aircraft and air personnel situation as we now understand it after 

careful review of numerous communications on aircraft needs, which do not 

always tally, follows: 

1. Agree that the 11 C-119s presently in the Congo should be 

retained for time being and be made Italian responsibility . 

Italy has been requested accordingly. When a proper subs­

titut e is obtained, the C-119 squadrons should be disbanded. 

Approach on high level to USA made for 130s but possibility 

of getting them appears slight at present. 

2. In addition to the 10 C-47s you now have, we are in the 

market for an additional 13 DC-3s. Agree that C-47s and 

DC-3s should be concentrated at Ndjili and maintenance and 

periodical inspections if possible be taken over by Air France 

at Brazzavill e. C_47/DC_)s should be mainly responsibility of 

South American personnel. 

3. Agree that light aircraft squadrons - 4 Otters and 4 Beavers 

- be disbanded when sufficient C-47/iDC-3s are in operation. 

4. Agree to retain your present sixteen helicopters with maintenance 

undertaken in the Congo. Helicopters should be Scandinavian 

personnel responsibility. 

5. DC-3 personnel. In line with homogeneous group principle and 

on basis of additional aircraft, South l!merican countries have 

already been requested to provide following personnel: 

Argentina - 3 complete air crews and adequate number of 
ground crews to operate 3 DC-3 planes; 
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Brazil - 5 complete air crews and adequate number of 
ground crews to operate 5 DC-3 planes; 

Chile - 4 complete air crews to operate 4 DC-, planes 

(no ground crews have been requested); 

Peru - 4 complete air crews and adequate number of 
ground crews to operate 4 DC-" planes. 

No response yet received from any of these. Further on basis of 

ONUC 3111 we have requested Greece to provide following personnel qualified on 

DC-3: 1 Major and 7 Captains (pilots); 6 sergeants flight engineers; two flight 

sergeants aero engine mechanics; two sergeants air frame mechanics; two ser­

geants instrument technicians. Propose we await replies from the four South 

.American countries and Greece. When we have itemized list of personnel these 

countries are willing to provide we will send it for your consideration and 

approval before dispatching personnel to Congo. Suggest we try Denmark, 

Norway and Sweden only if the five abovementioned countries are not repeat 

not able to f ill our r equirements. Please comment. 

6. C-119 personnel. Italy has been requested to take full respon-

sibility for second line maintenance and for provision of personnel• Italy 

has also been advised that if second line maintenance is agreed upon, Italian 

crews in the Congo, reduced by 18 maintenance personnel, can operate C-119 

squadron by themselves. No reply yet received. Regarding shift over of 

Indian C-119 crews to DC-3' establishment, we await further word from you 

following DC-3 establishment build up with personnel from requested sources. 

Please comment. Our records indicate there are two Norwegian. aircrews in 

present C-119 establishment. Is this correct? If so, are they to be re­

patriated now or on the expiry of their tour of duty? Please advise. 

7. Light aircraft personnel. Should we now advise the countries 

providing light aircraft personnel not repeat not to send replacements for 

the present crews when their term of duty expires? As per our records 

Norway and Sweden have provided that type of personnel in the past. Is this 

correct? 

8. Helicopter personnel. Please refer to ONUC 1428, 2316 and our 

3057. In view of unsuccessful results in attempting to fill smaller require­

ments in the past with Scandinavian personnel would appreciate your considering 
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possibility of minimizing your present requirements . Denmark, Norway and 

Sweden seem to have reached their maximum capability for provision of 

helicopter personnel . Please advise . 

9. Ndjili Base HQ personnel . Before approaching countries re-

commended for medical personnel , would it not · be possible to obtain medical 

assistance needed at Ndjili from Leopoldville Hospital? Please advise .
