1963 Programme of the Unr d, Nations Civilian Operations in the 

The Congo Fund, as is kn~ was created under the terms of 

General Assembly resolution 1'414 (ES-IV) of 21 September 1960. In 

operative paragraph 4 o' the resolution, the General Assembly appealed 

to all member Governme~ or urgent voluntary contributions to the Fund. 

Such contributionsq.e to be used under United llations control and 1n 

consultation ith he Central Government of the Congo for the purpose of 

renderingr o~omic assistance to that country, and to ensure the 

maintenan~ its public services at reasonable levels. 

· From September 1960 to 31 December 1961, the Congo Fund received 

contributions totalling $34,000,000 (U.S. dollar equivalent) . Of this 

amount, the sum of $22,950,000 was set aside for the financing of essential 

imports to the Congo, and $11,050,000 for the programme of assistance 

requested by the Government of the Congo from the United Nations. 
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Since January 1962, additional contributions to the import-support 

programme have been received. These contributions are administered 

as separate :funds-in-trust in accordance with the provisions of the 

United Nations Financial Regulations. In like manner, :funds set aside 

for the technical assistance programmes are administered in accordance 

with the special rules approved by the Advis~ ttee on Administrative 

and Budgetary Questions. "' 

In keeping with the principles gov ing the technical assistance 

programmes of the United Nations~~ specialized agencies, the projects 

fi:ganced are those requested by-th~ Government of the Congo. Moreover, 

the local currency costs are m~ a local cost payment into the Congo 

Fund by the Congolese Gove!'lllllent. The approved programme is administered 
• 

by the United Nations \in cooper~tion with the International Labour 

Organisation (ILO), ~ orld Health Organization (WHO), the Food and 

Agriculture Or~ tion of the United Nations (FAO), the United Nations 

Educational,~ ntific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), the International 

Civil A~ t : ~ ganization (ICAO), the International Telecommunication 

Union (~ the World Meteorological Organization (WMO), and the Universal 

Postal Union (UPU). While each agency is responsible for the recruitment 

of the staff it needs, projet formulation and implementation a~e entrusted 

to a consultative group of experts representing the various agencies and 

the United Nations Chief of Civilian Operations in Leopoldville.

b) Training and advisory serv~ which include projects for 
overseas fellowships and in-s5 ce training in such fields as 
health, education, and teleco i tions; the National Pedagogical 
Institute, the National School :wand Administration; the National 
Mining School; the National Institute of Building and Public Works; 
the Civil Aviation Train~ School and the Institute of Meteorology .

c) The provision of experts to act as advisers to the Central 

and Provincial gove~ts in such fields as agriculture, communications, 
education, finance economics, health, labour, natural resources, 
public administ~ n, blic works and social welfare. 

There are at pr~ 693 Congolese nationals undertaking training 

courses in vario~ titutions in the Congo and 241 in overseas institutions. 

In addition, fbe\.e are 985 Congolese attending in-service training courses. 

These figure~ not include the 400 Congolese attending various short-term 

seminars sponsored by the United Nations. A total of 858 persons have 

been recruited to ensure the maintenance of essential public services. The 

number of expert advisers is 141. 

The technical assistance for 1963 requested by the Congolese Government 

totals $18,900,000. This assistance consists, in the main, of projects 
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alreaey- in operation. There are only a few new projects. A summary 

of the programme re.ceived from the Government is attached. As in 1962,

all Congolese :franc expenditures will be met by the Congolese Government. 

This means that a contribution of about $5,983,830 is expected :from the 

Congolese Government.

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programme for the 1963-1964 biennium a sum of $500,000 per annum for a 

Congo country programme. Because of the priority it attaches to the 1963 

civilian operations programme, it is very likely that the Congolese 

Government will not propose new projects to TAB but will, instead, seek 

to transfer projects totalling $500,000 from Congo Fund coDDD.itments for

$8,696,17~ , the 1963 civilian operations programme is to be fully implemented. 

It i ~ Secretary-General's intention to take full advantage of every 

opportunity for transferring components of the Congo Fund programme which are 

of an advisory or training character to other normal sources of international 

financing. For their part, the Congolese authorities have the intention of 

assuming full financial responsibility for the operational aspects of the 

programme as soon as possible. Meantime, however, the funds required for 
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the implementation of the 1963 projects have to be found, and it 

is for this reason that this appeal is being ma.de. 

In conclusion, the Secretary-General wishes to -express the hope 

that His Excellency's Government will be good enough to respond to 

this note as early as possible in order that the necessary arrangements 

for the launching of the 1963 civilian operatio s amme may be

SUBJECT: Sale of CF. 40.3 million Congolese francs to ONUC 

Referring to cable no. 3569 from Mr. Turner to Mr. Twigt 
concerning the purchase by ONUC of CF. 40.3 million, it 
appears that Tu.mer is concerned about the possibility of loss, 
through exchange, if he holds large quantities of Congolese 
francs. I refer to the first problem posed in the cable, i.e. 
the holding by the Congo Fund of Congolese francs when their 
need is not immediate. You will recall that out of the 
CF. 66.8 million to be contributed to the Congo Fund by the 
Congolese Government to cover their contribution to 85-01, we 
have already received CF. 39.4 million as a result of utilizing 
balances of Congolese francs remaining from the 1962 
contribution, and balances of the 1963 contribution to the 
Congo Fund already made under the old 85-01 and 10-10 projects •. 
The balance of CF. 27.3 million is being transferred to us 
from the U.S. Government as a result of decisions taken in the 
Title I Counterpart Committee. We will shortly, therefore, 
have in our possession CF. 66 . 8 million for this project. 

I recommend that we accept the alternative proposed by 
Headquar ers that ONUC purchase these Congolese francs as they 
need them, which we understand will be at the rate of CF. 16 
million per month. 

ot., I assume that if any exchange loss is incurred, we can 
.a-ttain additional transfers from Title I Counterpart to meet 
our dollar requirements.

This will ac:l:,nowledge your memorandum dated 29 April 1962 and the 
report attached thereto on t he audi t of the United Nations Fund for the 
Congo for the financial year ended De cember 1962 . Pursuant to your reques t, 
I am submitting hereunder my comments on some observat i ons contained therein . 
I may say , a t the outset, tha t I hope t hat in the future the auditors in 
charge of' t he Congo Pu.ml Audit will a t tempt to collect from us all the 
necessary information they need before making their report . This will save 
much time and misunderstanding. 

I . Procedure and Control . 

1 , No special com~ent s are required on t he first three paragTaphs . 
2? However, it would be appreci a ted i f you could provide examples of instances 
J . under which the Execut i ve Offi cer :for t he Congo Fund has "approved expendi­

tures without proper veri ficat ion" . This woul d enabl e us to che ck the 
specific cases and could be he l pful f or our future guidance . 

II . Examinat i on of vouchers . 

4. In 1961 and 1962 all payment vouchers relating to the Congo Fund were 
prepared by the Fi nance Office . We a gree tha t payment voucher amounts should 
be expressed in words as nell as f igures to ensure correctness . I under s t and 
that this practice ha s now been introduced.
