2. The request made by the Libyan Foreign Minister was included
in our MIR 1113 of 13 April, copy attached. We understand that
the request is almost impossible to be acted upon, given the fact
that no indication is provided as to names or whereabouts of
Libyan Nationals in Rwanda. However, since the Foreign Minister
had expressed his wish that UNAMIR provide protection to Libyan
Nationals, we proceeded to inform you.

3. Today, Ms. Rivero advised the Tanzanian, Italian, Irish and
Spanish Missions of your gemgrches. All expressed their
appreciation for your efforts. The Irish Mission promised to get
back to us soonest.

4. Regarding paragraph 4D, we would suggest that you contact
the zairean Embassy in Kigali and explain to them that UNAMIR
does not have the capacity to evacuate 10,000 Zaireans out of
Rwanda. The telephones of the Permanent Mission of Zaire in
New York are disconnected and we therefore believe they have no
direct communication with Kinshasa.

Ambassador Fulci of Italy has brought to our attention the
case of Amelia Barperi, an Italian National who declined to be
evacuated} Ms. Barberi is a Director of an orphanage in Muhura,
District of Byumba. We are aware that heavy fighting has been
reported in the vicinity of Byumba, and are also aware that some
UNMOs are still in Mulindi waiting to cross into Kabale (Uganda).

2. If at all possible, we would appreciate any information on
Ms- Barber: and her safety. Though Ambassador Fulci mentions
that UNAMIR should assist in evacuating her to Burundi (south),
we have explained to him that because of present conditions, it
would not be possible to undertake such action at this time.

3. The Permanent Mission of Argentina has brought to our
attention the case of a sister Maria Cristina Lenscak Kalin, an
Argentinian Dominican nun, who is working at a nutritional centre
in Bgli, 60 kms. from Kigali. Sister Lenscak Kalin is in the
company of five (5) gpagish nuns, whose names were among the ones
already submitted to you in a previous communication.
Sister Lenscak Ka1in's telephone number is 45014 which is not
working any more. N
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4. The Permanent Mission of Argentina recognizes the present
difficulties faced by UNAMIR, but also requests any information
on Sister Lenscak Kalin's whereabouts.

5. Your cooperation and assistance will be highly appreciated
by both Permanent Delegations, who have stressed their
understanding of UNAMIR'S present predicament in Kigali.

1. ORGANIZATION

13 APRIL HUMANITARIAN ASSISTANCE CELL WAS ESTABLISHED (TWO
OFFICERS) TO COORDINATE ALL HUMANITARIAN ACTIONS IN RWANDA. CELL
HAS ESTABLISHED DIRECT CONTACT WITH DHA. 15 APRIL DHA ADVANCED
TEAM WAS SENT TO NAIROBI. 15 APRIL DRAFT OF HUMANITARIAN AGREEMENT
WAS SUBMITTED TO BOTH FACTION—DRAFT WAS SIGNED BY RPF WITHOUT
COMMENTS, THERE IS STILL NO ANSWER FROM RGF. 16 APRIL DIRECT
CONTACT WITH RED CROSS HEAD IN KIGALI WAS ESTABLISHED. 22 APRIL

THIS 42 RWANDAN ORPHANS, 18 RWANDANS, 6 TANZANIANS, 6 INDIANS, 6
CHINESE.

3. RECONNAISSANCES AND SITUATION ADJUSTMENTS

SIX ROUTES RECONNAISSANCES WERE CARRIED OUT WITH PURPOSE TO FIND
ALTERNATIVE ROUTS FOR HUMANITARIAN SUPPLY. NO SUCCESS UNTIL NOW.
UP TO TWENTY OF APRIL THERE WERE 16 BIG LOCATION WITH DISPLACED
PERSONS NOW A LARGE BUT YET UNDETERMINED NUMBER OF DISPLACED GROUPS
(30-100 PERSONS EACH) CAN BE OBSERVED IN ADDITION TO CONCENTRATIONS

I was extremely pleased to learn of the outcome of the discussion you
had with Charles Petrie, the Acting Humanitarian Coordinator. I understand
from him that you have agreed to clear the UNICEF office of all explosivesias
well as guaranteeing its security. It is reassuring to know that you are
committed to investigating this incident and ensuring the safety of all
humanitarian relief Workers.

I was also very pleased to learn of your total support to the
assessment by the Unitedhlations and NC-ills of the areas under the control
of FIPF, ryouragieementto facilitatatha passage through RPF areas of
relief a§als'tanca to RGF zones. The designation of a RPF humanitarian focal
point in Kigali will greatly accelerate the pace at which these activities will
be carried out.

You will be pleased to learn that the United Nations and NGO
community have already begun preparing for an assessment of the areas
under your control, and an initial convoy is being formed to take assistance
to vulnerable populations located In FIGF areas. I understand that both these
operations were discussed with the Chairman of the RPF Relief Committee in
Mulindi.
