Additional information regarding terrorist crimes planned by armed terrorist groups against 

Syrian civilians 

On 30 May 2014, a conversation between two mobile phones was intercepted. The first 

(+963 988575638) is registered to one Yazin Kamil Jum'ah al-Mahmud and was being 

used by one Abu Abdu. The second (+963 993618975) is registered to one Basim Majid 

Isam al-Husayn. The substance of the telephone call is as follows: the terrorist known as 

Abu Abdu calls a second terrorist, known as Abu Isam, and tells him that there are 80 

sticks of TNT explosives at a location near the town ofBayt Jinn in RifDimashq 

governorate, near Qunaytirah Governorate, in southern Syria. He wants the TNT to be 

taken from another person and has asked about its effectiveness and power. He says that 

it is a powder in a white bag shaped like a long finger, labelled "Emulex 150 grams" and 

produced by the Saudi Chemical Company- Explosives. Abu Abdu says that he will 

send the other individual a picture of the explosives via Skype in order to provide better 

information. He asks his interlocutor to keep the matter secret because a terrorist group 

in the town of Kiswah, in Rif Dimashq, is working on the same subject. 

On 30 May 2014, the competent Syrian authorities obtained reliable intelligence to the 

effect that members of the terrorist Nusrah Front in the Shahil district ofDayr al-Zawr 

governorate had received four chemical warheads, 166 anti-tank weapons, two cannons 

and several Grad missiles, which had been transferred across the triangle formed by the 

Jordanian, Iraqi and Syrian borders. Their objective was to commit an atrocity against 

civilians in order to accuse the Syrian Government of using chemical weapons. 

The Syrian Government has sent this information to Mr. Ahmet Oztimcti, the Director­

General of the Organisation for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons, and Ms. Sigrid Kaag, the 
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Special Coordinator of the Joint Mission of the Organisation for the Prohibition of Chemical 

Weapons and the United Nations. 
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
