Subject: Interim CIVPOL leave policy

1. The rules governing the application of leave and CTO for CIVPOL
Observers are:

a) Leave entitlement is 1.5 days per month giving up a total of 18 days for a one
year tour duty (6 months tour duty: 9 days). Leave may be accrued up to a maximum of
12 days, on the understanding that it is to be taken as actual leave without any cash
compensation in lieu of leave not used.

After completing the first two months tour of duty, a CIVPOL Observer may be granted
leave in advance.

b) CIVPOL Observers request for duty for 7 days a week (including Sundays and
official mission holidays!) may be granted upj"o 6 days CTO with mission subsistence
allowance (MSA) for each month of such continuous service (i.e. after 30 days of service).

¢) If CTO is taken outside the mission area, the MSA is reduced and there is from
now on no payment of MSA if an individual is in his home country.

d) CTO is granted to all CIVPOL Observers to provide them with opportunities for
rest after a specially spell of duty.

Consequently such time-off shall normally be taken as soon as possible after completion of
the continuous period of service.

CTO cannot be accrued and if not taken during or immediately following the month in
which it is earned, it will be forfeited. Not more than 6 days can be taken in one month!

e) Leave and CTO with per diem must be taken within the regular tour of duty.
The tour of duty shall not be extended in order to facilitate taking such leave or time off.
CIVPOL Observers may, however, be granted up to 12 days of accrued leave and CTO



in the last month of tour duty in order to complete all their own arrangements (i.e. to pay
the accommodation).

f) Sick leave will not be counted against the UN leave entitlement. If sick leave is
claimed while the officer is on leave or CTO, then under current UNAMIR practice no
payment will be made to such sick leave unless a medical certificate is produced to
substantiate each day of sick leave.

g) Travelling time shall count against leave entitlement, but Sunday and UNAMIR

holidays that fall during a leave period will not count against the entitlement.

2. The CPMTs and the Heads of Divisions are responsible for planning and
approving leave for their officers. It is their responsibility to supervise that the officers
don’t overspend their leave or CTO (see CIVPOL/IMEMO/INT/19/95).

3. If a CIVPOL Observer has resumed on duty the resumption of duty
certificates (CTO/Leave) has to be forwarded with the monthly attendance sheet record to
the Personnel Division not later than the fifth day of the following month.

The Chairman in his opening remarks expressed disappointments over the late
distribution of minutes of the previous meeting which denied him the opportunity of going
through.

There after, he gave
officers present few minutes to peruse before its adoption.

The meeting was then called to order at exactly 1010 hrs.

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III. REPORTS OF CPMTS AND HEADS OF DIVISIONS

A. CPMT KIGALI PREFECTURE

The CPMT/Kigali Prefecture in his report told the meeting that the general
situation in Kigali had been calm but tense. He also reported that the Govt. of
Rwanda observed a weeklong National Mourning for victims of 1994
genocide. The anniversary commemorating the genocide had as part of the
events, laying of wreaths at the grave sides of some of the victims buried at
Rebero burial grounds in Kigali.

He further disclosed that the anniversary was brought to an end on 14/4/95
with a conference on the role of Govt. in support of victims of genocide
widows and orphans, which took place at Nyamirambo Sport Complex under
the Chairmanship of the Minister of Works and Social Affairs. During the
conference, it was announced that from the president down to the level of
bourgmestre, each public officer would be given one orphan for keeps while
others would be made to benefit from a Trust Fund for Orphans in Rwanda.

On the Tribunal of genocide, the CPMT disclosed that the tribunal had
its opening assizes on 6/4/95 as a mark of the genesis of trial of genocide
suspects in Rwanda, which many claimed was unduly delayed. Six out of the
seven suspects published were arraigned and after taking pleas, the tribunal
adjourned indefinitely on the request of defense lawyers who wanted more time
to study the relevant dossiers and exhibits.

The CPMT in another development, told the house about the protest
demonstration against continued UNAMIR presence in Rwanda which was
staged on 11/4/95 in front of UNAMIR FHQ.

As regards social, commercial and economic situation, the team leader said
there was low activities in all the communes due to the National Mourning
declared by Govt. The CPMT also revealed that Gendarmerie Brigades crime
statistics show slight increase in armed robbery, stealing and banditry in the
prefecture. He further disclosed that the team is constantly monitoring
investigations that are being conducted by Gendarmerie Central Criminal
investigation Division into various cases of armed robbery and allied offense:s
including the recent alleged armed robbery at 10M Kigali office where ove:
60,000 USD was stolen. The team leader in concluding his report, told the

house that the prevailing situation in Kigali will have far reaching

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consequences on monitoring functions, as most of the locals in the prefecture
Jeign ignorance of French or English and jeer at PMT in the course of
monitoring. This recent development will make monitoring functions difficult
and hazardous, he concluded. The CPMT gave his teams logistics holdings as
one serviceable vehicle and a computer without printer and requested the
Chairman of the need to improve this situation now that the sector has 6
observers.

The Chairman on considering the vast area covered by the team,
directed CP LOGO to allocate a second vehicle immediately after the meeting.
On the issue of printer, the Chairman advised the team leader to exercise

patience until CIVPOL receives more allocations.

B. CPMT/GISENYI PREFECTURE

The CPMT told the house that the general situation in the prefecture
was tense due to the recent protest demonstration staged against UNAMIR'’s
presence in Rwanda by locals who mounted road blocks on major highways on
the 12/13-4-95. He also reported an upsurge in banditry activities where three
locals were killed in Rubavu Commune by unknown persons suspected to be
Interahamwe from Zaire on 25/4/95. In another incident, one RPA soldier was
shot and killed by militia suspected to have come from a refugee camp in
Zaire.

Apart from the killings by bandits, the team further disclosed RPA’s arbitrary
arrests and killing of locals on daily basis with no apparent reason. The CPMT
also reported the visit of the Ambassador of the Federal Republic of Germany
and the representative of the German Gowt. for Africa to PMT Gisenyi and
how the vehicles of the diplomats were subjected to intensive searches at the
RPA road block near Ruhengeri. In conclusion, the CPMT reported the
incident of a fatal motor accident involving UNAMIR vehicle attached to
Human Rights where a 15 year old girl was killed.

The team leader also expressed his ordeal when he had a flat tyre while
on patrol due to a lack of tools in the vehicle allocated to the team and
requested for tools to avoid a second experience.

The Chairman in his response told those present, that the securin
situation is a matter of concern to UN and that the issue is being discussed

with the appropriate local authorities.

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The Chairman also directed the CPMT to channel his request for tools to the

appropriate quarters for solution.

C. CPMT/BUTARE PREFECTURE

The team leader told the house that the memorial ceremony in honour
of 1994 genocide victims in Rwanda was organised in the prefecture on
7/4/95. In attendance, were the Minister of communications,
MILOBS/CIVPOL, TAC HQ Staff Officers and NGOS in the prefecture. He
further disclosed that during the ceremony, locals carried placards with
various inscriptions discrediting UNAMIR. He also reported that the FC and
the DCMO paid a working visit to the Prefecture. The period under review
also witnessed the re-opening of the University at Butare and the intensive
searches conducted by RPA on students and vehicles entering the campus to
the extent that some of the students have expressed dissatisfaction about the

deployment of RPA soldiers to the campus main entrance as an infringement of

their rights to free movements. The CMPT further reported that the Butare
Radio Base station has been changed to channel 24 and handset/Radios to
channel 9. On the relationship with UN Agencies, the team leader said it had
been very cordial. The CPMT thereafter requested for stationeries, Camera,
Computer and Measuring Tape to facilitate the teams tasks.
The Chairman in his response said that as far as UNAMIR is concerned
CIVPOL has the largest share of stationeries and directed him to route his
request for stationeries to CP LOGO. The Chairman demanded from the
CPMT the extent of investigation in the murder of former Prefect of Butare.
The CPMT told the Chairman that investigation was in progress, and that
there was no new development.

The CPMT was however directed to have close contact with the
prosecutor in view of the sensitivity of the case and to inform him as soon as

possible if there is the need to support him with more men.

D. CPMT/GIKONGORO PREFECTURE

The team leader briefed the house of the general situation in his
Prefecture which according to him was calm but tense. The CPMT disclosed
that locals who fled the comuhe.gfor Jear of revenge killing are gradually

ACTION
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returning to their home communes. The leader, also affirmed that CIVPOL
Observers in the pfefecture have cordial relationship with MILOBS and other
UN Agencies and that patrols are conducted jointly with MILOBS in the
prefecture. The team is currently investigating a case of accidental discharge
involving a corporal from Zambatt which was referred to it by CO Zambatt.
He equally told the house that location plan for evacuation of both MILOBS
and CIVPOL have been completed in the prefecture. He later requested for a
computer and local interpreter in the area to enhance efficiency of the tasks
before his team.

The Chairman assured the team leader that as soon as sufficient
numbers of computer are allocated to CIVPOL, he would be considered while
the issue of interpreter will be looked into.

E. CPMT/GITARAMA PREFECTURE

The acting CPMT for Gitarama in his brief told the house that there
exist cordial relationship between CIVPOL and all arms of UN Agencies in the
Prefecture. He also disclosed that same relationship exists with of the RPA.
The team leader revealed that the prefecture had not experienced any form of
protest demonstration but there is however a change of attitude by locals in the
area towards PMT. During the period under review, the CPMT disclosed that
a number of Hutus who took refuge at Gitarama MILOBS HQ were later
escorted to their respective communes by MILOBS/CIVPOL Observers. He also
reported the incident of indiscriminate firing at Gitarama prison by RPA that
resulted in the death of one inmate and leaving several others injured. The
team confirmed the release of one local suspected of genocide following its
intervention.

The CPMT in conclusion, requested for a computer or type writer to
Jacilitate correspondence between the team and CIVPOL HQ.

The Chairman reinarked that each prefecture should have all the
facilities but for now they are in short supply. He therefore directed that the

team should make use of milobs and formed troops facilities in the area.

ACTION
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F. CPMT/CYANGUGU

The Cyangugu team leader reported that his team, Milobs and formed
troops share the same idea, operationally in the prefecture. In his report, he
disclosed the intensification of both day and night patrols by RPA especially in
Nyamasheke area where there have been series of incursions by bandits from
Zaire. He also reported arbitrary arrests and killing of locals by RPA. On
26/3/95, a woman from Zaire was beaten to death by RPA for undisclosed
reason which resulted in an exchange of fire between Zairean soldiers and
RPA soldiers. Two RPA soldiers were reported killed during the shoot-out.
This is just to mention a few of similar incidents that have happened in the
prefecture.

The team leader deplored the deplorable condition of Cyangugu prison
where there are 1,700 inmates instead of 500. He also disclosed that the WFP
vehicles are still being held in the prefecture. The CPMT also requested for
either a computer or a type writer and a generator for the sector.

The Chairman advised the CPMT to be particularly careful in the
execution of their job in this trying periods due to the uncooperative and

fastidious attitude of the locals who are their source of information.

G. CPMT/KIBUYE PREFECTURE

The CPMT in his brief reported that the general situation in the
prefecture was tense due to incessant harassments, arbitrary arrests and
killings without cogent reasons by RPA. The CPMT also disclosed that some of
the refugees who left the country since 1959 are now back to the country and
are making claims of ownership of properties owned by the Hutus. This
situation according to the CPMT has caused disharmony between the Hutus
and the Tutsis population in the prefecture. He also reported the problem of

over crowdness at Kibuye prison with over 682 inmates.

H. CPMT/RUHENGERI PREFECTURE

The CPMT told the meeting that the security situation in the prefecture
was calm. Patrols are conducted together with Mllobs and some times with
Human Rights investiggtion Team: He fiurgh ed that road blocks were
mounted on the ' ; rators thereby preventing

¢l nemn A-nvu
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day, while on patrols; in quest for information, the Bourgmestre/official in the
commune pretended not to have any problem with UN Agencies, but
intelligence gathered revealed that RPA operatives in mufti were all over the
place waiting to deal with any local having anything to do with UNAMIR
Personnel. This uncooperative attitude has hindered information gathering the
CPMT added. The team leader also told the house that on 11/4/95, big truck
belonging to the RPA hit the rear of their vehicle, UNAMIR 1081 breaking the
pointer and causing a little dent. The driver of the vehicle sped off and refused
to stop. He concluded that he has to travel 39 km daily to TUNBATT location
in Gisenyi to send SITREP after patrols. This he said is not an easy task.

The Chairman directed the team leader to report the accident to the
military police before taking the vehicle to the workshop. He also advised him
not to relent in their efforts of carrying out the various tasks set for CIVPOL.

1. CP LOGO

The Acting Chief Logistics Officer briefed the house on a number of
bottle-necks he scaled to secure stationeries which he has since distributed to
CPMTs and heads of Divisions. He also told the meeting that he took
possession of four vehicles recently of which one was allocated to Ruhengeri
Training School, two to Kigali Prefecture and one to HQ. Investigation
Division. He also disclosed that two additional television sets have been
collected, bringing the total to three.

The Chairman in his response directed the Ag. CPLOGO to read to the
hearing of all those present, the various circulars on safety/parking of UN
vehicles, also on the approved km to be utilised within Kigali. The Chairman,
once again reminded the logistics officer that the designation of CALOG should
henceforth read CP LOGO while the administrative functions should now be
incorporated into the schedule of the Chief of Police Personnel Officer
(CPPO). He directed UN vehicles on charge to CIVPOL due for
service/maintenance to pass through CP LOGO to the workshop who would IN

turn collect same from the workshop after the routine maintenance.
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J. CPPO

The Chief Police Personnel Officer in his brief, advised all personnel to
always fill their forms properly to avoid any adverse effect on their MSA. He
also told the house that new forms have been put in place and would soon be
circulated for the guidance of all. At this junctufe, the CPMT/Kibuye
prefecture requested to know the authority of Milobs Sector Commanders over
CIVPOL CTO/Leave and general movements. The Chairman explained to the
house that Sector Commanders cannot approve CIVPOL CTO/leave request but
can exercise administrative control over CIVPOL Observers in the Prefecture.
He expatiated further that CIVPOL movement in the sectors must be made
known to the Milobs Sector Commander where such exist, adding that the
Sector Commander is to only appreciate their administrative task and not
operational one, however the Chairman advised all CPMTs to report any
incident of misunderstanding with Milobs to his office for resolution without
delay, and finally advised the CPPO to be guided by the CTO/leave percentage

as contained in the CAO circular.

K. CPIO

The Chief Police Investigation Officer announced that he had nothing to
report at the moment. The Chairman then asked him to brief the house on the
progress of two investigation reports referred to his office from Gisenyi and
Gitarama for review. On this, the CPIO said he was yet to work on them. The
Chairman frowned at his slow pace and thereafter urged him to be alive to his
responsibilities and directed him to provide a profoma on HQ investigation job
specification which would be adopted. He reminded the CPIO that his job
includes analysis of cases already investigated by CPMTs in the prefectures

and to follow up all cases under investigation in the prefecture.

L. CPTO

The acting CPTO told the house that the Ministry of Interior was
contacted over the take off of the communal police as a result of which a
meeting was organised between the Deputy CIVPOL Commissioner and the
Director of Training/Communal Police HQ. The proposed site for the school at
Gishali was also visited. It was unammousouly agreed during the visit that the
area was swtable has four. buildbx , ‘hich can be used as instructors’s

ACTION
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quarters. He disclosed that for the School to take off, the following
infrastructures would have to be put in place:

a. student hostel, b. classrooms, c. toilets and d. kitchen.

Expatiating further, the acting CPTO, disclosed that the course handouts which
hitherto used to be a source of worry, were now regularly distributed to the
cadets.

He also expressed satisfaction about to the two translators posted to the
Division, whose inputs according to the CPTO were worthy of commendation.
The CPTO also announced 20 th May, 95 as the tentative date of completion of
training for the current batch of gendarmerie in Ruhengeri Training School.

M. CPOO

The Chief Police Operations Officer in his brief told the house that he
was able to put in order the emergency channel 7 on handsets of all CIVPOL
HQ staff including Kigali Prefecture adding that he would do same to
personnel outside Kigali very soon. The CPOO futher told the house that the
communication section when contacted on the defects in the fax machine,
disclosed that, lack of the machine’s direct line with Rwandatel is the bane and
promised the installation of two direct lines to Rwandatel within the month. He
therefore appealed to CPMTs to continue to make use of Milobs/Ground troops
facilities until ours is put in place. On the provision of security guards at
CIVPOL HQ, he said he had dispatched a reminder which according to him is
presently receiving attention.

The Chairman urged the CPOO to make sure that the emergency
channel 7 is functioning in all handsets including those in vehicles of all
CIVPOL Personnel. He directed the CPOO to make a memo on emergency
calls available to CPMTs to avoid re-occurrence of what happened to DSP
Lasisi Kasali and to up date the location plan for evacuation of CIVPOL
personnel without delay. The Chairman concluded that the CPOO should
redirect the memo on the provision of security at CIVPOL HQ to the office of
the SRSG for final determination.

IV. COMMISSIONER’S DIRECTIVES/INSTRUCTIONS
The Chairman drew the attention of the house to the recent protests
against UNAMIR and advised every one to be extra careful and to adhere

ACTION
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strictly to COS memo on carrying of Rwandese women, the parking of UN ACTION
vehicles and all other circulars relating to personal security.

On traffic violation, the Chairman emphasised the need for CIVPOL to
act within the parameters of UN regulations adding that it is not pleasant to
see military police officers pointing accusing fingers at CIVPOL Observers.
Everyone should try not to be contravened. He also stressed the need to
maintain cordial relationship with Milobs and formed troops with whom we are
collocated. Without being told our tasks are different from theirs but we need
their support to exist for now as CIVPOL is yet to be fully established. He
finally advised CPMTs to always report any incident of personality clash with
Milobs. He thank all present for the efforts put in individually and as a group
in these trying moments of the mission and expressed appreciation for their
dedication to duty and promotion of peace.

The meeting ended at 1500hrs, after adjourning to the 6* of May,

1995.

the afternpon,in his absence therefore,the
Deputy Commissioner would stand in for
him.However,he informed the meeting that who
ever had a serious issue to discuss with him
could see him later in the day at his
residence.
The Chairman further expressed his dismay in
the way the previous minutes were taken which
did not leave rovom for reflection of control of
tasks on a separate paper.He strongly advised
the secretariat to make sure the proper format
of minutes taking was followed to the latter.He
then finally excused himself and left the
meeting at 10:4%5hrs in the Chairmanship of
Deputy Police Commissioner.

1. AMENDMENTS AMD ADOPTION OF PREVIOUS MINUTES:

On page 3,para 3 B,the fourth line from the
bottom to read:The CPMT informed the meeting
about the MILOBS Sector Commander's
requirement,who wanted all the administrative
problems channelled though hii.

2.CONTROL OF TASKS.
The tasks as assigned to different officers
are reflected on & different : :

ACTION
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3.REPORTS OF cCpPwl'ss AND HEADS OF DIVISIONS:
A.KIGALI SECTOR- CPMT.

The Acting CPM7T for Kigali Prefecture informed
the meeting that currently they were following
up five cas€s of habitual arrests and that he
was in Butare Prefecture on 24.3.1995 on
investigations.Hlis team 1s monitoring the
distribution ol {oud to displaced persons,NGOS
and some local personnel refer some cases to
the team for investijations.

The team leader however went on to say
that lack of transport and enough man power was
retarding progress on their efforts of
covering a vast area like Kigali.CALOG advised
the Kigali team leader that their vehicle UN
1296 could not be released from Workshop
because of lack o7 the windscreen.The chairman
informed him also to wait [or the new postings
which were in the clfing.

B.CPMT GLSN L.

The CPMT for Gi=enyi Prefecture informed the
meeting that four cbservers were on the ground
and that they are deeply involved in a number
of investigations and cited as an example a
case of a TOYOTA HAICE MINIBUS for coop a NGO
based in the area which was impounded on
17.3.1995.by the Gendamlere but later released
on 18.3.1995 alteyr CIVPOL contacted the local
Gendamiere commarid.lthe CPMT Further went on to

complain aboul Ul tnerease in the number of
road blocks and iy zsearches directed at
UNAMIR oificiat .5 cthe arca which seriously

affect effective patirouls.He stated that the
situation in general was tense as information
at hand was that the locals were in fear of
INTERAHAMWE attacks especially at night in some
Sectors of the Prefecture where there is no RPA
presence.The CPM1 ended by informing the
meeting about the request from the Gendamiere
Commander Gisenyi to train his staff on arrest
procedure, investigattens and interrogations in

criminal cases.The chairman informed the
meeting that the tiaining ol Gendamlere was one
of the responsihiiicics ol CIVPOL oObservers
but that it was {11 icult to organize training

for only one preicoiure,so would be candidates
should be referred to Ruhengeri Training
School.He further directed the CPMT to write a
comprehensive report on the road blocks in the
area.

C.CPMT BUYTARL.
The CPMT for Butavi- Prelecture informed the

meeting that wongso many other monitoring
activities his oo andertook, they monitored
the cordon and =eoron task conducted by RPA

where a number of items like 7 rifles,4
grenades and numercus electronic equipment were

ACTION
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.The team also couducted border patrols. in the
communes bordering Burundi in confunction with
MILOBS.The CPMI' fFurther informed the meeting
about unconfirmed reports that April 7th,1995
planned celebrations could be a revenge
massacre against the HUTUS.

The team leader later requested for more man
power, Camera, stationery,measuring tape and
an interpreter.The CPMT in answer to a guestion
regarding some f(resh information on the
murdered Butare Prefect,said that the matter
was under active investigation.

Calog wanted to know whether the bullet found
at the scene of c¢rime was examined by ballistic
experts in order to compare it with those fired
by the escort.In vreply the CPMT said that was
not done.

D.GIKONGORG CPMT.

The CPMT for Gikongoro Pretftecture in his brief
said there were lour obscrvers and that one
officer has becen i RKigali [or unexplained
reasons.lle requesied [ol Lurniture for his
office.He further went on bitterly to complain
about lack of rransport and how the vehicle un
754 which war loaned to him was with drawn, the
situation which has made it literally
impossible for the team to operate.

The chairman in reply told the CPMT that the
vehicle in question was loaned to CPMT in order
to undertake a task at Kibeho camp and that the
CPMT if he felt aygrieved could have approached
the Deputy Commissioner and not any other
officer for claciiication.

3.E. GITARAMA CPMT.

The CPMT for Gitarama Prefecture informed the
meeting that one observer out of the total
number of three was on CTO and that they enjoy
very good relation ship with MILOBS and NGOS
with whom they sometimes hold Jjoint patrols.The
team investigated a ygrenade explosion in
Musambira communce and some mass arrests in
Ntongwe commune.They also visited Kigoma where
there was a [al=e report ol the existence of a
secret prison.

He further went on to say that many locals seem
to be killed every day and now some locals are
comparing the present government to the last
one because of violations of human rights.

3.F. CYANCUGU CPMT.

The CPMT informed the meeting that on
15.3.1995.the sector was graced with the visit
of the Force Commander,The team continued with.
their daily patr 31 F
coordln te er.

ACTION
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The CYANGUGU Prwicct usually consults CIVPOL
from time to tice. The feam wlso learnt that a
family oi -seven tuatws was nurdered by RPA
suspects on 13.73.1v9% and that BANDITRY
situation especia:ly in NYAMASHEKE area was on
the increase duc to infiltration by former
government soldiers.lle further reguested for a
computer,more man power and additional vehicle
to enable the team cover the borders with Zaire
and Burundi.

The chairman in response agreed with the CPMT
in his reguests hut stressed that at the moment
there are no cars and personnel but at the same
time all prelecrures are expected to operate
properly and eticcitively with the available
resources.’

G.BYUMBA CPMT.

The CPMT in his hrietf sald there were three
observers and have sou Far made 10 patrols and
that the Prefecoure hias about 3% communes.

The situntion = caim although most locals
prefer tu stay oy Pram activities in the
evenings.the loois alse fear to give out
informat ton Ireeiv Lecause of reprisals from
RPA who are repwried [0 have occupied a lot of
houses illegally.ihe tean leader went on to
inform the meeting about an unfortunate
incident where on 20.3.1995% at about 1:30 hrs a
UNAMIR soldier from Nigerila Company who was on
sentry duties shov dead a local who strayed
into their camp.The locals later demonstrated
against the incident but lortunately the
situation was Lrought under control by UNAMIR
hdgs.

. Kilbuoioo opEt.

The Acting CPMYT Lor KIBUNCO Prefecture informed
the meeting that since there were only two
observers in the area,they work very closely
with MILOBS and have monitored quite a number
of cases and incidente in the area.Fhe team
leader complaiocd abwal frustrations by some
local ofticial. o coeme Lrnes deny access to

UNAMIR oiiliciais -2 st orgaln Sectors, he
appealed vo o duue e (Ui, o explaln to the
governmcent Ulic oo wr JIVICL observers so as

to pass on the same wnlormacion down to the
prefects and the tecal ollicials who seem to be
in the dark about the sane.tle also reported on
the mass arrests by RPA and that some junior
soldiers with RPA are very uncooperative unlike
their seniors.He also intformed the meeting
about the imminent attack py RGF on 30 June
1995 which information was unconfirmed.

ACTION
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I. Kibuye CPMT.

The acting CPMT" iniovmed Che meeting that the
Prefecture had nine communes with very bad
roads which need a good car for patrols.The
situation is, calm but tense due to some
unexplained arrests by RPA,Jjoint patrols with
MILOBS are normally undertaken.He further went
on to brief the meeting about the arrests of
seven ADRA local workers on suspicion of taking
part in genocide,nlsn 59 suspects were found
"imprisoned" in u =mall house without any
ventilation.

J.RUHENCERT CPRHY.

The CPMT for Ruhengeri Pretfecture informed the
meeting about the Burgmestres’ meeting which
took place in his area and attended by sixteen
officials to discuss amonyg other topics
security in the area.He went on to say that
there was no land for returnees in most of the
sectors.The CPIPMI' also briefed the meeting about
the continued =omrolies on all UNAMIR vehicles
by RPA and that cthwe celation-ship with RPA
lower ranks was bad, he later appealed for
action from UNAMIR since the situation was
tense.The cocperation with MILOBS was quite
good .Information on the intended April
massacre of Hutus was gathered but unverified.

k. L.O./FHO.

The liaison Officor at Force head quarters
informed the meeting that though there were
only two officers, biis office still continued to
carry out very imporvant tasks of liaison
between UNAMITR hdigs, CIVPOL,and other
agencies.The ofllce has no vehicle at the
moment but indicaitcd that there was some
progress made on the body works of their
vehicle which was in the workshops.

L. L.O. MILOBS/G.P. HQ.

The Liaison Officer at MILOBS said he was the
only one and had declined to perform duties as
DUTY OFFICER =ince he was not on second- mend
and at the sawe Lime he was being rostered at
CIVPOL hdgs for wsimilar duties.He further
complained aboul hiis telephone extension which
was not working.

M. CALOG.

The chief of administration and logistics
informed the meeting that a list of those

The chiel! ‘of Police Jperations informed the
meeting that our taxz 11215 was fixed and so
PMTS should be using it for their sitreps and
not Amahoro.He [(uvther reminded some CPMTS who
had not submitted their returns on Prefects and
local Political officers in their respective
areas to do so.However, nost CPMTS complained
about the maliung iluniﬂg of our fax machine
hence the prefercence for the one at Amahoro.

The Chiel Police training officer imformed the
meeting that during che period under review he
secured an appointment with the Minister of
interior on the tivaining programme of
Gendarmiere,he ulzo secured the meeting between
the SRSG and the Minister.The CPTO also met the
Gendarmiere Major who ig incharge of
training.The police Commisgsioner visited the
communal Police training centre at Gishari in
Waramangatio suly/preleciare.

He further went oo o -ay that the secretary
General in thc iorcign Altairs Ministry of Mali
visited Ruhengeri ‘I'raining School and met both
Military andd CIVPOI. ubservers in the sector.He
later said that work on renovation of Ruhengeri
Training School had begun.

SUBJECT: Guidelines on provision L medical facilities
Introduction
1. Confusion exists over the responsibilities of UNAMIR medical facilities to provide

treatment to non-UN personnel. The major area of concern appears to be the responsibility
to treat Brown and Root Services Corporation {(BRSC), expatriate and locally hired UNAMIR
employees. This instruction provides guidance on the UNAMIR medical dependency.

UN Personnel

2. UNAMIR medical facilities have a responsibility to provide primary health care and
inpatient services to all UNAMIR personnel and to UN personnel for emergency cases only
and on a reimbursement basis. These personnel fall into any of the following categories:

{a) UN military
(b} UN international staff

(c) CIVPOL

(d) MILOBS

{e) UNV

(f) Agencies [Expatriate personnel from other UN agencies such as UNREO,

UNDP, UNHR, UNICEF, UNHCR, etc for emergency cases only and on a
reimbursement basis].

BRSC

3. BRSC provide a range of services to the UN which are often readily available from
other sources. When the UN establishes a contract with BRSC in each particular mission,
it decides on who is responsible for the provision of medical care. In the case of UNAMIR,
the UN has decided that since an adequate UN medical facility exists, the responsibility
of providing health care to BRSC will rest with the UN.

NGQ’s
4, There is no obligation to provide treatment to NGO personnel. However in
emergencies a request for assistance can be anticipated and treatment provided on

reimbursement basis.

Locally Hired Personnel

5. Medical treatment should be provided to all locally hired staff of UNAMIR.

SUBJECT: Liberty to use UNA vehicles

1. Please be reminded thaf UNAMIR vehicles are provided for official duty purposes
only. Use of UNAMIR vehicles for leave, recreational or other off - duty purposes must be
limited and can only be authorized where the vehicle(s) concerned are not immediately required
to carry out the day-to-day operational functions of the mission.

2. When such off - duty use is authorized, the costs for such usage must be
reimbursed to UNAMIR. As recovery of such costs is calculated on a mileage basis, the term
"liberty mileage" is applied. The current liberty mileage rate is 14.3 cents per kilometer.

3. Duty tasks performed in the mission area using UNAMIR velicles can cover a
wide range of operational and administrative functions (e.g. personnel, logistics, national, finance
and travel, etc.). Such duty tasks can also include:

- Travel to and from work (limit up to 30 Kilometers per day).

- Travel to attend official functions, to which military/civilian personnel are invited
as guests.

- Travel to official group hospitality functions held in the name of the mission.
- Travel by an official UNAMIR sports team to attend sporting fixtures.
4. UNAMIR vehicles assigned to military units at the Ieadquarters, battalions and

ctvihian sections may be used locally for shopping, banking and other simnlar use up o a
maximum of 30 Kilometers a day.
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5. Use of UNAMIR vehicles for private purposes (other than welfare or as outlined
in paragraph 4) such as after normal working hours, weekends and UN holidays, is considered
liberty and therefore, such use is subject to reimbursement to the organization.

6. Use of vehicles drawn from Headquarters Transport Dispatch pool by military and
International Civilian Personnel for purposes other than official duty is considered liberty and
is therefore subject to reimbursement in full.

7. Attached is a copy of a weekly trip ticket which must be completed by each
individual driver. It is the responsibility of each user/driver to ensure each column in the trip
ticket is properly filled in, including recording of all fuel drawn as well as the exact locations
where such fuel was drawn.

8. In the event of trips undertaken in excess of 30 Kilometers which are considered
duty by the user, justification of same must be provided in writing to the Chief Integrated
Transportation and Maintenance Management and the trip ticket certified by the head of the
appropriate section\unit, supporting documentation such as a copy of a MOP form or other
relevant documentation must be attached, where applicable. Failure to provide such
documentation results automatically in liberty charges.

9. Subject to availability, vehicles may be drawn from the Transport Vehicle Pool
upon a written request for liberty purposes. Forms are available from the Headquarters
Transport Dispatch Unit.

10. The maximum period vehicles may be used for liberty purposes is three days;
including weekends and UN holidays.

Authority for use of any vehicle for welfare purposes is given solely by the CAO
or by delegation by the Chief Integrated Transportation and Maintenance
Management (CITMM) after they have confirmed the group transport nature of
the trip; that the number of UNAMIR personnel (including driver) utilizing any
one vehicle is not less than ten; that the driver of the vehicle is fully qualified to
operate the type and class of vehicle being assigned; and that responsibility for the
safety of the vehicle and passengers during the trip is assumed by the organizer
of the Welfare Group Transport, in writing.

Vehicle will be provided with full tank of fuel at start of trip. Any additional
petrol, oil, lubricants or any maintenance required by the vehicle, either in
mission area or in neighboring countries will be paid for by the group availing of
the recreational transport, who will also be responsible for the return of the
vehicle to its home base.

Applications for Welfare Group Transport should be submitted to the CAO the
CITMM through the medium of a standard form. This document should give
particulars of the name of the organizer, the destination, the time and date of
departure and the estimated time and date of return. The duration of any Welfare
trip should never exceed 72 hours.

The CAO or CITMM will, subject to the availability of appropriate vehicles,
append his/her authorization on the application form, with an annotation of the
type and registration number of the vehicle, the speedometer reading at the time
of handover of the vehicle and the name and I.D. number of the individual who
is assuming responsibility for the vehicle, as well as those of all passengers. All

scratches or body damage on vehicles being assigned should be noted prior to the
start of the trip.

This authorization should be retained by the person to whom the vehicle is
assigned, who should annotate thereon the time and date the border was crossed,
on the outward return journeys. The authorization should be handed back together
with the vehicle to the CAO, the CITMM or their appointed representatives. They
in turn, should immediately inspect the vehicle in the presence of the individual
to whom the vehicle was assigned and annotate on the original application form
any damage or loss extraneous to that existing prior to the start of the trip. A
copy of the application should be given to the applicant and the original should
be submitted to the CITMM for his records.

All vehicles issued for Welfare Group Transport should carry particulars of
UNAMIR vehicle insurance coverage for presentation, if and when required at
border crossings or if requested by local police. They should also be provided
with a crook-lock for prolonged parking. The vehicles must always be parked in
a secured place.

Particular care must be taken when utilizing UNAMIR vehicles in a neighboring
state; that the vehicle is driven with the utmost courtesy and consideration for
other road users. In the event of an accident, the local police should be called and
be given the full cooperation of the driver and passengers,while at the same time
retaining their prerogatives as United Nations International staff. In cases of
serious accidents or other difficulties, contact should be made by phone or fax
with UNAMIR headquarters Duty Officer, Chief Security Officer, MP, Civpol
or CITMM. It should be noted that the cost of any damage to the vehicle or that
of any items stolen therefrom will be the financial responsibility of the group
utilizing the vehicle.

The foregoing procedures are for the most part also applicable to utilization of
UNAMIR vehicles for official duty. Unlike Welfare Group Transport, however,
any kind of appropriate vehicle may be used taking into account the terrain to be
traversed and the purpose for which the journey is being made. Additionally, all
trips into neighboring states must be supported by Movement Of Personnel forms
(MOP) signed by the pertinent Authorizing Of.icers. For control purposes, the
same type of application form must be submitted in advance to the OIC
Administration or to the CITMM, in respect of any vehicle to be used for official
purposes outside the mission area. On completion of the trip, a copy of the MOP
and the application for utilization of the vehicle should be stapled together for
submisston to the CITMM.

SUBJECT : SPECTAL SECURITY INSTRUCTIONS

1. The Govt of Rwanda is planping to celebrate the first
anniversary of the genocide from 07 to 14 April 95, which as you
know has caused apprehensions in the minds of the majority of the
population and the international community.This occasion is likely
to evoke strong sentiments in the local population and may result
in outbreak of violence and general degeneration of law and order
in the country.

2. Although there are no confirmed indications that violence may
break out in the above mentioned period, it is felt that certain
additional personal security measures must be observed by UNAMIR
personnel from 04 April 95 till further orders to the contrary, so
as a preventive and cautionary measure. These measures are as
follows:

a. Do not travel alone in a vehicle whether by day or by
night. Restrict you movement to essential travel such as from
your place of residence to the place of work and back only.
Keep your movement to the minimum.

b. Always inform someone as to where you are going and when
you are likely to return.

c. Never leave your place of residence or work without your
radio.
d. Do not travel at night unless absolutely necessary, and

if you have to, travel in pairs.

e. Avoid travel to the city and the market as far as
possible. Stock upon your foodstuff anhd other essential
household goods for a fortnight before 04 April 95.

f. Avoid travel on dirt roads that are not freaue::
travelled on by others. Do not drive in pothol«= -

To enable check unauthorized entry into UNAMIR HQ, it has been
decided to introduce with immediate effect the following procedure
to control the traffic in and out of UNAMIR HQ:

(a) All vehicles and personnel entering and leaving the HQ
between 1800 hours and 0700 hours the following day are
requested to register the vehicle number and the driver’s
UNAMIR ID number in the log book kept at the Entrance
Gate.

(b) In the case of NGO’s, Embassy staff and other UN agencies,
a pass will be issued at the gate from 1800 hours to 0700
hours. The driver is requested to deposit his/her
identification with the security at the entrance, which
will be returned on exiting the HQ. A specimen copy of
pass is attached herewith as Appx.

(c) Visitors to the RPA Liaison Office will be accompanied by
; the UNAMIR security person during any visit that takes
them beyond the confines of Liaison Office on the ground
floor. This is applicable both during day and night.
