REQUEST FOR A MEETING WITH THE SECRETARY-GENERAL 
GAZA- PALESTINIAN BID 

1. The United Nations Special Coordinator for the Middle East peace process, 
Mr. Robert H. Serry, will be in New York from 26 to 30 November. Among other things,· 
he will brief the SecuritY Council on the situation in the Middle East on the morning of 
27 November. 

2. I would be most grateful for your assistance in arranging for Mr. Serry to meet 

with the Secretary-General during next week, preferably before 29 November. In light of 
the events in Gaza as well as of the Palestinian bid for non member state observer status 
in the General Assembly expected on 29 November, I 'would suggest that this meeting be 
enlarged to the principals of the Departments directly concerned by those issues, and be 
used as an opportunity for Mr. Serry to brief on the implementation of the Gaza ceasefrre, 
as well as for a principal-level discussion of the United Nations role in supporting it. The 
Palestinian bid and its implications-could also be usefully discussed. For both topics, I 
would suggest that OCHA, OLA, DPKO, UNDP, UNRWA and DSS be invited to· 
participate in the meeting.
