1. RPF is no more tolerating us. This is probably due to the 

news that us Government is considering organizing and financing 

an African force to intervene in the Rwandan crisis.

3. They may order us to leave MULINDI within 3 days. They have 

attached a liaison officer to us now and therefore will not allow 

any contact between us and their authorities. 

4. RPF High command told FC at the meeting at BYUMBA that they 

may want to capture BUTARE but this might not be pursued now. 

5. Information received indicated that RPF may not attack 

RUHENGERI now.

1. Under current emergency conditions in UNAMIR, it is 

difficult to understand Uganda's denial of entry to UNAMIR. 

2. Resupply from Kigali has become almost impossible. Our 

operational vehicles are overdue for servicing. These vehicles 
may soon breakdown and thus cripple our operations. 

3. We have learnt that the 13 UNAMIR MILOBs waiting in KABALE 
have been restricted to their hotels by UNOMUR CMO in conjunction 

with the Ugandan authorities. UN peace-keepers have partially 

become prisoners. 

4. Yet, it is understood that Uganda is considered part of 

UNAMIR mission area. 

5. We suggest the following options to resolve these problems: 

a. UNAMIR to use UN Diplomatic influence to secure free 

passage for MILOBs to and through Uganda. 

b. Multiple entry visas for at least 90 days should be
