presque entierement par du personnel belge. Actuellement, 
le service de la police municipale de Leopoldville ne 
comprend plus que trois officiers, outre les quelques 
officiers qui se trouvent au Sud-Katanga. Il est ind:Ls­
pensable de disposer de cadres competents .wur accomplir 
les t~ches courantes qu 1exige le maintien de 1 tordre d.ans 
le pays. Ila done ete decide de reorganiser le programme 
actuel de formation d 1officiers de police et decreer une 
Ecole nationale d'officiers de police cbar-g~e de former des 
officiers con:formement a un programme nor.nal. En attendant 
que 11Ecole de police ait donne la .formation necessaire ~ 
des officiers congolais, des officiers de police 
experimentes dtautres pays seront mis a la disposition du 
Gouvernement congolais pour que celui-ci puisse les affecter 
aux postes de police provicciaux. 

Des dispositions sent actuellement prises en vue de la 
creation de l 'Ecole d I officiers de police. Le Gouver-nement 
a demande un directeur, un directeur-adjoint et neuf 
instructeurs, qui seront charges- decreer et de diriger 
1 1Ecole.
