•(4 ) Health Problems. According to the statements of
medical officers of the Cyangugu Prefecture, there
is no major medical problem with refugees, although
those arriving at Bugarama cite (GR 9002) are still
generally sUffering of severe malnutrition. Their
situation is definitely worst than those arriving
at Rusizi I. No serious case(s) of disease has yet
been reported at the border areas, at the Bugarama
or Gihundwe hospitals or at the Nyagatare transit
camp.

(5)HQUsing. The most serious problem for refugees is
adequate housing. This issue mst be resolved and
given the highest priority to facilitate the
integration of refugees in their respect!ve
communities and prevent social tensions from
erupting at the commune, sector and cell levels.
Housing is directly associated with adequate
distribution of land. There have been no report of
communal tensions over housing or land distribut.ion
during this reporting period.

Education. All primary and secondary schools in
the Cyangugu Prefecture require adequate
classrooms, desks, blackboards, stationary, books,
This problem is acute in this Prefecture and little
has been done to rectif the situation to date

It is
expected that the Zairian Government will resort to mass expuLsion
in the n~ar future to resolve the refugee situation.. When this
occurs, resources will be stretched to their limits and in some
cases exceeded, such as available transport. A worst-case scenario
must be envisaged and plans made accordingly to cope with a sudden
increase in refugees, the great majority of them who will be non~

WEEKLY HUMANITARIAN REPORT FOR THE PERIOD 20 - 26 AUG 1995

GENERAL SITUATION

1. The general situation over the whole country is relatively
calm. The expulsion of refugees from Zaire into the country has
not created to much impact on the humanitarian situation yet.

2. Reports received from sectors indicate that the humanitarian
needs tend to be on the increase due to the number of returnees
coming into the country. Most of the requests are those of water,
food and housing.

HAC ACTIVITIES

3. HAC requests to Milobs regarding returnees, will emphasize
about the capacity of absoption in each Prefecture, till the level
of cell, to collect as soon as possible a global view of the
possibility of normalize the life of those persons and receive more
in the future.

-
4. Sector lA

a. Gen Situation. The period under review has been a
continuation of Humanitatian activities in Sector 1A.
The Humanitarian team have met different authorities in the
communesjsectures who informed the team about their
humanitarian needs. Most of the communes have been affected
by the large number of returnees from Zaire.

b. own HAC Activities. The Humanitarian Team and Milob
team visited a number of communes in the sector.

c. Gen Living Conditions

(1) FOOD. with the influx of returnees from Zaire food
is urgently required in the sector.

(2) Water. Most of the water points in the communes



have dried up and there is the need for water supply in
all the communes.

(3) Health Care. Almost all the commune Health Centres
require urgent supply of drugs especially in Musasa
Commune.

(4) Housing. The new returnees from Zaire have
completely no where to stay and are being accommodated at
the commune offices.

e.

People with Special Needs

(1) Orphanage. The Orphanage at Musasa with 20
children require food and clothing.

(2) Hospitals. The Medical Centre at Rutungo needs
regular supply of water.

Conclusion. The sector continues to engage itself in
humanitarian activities as a top priority. It is rather
disappointing that from the many humanitarian needs
forwarded to the higher HQ by the sector, very few
are followed up and this makes the patrol teams shy away
from such areas to avoid continued questions from the
locals authorities about the assistance.

5. Sector IB

a. Gen Sit. The general situation has not noticeably
changed during the last week.

b. OWn HAC Activities. Indbatt provided transport for
various humanitarian activities during the week under review.
The Sector Hum Offr accompanied the HAC representative in his
patrol over Gi tarama Prefecture. The joint team visited
Gatagara Handicap Centre in Kigoma Commune and Cyeza Orphanage
in Rutobwe Commune.

c. General Living Conditions

(1) Food. situation has not changed in general.
Shortage of food is a standard complaint from various
communes. This week food shortages were reported from
the communes of Murama and Masango.

(2) Water. The local department of ELECTROGAZ is in
of transport to deliver chemicals required for water
purification from the stock in Kigali to Gitrama.

(3) Health Care. In Murama Commune locals complained of
lack of drugs at the health centre.

(4) Electricity. The local representative of ELECTROGAZ
in Kigoma requested for transport to moved transformers

People with Special Needs

(1) Cyeza Orphanage. The Cyeza Orphanage in Rutobwe
Commune needs an electrician to check on their damaged
lines. It also faces serious water shortages during
dry season.

The centre requires
an NGO which will deliver constant supply of food.

e. Conclusion. In spite of the activities conducted by
various NGOs and UNAMIR the number of humanitarian problems
still remains great. We receive numerous requests which can
not be satisfied by the UNAMIR resources only.

Returnees continue to cross into Rwanda from Uganda and
Tanzania through Gatuna, Buziba and Kagitumba border posts.

(7781). This is'a well run establishment comprising
80 children. One of the problems is electri.city
supply. Electricity is not provided by EI..ECT~OGAZ'O

The orphanage has a generator, but they need an
electrician to check the electric lines which are
damaged. Another serious problem is water supply_
The orphanage has a system for collecting rain water,
but during dry seasons they face serious troubles.

(2) In KAYENZl Commune (8389) a new group af orphans
was discovered. The children live together ~ith the
group of spanish nuns from Misioneras Ie Maria, Jose
e't Jesus headed by Mother Loz Maria. The nuns have no
special funds and means to support the orphans, so
they are asking for assistance. The deta.ils of the
situation will be investigated.

c. Handicap_ Gatagara Handicap Center (Home de la Vierge
des Pauvres) in NGWA Sector (7147) of KIGOMA commune (see
para 4~c. of our Weekrep of 18 Aug 95) was visited by Hum
Offr and HAC representative. The team confirmed that the
main problem of this facility, which is quite satisfactory
in general, is food supply. The administration sends
urgent request to any NGO which can help since CARITAS
stopped providing food in May '95. They also requested
help to obtain the raw material necessary to fabricate
artificial limbs.

a. "CONCERN INTERNATIONAL" requested us to provide
transportation of container qUitted on the road from Kigali
to Gitarama near Musambira (823745) to the market in
Gitarama town where it will be used as a food storage.

Ho~ever, they could not do it during
the last period.

b. The Lutheran World Federation has distributed the
family kits among 1,383 families at retm:ning lOPs and
female-headed families comprising a total of 5,501 persons.

(9057) and TAMBWE (7653). The family kits consisted of
hoes (average ration per family was two), blankets (5) ,
soap (2 bars), casseroles (1 set of 3), plastic sheeting
(I), plates (5), plates (5), mugs (5), buckets with lids
(1), tridents (1), sickles (2), spoons (2) and axes (2).

GENERAL SITUATION

1. The general situation in the Sector has ramained calm.

2. Tha aim of this re~ort is to qpdate activities of HAC in the
Sector for the week under review.

pWN HAC ACTIVITIES

3. The HAC of the Sector has observed activities at the communes
and the sectors. The Sector Humanitarian Officer attended a meetinq
at the UNHCR office to work out the modalities for establishment of
a Crisis Man~qement Cell at the Prefectural level to monitor the
arrival of returnees from Zaire. The HAC of the' 'sector conducted
patrols to the fOllowing communes :

a. Nyamagabe commune(S427) The ,general situation in the
commune is good except for a few cases of bandit~y and
stealing cows. Locals are in needs of seeds and fertilizer.

b. Husange COmmune (5347) situation in the commune was
generally calm beside a few isolated cases of stealing cows
and farm ,products. The locals re.ported that there had been no
agricultural assistance for last one year.

c. Kivu Commune (4210) situation was reported as calm.
lDPs evacuated from Murambi camp are still accommodated in the
church at Muganza( 4930). There have been arrests of six
persons in the commune on 17 Aug 95. The arrested persons were
reportedly identified by the newly arrived IDPs to have taken
part in the genocide. Secondary School at Bigugu started
functioning. Initially the sChool was assisted by the Baptist
Church but no assistance is forthcoming now. The director of
the school approached WFP to provide food assistance for the
students who are resident in the school hostel from all the
corners of the country. The school is also short of health
care at this moment. Reportedly there is limited reading
materials available for the stUdents Which was given by the
Ministry of Education long back. !CRC distributed food items
to indigence at Kibeho.

d. gwamj,kQ Commune (4914) General situation in the ccmmune
is calm. HAC team confirmed the number of the persons being
arrested on 17 Aug 95, to be 130 persons (of which 5 were from
Runyinya of Butare prefecture). The team also observed the
situation in the detention center was satisfactory. Most of
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these arrested persons were suspected to be involved in the
genocide.-/

9. Rukondo COl!Q!lune (5538) situation remained calm .. The
team was informed that a total number of 432 orphans who have
been staying with their relatives and with the locals are not
assisted by any of the NGOs presently. The locals reported
needs for seeds and farming implements. CARITAS and CARE
International is constructing houses for the survivors while
OXFAM is working out to provide potable water facilities. But,
there is no electricity in the commune.

f. Nshiii Commune ( 3996). General situation in the commune
was reported as calm. However there are reports of some cases
of banditry and arrests. A total 3 persons were arrested from
different places of the commune. Locals of Shororo ( 4594)
have reportedly contributed 34,000 Rwf to the national Army.
Locals generally requested for agricultural assistance.

GF.NERbL LIVING CONDITIONS

4. The general living conditions in all the communes patrolled
this week is satisfactory. However, it is suspected that it may
deteriorate with the arrival of returnees in the coming weeks.

1. The situation duringthe period under reviewwas reported calm. On 24 Aug 95 at around
1615 hours a robbery took place in JCRC compound,Butarc. 3 armed persons in civil dress got in
side the office ofaccountant and on gun point took some money from safe and sped away. The
matter was informed to local RPA and Gendarmerie. The humanitarian officer ofthis sector
attended the following:

a. Coordination meeting with NGOs at milob sector HQ at 1700 hours on Monday
and Friday with a view to make necessaryliaisonand informedthem about security
instruction passed by this HQ.

b. Coordination meeting withHumanRights with daily basis to get the information
regarding the state of prisons and prisoners.

c. Attended a seminarorganizedby HR and UNHCR in Butare, Subject of the
seminarwas 'Procedure ofarrestation' and conditionfor detention. Following officials
were also attended the seminar:

(1) Prefect, Butare
(2) Burgomasters of all the communein Butare
(3) Tribunal magistrate off Gendannerie
(4) Officers ofRPA
(5) Representative ofinternational community

OWN HUMANITARIAN ACTIVITIES

2 . Following are the activities observed I carried out by the Miloh Teams:

a. MUYAGA. Team visitedthe communeand delivered5 x packets ofplastics for
reburial ceremony held on 19 Aug 95. Prisoners oftbis communewere assisting in
preparing for reburial ceremony. According to the burgomaster about 5000 bodies were
reburied.

b. MUGANZA. Burgomaster requested for assistance to repair the roofs ofthe
original officelocated few Janawayfrom the present one, Team also visited a medical
centre in the commune and learnt that the centre is facing problem ofelectricity and water.

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C. NYABISINDU. Teamattended reburial ceremony held in the commune on 20 Aug
9$. There were 4 graves each with 1200bodies. Wifeofthe president ofRwanda was in
attendance. Director ofsecondaryschool in the commune informed that the school needed
assistance in terms ofteaching materials, fumiture and eqpt.

d. KIGE:MBI. Teamvisitedthe clinic in the commune and was informedthat there
was lack ofmedical equipment and stores. Now MSF is providing medical assistance 4
times per week. the clinicinchargeappreciated the assistance ofMSF. Team could not
visitKanyaru-Basborder post as a bridge 2 km from Kigembe enroute was damaged.
Locals were seen carryingout repairs to the same. Team assisted IeRe in food
distribution. Items like cooking oil,Maize, Beans and soap were distributed. Team visited
a cooperative centre for fishing and was informed that the centre is facing lack ofmaterials
to make all the ponds functional and shortage offish feed.

e. MUYE. The Burgomaster of the commune made a request for transport within3
weeks on the occasion ofreburial ceremony.

f NYARUHENGERI. 8urgoID~ster iaformedthat there is a acute shortage of food.
Feed'Ebe dWdrea ad concernwho used to distributed the same are not turning up lately.

AGRICULTURAL AND COMMERCIAL ACTMTIES

3. In all the communes, localswere found carrying out normal agricultural activities. In
market day people were seen busy in all the markets of the prefecture.

6. The capacityofthe prison is 1500. Out of213 womenprisoner 12 are pregnant and 31 are
mentally sick. Out of 6279 men prisoner520 ateover the age of55. Till to day 1341
documentationhas been completed. This prisonstarted receiving detaineesfrom 23 Jul 94 but no
trail has beendone tilt now. 418 prisonerhave died in this prison, 35 escape and 6 temporarily
released till to day. At present thisprison has got 7 staffbut before 1994 there were 36 staff Due
to lack ofstaff prisoners are doing nothingexceptingcleaning oflatrine and kitchen. The prison is
facingproblem ofconstant electricity.

HUMANITARIAN WEEKLY REPORT - PERIOD 19 AUGUST TO 25 AUGUST 1995

GENERAL SITUATION

1. The humanitarian situation in Sector 4 is stable and under
control by UN agencies and NGOs, in light of the fo.rce exodus of a
great number of refugees from Zaire over the last week. The events
of the last week showed the resourcefulness and capability of all
agencies to work together and react to an unforeseen situation
effectively and efficiently. The activities undertaken in Sector
4 to that end can be described as successful.

HAC ACTIVIXIES - SECTOR 4

2. Further to our previous weekly report, a demininq team (EOD)
from the Force Engineer company proceeded to clear the grounds of
the Noviciat (150m x 50m) at Kamembe, following a report by.MOM
that a live grenade had been found on the premisses. HUM 0
,provided transport and made meal arrangements for the EOD team
consisting of seven persons. This action was necessary in light of
the move of the Kamembe orphanage to the Noviciat, scheduled for
early September 95.

J. The project of draining marshy areas at Gishoma commune under
the "Food for Work program" is approved in principle. HAC is
monitoring the progress of this project.

4. During the period of massive inflow of refugees on 23 August,
HUM 0 attended a "crisis management meeting", normally held at the:
office of the Prefet of Cyangugu. The outcome of the first meeting'
was as follows: Nyagatare transit camp would be upgraded to
accommodate 10,000 refugees; Nyarushishi would be developed to
accommodate the overflow from Nyagatare transit camp; resolving the
transport of the refugees, water, food and health requirements were
discussed as well as the establishment of medical posts at each
camp. To resolve the transport problem, the assistance of Malawi
company was sought and three vehicles were provided. UNAMIR HQ was
also contacted an<1support obtained from 95 CMSG and "Brown and
Root" •

5. NGOs were requested to obtain additional staff support
their main Headquater • Representativesof UN agencies and
were in attendance as well as UNAMIR officials from Kigali.
meetings are proving to be effective and will take place

6. In the afternoon of 19 Aug 95, a group of 42 Rwandese refugees
were expelled from zaire by the Zairian authorities and brought to
Rusizi I in chains. Nine of these are alleged to be FRGF soldiers.
Their present status is that 12 are still held at the Kamembe
airport, 27 have been transferred to the Cyanqugu prison, one
instill at the Kamembe brigade and two are hospitalized at the
Gihundwe hospital following injuries to the body sustained while in
the hands of Zairian forces.

GENERAL LIVING CONDITIONS

7. The following information is provided on the living
conditions:

~. Each refugee after registration is provided with
some rations. On departure to their respective communes,
every refugee gets 30 days of ration~ Officials of WFP
report that the stores of food they have in stock are
enough to satisfy the needs of refugees. At the same
time, a request to provide additional amounts of food was
forwarded to appropriate agencies. On 22 August, in the
Nyamasheke Sub Sector, WFPdistributed food to locals a
the Buhoro sector (GR 1346), Gatare commune •.

b. water:. The distribution of potable water to refug·ees at
crossing points and at the transit camps have been
organized. The water is presently being delivered by
water trucks (10,000-40,000 liters). :On 25 August, Mr.
stuart Sessions from OXFAM visited MILOB HQ Sector 4 to
inquire about security issues and sources of water in the
Cyangugu. Prefecture in case of a large scale return of
refugees. '

c. Health care •

(1) Medical posts established at crossing sitas are
managed by MSF and MDM. The medical pez-sonnel
strength in both transit camps has been increased.

( 2) An air evacuation of the "conseiller" of
MUkinbangiro sector (GR 8612), Gishoma commune in
the Bugarama Sub Sector was done on Thursday, 24
August at 0825 hrs.The name of the "conseiller"
is Mr. Sezibera Athanase, a hutu, who was
transported to the Gihundwe hospital on 24 August
at 0640 hrs by locals from Gish'omaconunune. He was·
attacked at his house on 23 August ,. at 2300 hrs by
an unidentified number of bandits who threw. two
grenades into his room and was seriously injured by
shrapnel. During the evacuation to Kigali, he was

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accompanied by Dr. Pierre.

(3) On 24 August, one 28-year old man died of natural
causes, certified by a doctor, at the Nyagatare
transit oamp , The refugee had arrived on 23 August
and the exact cause of death has not been
communicated.

( 4 ) orphanages • During the forcible expulsion of
refugees into Rwanda, more than 40 families lost
contact with their families. One way of reuniting
families is to direct the children to the nearest
orphanages and inform all concerned of their
location.

( 5) Health Problems. According to the statements of
medical officers of the Cyangugu Prefecture, there
is no major medical problem with refugees, although
those arriving at Bugarama Cite (GR 9002) are
generally suffering of severe malnutrition. Their
situation is definitely worst than those arriving
at Rusizi I. No serious case(s) of disease has yet
been reported at the border areas or in the transit
camps.

(6) Housing. The most serious problem for refugees is
adequate housing. This issue lUst be resolved and
given the highest priority to facilitate the
integration of refugees in their respective
communities and prevent social tensions from
erupting at the commune I sector and cell levels.
Housing is directly associated with adequate
distribution of land.

(7) Education. NTR.

(8) Farming Actiyities. The local authorities are
undertaking measures and steps to provide refugees
with seeds prior to their new place· of
resettlement. A lack of adequate supply of seeds
is being reported.

GENERAL SITUbTION

1. The situation as of this date is manageable by virtue of the
best efforts of the agencies involved. Of particular note is the
fact that yesterday, 25 Aug, the first convoy direct from Zaire to
the Nyamira Transit Camp was conducted. Should this system
continue, this will allow UNAMIR, when transport is required, to
provide the transport of the returnees to the selected communes.
More details to follow once the system is in place and has been
pro~ed. Given the prevailing situation, a nightly meeting chaired
by the Gisenyi Prefect is convened at 1830hrs to sort out those
problems of the day and to plan the upcoming activities. This is
most beneficial as it gives all an opportunity to provide inputs
and participate in the problem solving process.

OWN HAC ACTIVITIES

c

2. Successful repatriation of 5945 refugees ha~been completed with
the coordination of RPA, UNHCR, IOM,and other concerned agencies.
Initially there were some minor administrative and organizational
problems at the border post (1713) and Transit Camp(3018) however,
and with the best efforts of all agencies, it was possible to
overcome these problems with no disruption to the repat process.
4634 returnees have been transported to various communes by the rOM
and UNAMIR buses/trucks.

3. A representative of European Union reported that now they are
ready to provide 200,000 hoes to the families of returnees at the
transit camp. He also rQquested trucks to carry these items from
Kigali to the transit camp. I have passed this information to the
local UNHCR rep. The requirement regarding the total requirement
for these trucks will be finalized at a later date and included in
the sector daily sitrep.

GENERAL LIVING CONDITION

4. Housing for the returnees remains one of the main problem at
their selected communes. This problem is exacerbated by the fact
that some of the houses have been damaged and others have been
occupied by earlier returnees.

GENERAL SITUATION

1. The humanitarian situation allover the country is very
~ tasking due to the number of returnees forced into the country.

2. Most of the requests received indicate that water is the
problem of the local population. If some of the water projects
are rehabilitated, these requests will drastically reduce.

HAC ACTIVITIES

3. The Chief Humanitarian Assistance Officer visited the various
points of registration of returnees to assess the situation.
There had been series of meetings held in operation centre for
relief and rehabilitation to discuss the development strategy of
pulling human and material resources of Government and
international communities.

4. Sector 1A

c
a. Gen situation. The past week has seen continued
humanitarian activities in Sector 1A. The general situation
in communes continue to show signs of normalizing. There was
an increase in the inflow of returnees from Burundi. The
availability and distribution of food and water in rural areas
continue to be of concern.

b. OWn HAC Activities. The Humanitarian Team undertook a
number of humanitarian activities during the week.

c. General Living Conditions

(1) Water. Water supply in rural areas is insufficient
and is likely to continue thus until the onset of rains.

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(2) Education. Most rural schools have reopened,
they lack reading, writing and teaching materials.
There is also lack of furniture in these schools.

(3) Housing. It has been observed that in most communes
all available houses have already been occupied. New
returnees are therefore having serious problems in
obtaining shelters for themselves. UNHCR is however,
providing plastic sheeting as an interim relief measure.

(4) Food. The availability and supply of food in rural
areas require to be improved upon. The rural population
need to be encouraged to become self reliant in food
production.

d. People with Special Needs

(1) Orphanages. The Orphanage at Gikoro has twenty six
(26) children being looked after by Belgium Red Cross,
the orphanage requires food and bedding.

(2) Hospitals. The Medical Centre at Rutungo needs
regular supply of water.

(3) Refugees. Refugees arriving at Dihiro and Ndera
transit camps are being look after by UNHCR.

e. Conclusion. Humanitarian activities in Sector 1A are
being given top priority. Determined efforts are being
made by all concerned to obtain maximum information and
to monitor the existing situation. It's once again
requested that some priority requirements for assistance
be sanctioned in our sector so that the confidence of
locals in Milobs is further enhanced.

5. Sector IB

a. Gen sit. The general situation has not noticeably
changed during the last week.

b. OWn HAC Activities. Indbatt provided transport for
various humanitarian activities during the week under review.

c. General Living Conditions

(1) Food. Situation has not changed in general.
Shortage of food is a standard complaint from various
communes. This week food shortage was reported from the
communes of Kigoma(7649) (where the last food
distribution took place in January 1995), Musambira
(8274) and Nyamabuye (7570).

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(2) Water. There is no change in water situation in
the sector. In Kigoma Commune Milobs reported that water
was drawn from rivers.

(3) Health Care. Milobs reported from Gatikabizi Sector
that the nearest medical centre is ten kilometers away
and medications are too expensive for the local populace.

(4) Electricity. The coordinator of SEVOTA in Taba
Commune (8883) and the Taba Bourgmestre requested UNAMIR
for aid to equip the local Orphans and Handicappers
Centre (structure d'Encadrement des Veuves et des
Orphelins) with a solar system of a total price of
851/000 FRW.

d. People with Special Needs

(1) Nyamabuye Commune Orphanage. The authorities
requested clothes for children, medicines and food.

( 2) Gataqara Handicap Centre. The centre requires
sport equipment for the handicapped children.

e. Conclusion. In spite of the activities conducted by
various NGOs and UNAMIR the number of humanitarian problems
still remains great. We receive numerous requests which can
not be satisfied by the UNAMIR resources only.

6. Sector 2A

a. General Situation. The general situation within the
Sector is improving steadily. Returnees continue to cross
into Rwanda from Uganda and Tanzania through the border posts
of Gatuna, Buziba and Kagitumba. There are still movements of
IDPs returning to their home communes.

Water

(a) Muvumba Commune. There is a general shortage
of water for the newly settled returnees and their
livestock. An NGO-OXFAM, is drilling bore-holes to
improve the situation.

(b) Bwisige Commune. Bwisige Dispensary (GR171259)
is facing a critical shortage of water. The med
staff are buying water drawn by locals from springs
at the cost of 50 FRW a bucket. This is a bad
situation since the dispensary attends to an average
of 30-50 patients a day.

(2) Health. The standard of medical services in Byumba
Prefecture is steadily improving with most commune health
centres and dispensaries now being operational. However
during the week under review, the following were
observed.

(a) Cyumba Commune. Cyumba Commune health centre
is critically running short of drugs. Locals are
appealing for immediate help. The entire health
centre needs extensive repairs. At least 20 more
beds are required. AMREF runs this centre and has
promised to improve the situation.

(b) Ambulance Services. This remains a major
problem in most communes of Byumba Prefecture.
Locals are continuing to carry patients on
improvised stretchers due to the lack of the above.

(c) Cattle Diseases. In Muvumba, Ngarama, Gituza,
Muhura and Murambi Communes, cattle continue to die
from CBPP Anthrax and Black-leg diseases. The
locals are appealing for assistance to acquire the
necessary drugs for vaccinations.

(3) Food. Most of the locals in Byumba Prefecture
have managed to produce adequate food for consumption and
a small percentage for sale(coffee and sorghum).
However, newly resettled returnees and lOPs face a
problem of food since they came too late for starting
their own cul tivation. Food for work Programme sponsored
by ADRA, WFP and PAM continues in Nyagatare, Muvumba,
Muhura, Bwisige and Kinyami in a bid to construct/repair
roads in these communes.

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d. People with Special Needs

( 1 ) Orphanages

( a) Murambi Commune • At Gakoni Orphanage (GR
4698), the situation has improved. Doctors from an
NGO, MALTESER, based at Kiziguro Health Centre are
vaccinating the orphans.

(b) Kibali Commune. Urumulli Orphanage has a total
of 150 orphans. The centre is run by World Vision.
This centre has no electricity or sports facilities
such as playgrounds, balls and see-saws.

(c) Cyungo Commune. The commune authorities
informed us that a total of 600 orphans live with
foster-parents in this commune. These orphans lack
food and clothing.

e. Conclusion. Normal humanitarian activi ties in the sector
continue. Locals continue to request transport assistance.
We continue to monitor the condition of returnees and lOPs.
Coordinated efforts with NGOs, UN Agencies and local
authorities continue.

f. Recommendations

(1) Transport be readily available for humanitarian
assistance.

(2) Orphans living with foster parents be issued with
food and clothing.

( 2 ) Returnees and lOPs who report to their home communes
be issued with food, seeds and farming tools.

Sector 2B

a. General Situation.

(1) The humanitarian situation remained quite stable.
There was little rainfall in this week but it is not
sufficient for agriculture activities to begin. People
have started cultivation mostly in the low lying areas of
the lakes. Other people are preparing their lands for
cUltivation. Shortage of water is still an acute problem
in most parts of the sector.

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(2) A Rwandese delegation along with a representative
of UNHCR held a tripartite meeting with the Tanzanian
counterpart at Ngera refugee camp last week on the issue
of the refugees in future.

b. OWn HAC Activities

(1) Milobs patrol teams patrolled and visited communes
2 in the sector. They liaised with Bourgmestres,
Commune leaders and interacted with the population and
found out their needs for possible assistance.

(2) The Weekly meeting among UN Agencies, NGOs and
Milobs could not be held due to their commitments and
absence of key personnel from the station.

c. General Living Conditions.

(1) Food. Due to the prevailing dry season people
can not cultivate any crops. Therefore, there are
shortages of food stuffs in the communes.

At some places local have to travel long
distances to fetch drinking water.

(3) Health Care Problems. The health situation has been
quite stable throughout the week. However, there is a
report of shortage of medicine in ZAZA 4859 Health
Centre run by IMC.

There were increased incidents of
forest fires caused by miscreants to obtain charcoal in Rutungo,
Mugambazi and Gikoro Communes.

OWN HAC ACTIVITIES

c

2. The following activities were carried out by the Humanitarian
Team and Milobs :

a. Rutungo Commune.
(1). The prison at Rutungo holds 84 prisoners who have been
involved in genocide related crimes.
(2). The medical center at Rutungo is currently not being
assisted by any NGO and does not have its surgical section
functional due to lack of equipment and medicines.

b. Mugambazi Commune. It was observed that the density of
population was less and ascertained from locals that most of the
former inhabitants were still in refugee camps in Zaire.
c. Tare Commune. In a patrol to Tare Commune it was learnt that
there were a total of 2772 orphans in the commune. These orphans
were staying with various families, further details are being
ascertained. It was also brought out that there was no dedicated
transport service available in the commune.
d. Gikoro Commune.

(1). The prison at Musha currently holds 440 prisoners
including 30 females, whereas the normal capacity of the
prison was only 240. Further details are being ascertained.
(2). There is an acute shortage of drinking water in the
commune. Electric supply was not functional due to lack of
repair material.

e. Gashora Commune. There was an increase in the inflow of
refugees from Burundi over the past week. This could possibly be

due to the sucess of the lmHCR sponsored Returnees Confidence
Building Tour of 02 August 1995 ( Refer to para 2 a. of our
report dated 11 August 1995 ). Returnees from Burundi included
23 refugees expelled by the Burundi Govt on 14 August ( for
illegally attempting to leave the refugee camp) and 453
returnees being repatriated. All the above people were recieved
and further conducted by the UNHCR.
f. Ngenda Commune. UNHCR conducted a second Returnees
Confidence Building Tour on 16 August in Ngenda Commune. A total
of 9 returnees ( 6 male and 3 females ), were escorted to their
sectors and homes. Such tours are likely to generate increased
confidence in refugees staying in Burundi to return back to
Rwanda.
g. Rubungo Commune. The refugee transit camp at Ndera was
visited on 14 August and it was ascertained that there were 246
inmates including 121 new arrivals. The conditions in the camp
appeared satisfactory.
h. Kigali City. Milobs monitored the speech of the President of
Uganda at Amaharo Stadium on 16 August. Salient points of his
speech included the need to be vigilent against foreign
interests in Rwanda. He called for punishing those who planned

,genocide and helping the survivers of the killings. He also
spoke on the importance of normalising conditions in the country
and encouraging refugees to return from across the borders.

GENERAL LIVING CONDITIONS

e

3. a. Food. The availability and supply of food in rural areas
requires to be improved upon on priority. The local population
needs to be encouraged to become self reliant in the growing of
basic foodgrains. The forthcoming monsoon season needs to be
fully exploited in this regard.
b. Water. The supply of drinking water in rural areas is
insufficient and is likely to remain so till the rainy season
commences.
c. Health Care. The supply of medicines is not adequate in most
medical centers and is likely to aggravate if NGOs reduce their
support.
d. Housing. Available houses in most communes have already been
occupied and fresh returnees shall have serious problems in
finding suitable shelters particularly with the impending
monsoon season.
'e. Education. Most schools in rural areas lack basic
infrastructure like teaching material and furniture, apart from
trained teaching staff.
f. Farming Activities. This activity is still not at the desired
level and needs to be encouraged on priority as has been brought
out earlier in this report.

CONCLUSION

7. Humanitarian activities in Sector lA are being given top
priority. Determined efforts are being made by all concerned to
obtain maximum information and to monitor the existing situation.
It is once again sincerely requested that some priority
requirements for assistance be sanctioned in our sector so that the
confidence of locals in Milohs is fur~~.

(7649) Commune the population has to take water from
rivers.

c. Health Care and Health Problems. No changes. Milobs
report from GATlKABIZI Sector (6572) of MUSHUBATI Commune
that the nearest medical center is ten km away and
medications are too expensive for them.

d. Housing. See para 4.e.

e. Educa~~. No changes.

f. Farming Actiyjties. No changes.

g. Roads and bridg~~. The Spanish priest Padre Jose who
is in charge of "Pole de Development" project in BUGOBA
sector (91SB) of TABA Commune provides financing to
construct three bridges on the road leading to that place
(see our report of 21 Jul 95 para 3.3). He asked UNAMIR to
carry out the construction. This request will be satisfied
by providing the resources of Ind Engr Coy.

h. Electricity.

(1) The coordinator of SEVOTA in TABA Commune (8883)
and the TABA Bourgmastre requested UNAMIR for aid to
equip the local orphans and Handicapees Center
(structure d'Encadrement des Veuves et des Orphelins) ~
with a solar system of a total price of 851,000 FRW.~

(2) "tie-are still waiting for positive solution to our .
reque"st concerning the 100 KW generator providing
electricit.y to 'the UNAMIR compound in Gitarama and
supplying also some essential facilities run by
various church and non-governmental organizations in
Kabgayi Complex, including the Kabgayi Hospital, which
treats the Gi tarama. prisoners, Q,g.e~'te-rnit.y·warq,
g9ctor!i~_ houses., churches and two orphanages.. The
bishop is also using tlie <;Jenera'tc:fr's power for
_carpenter and printing shops. These activities are
Ingr-ained in the Kabgayi vocation and allo~ this
institution to surviv,e.

4. PEOPLE WITH SPECIAL NEEDS.

a. Orphanages.

(1) The situation is satisfactory in XIGOMA Commune
(7649) where there is no unaccompanied orphans.
However, the families accommodated the orphans do not
enjoy any special support and require humanitarian
assistance.

(2) The Milobs visited Ruli orphanage Center in
NYAMABUYE Commune (7570) which has 70 orphans. The
authorities requested clothes for children, medicines
and food. CONCERN continue to support this facility
in terms of food.

b. Hospital. NTR.

c. Handics£!. A Milobs team visited Gatagara Handicaped
Center (Horne de la vierge des Pauvres) in NGWA Sector
(7147) of KIGOMA Commune, a very well run establ ishment
possessing a large number of personnel and reach
capabilities. There are 170 children from six to 20, among
whom 60 are the blinds and the rest are cripples
(mutilation of legs). The center has two primary schools
(for the blinds and for the cripples) and one secondary
school for the cripples, which are also visited by 150
children from adjacent areas. The center also renders
assistance for the cripples elder than 20 repairing or
providing artificial limbs for them. The center is
supported by the Belgian Government (funds), AVEr (fresh
vegetables) and ICRC (tracing program). CARITAS was
providing food before june. In October'95 the center was
visited by the German Minister of Interior who donated OM
18,000. The problems are as follows:

(a) food. Children have meat some four or five times
a year only;

(b) lack of qualified personnel;

(c) sport equipment for the handicapped children.

d. Elderlies. NTR

e. Widows. A Milobs team met a group of widows in GATIZO
Sector (8677) of MUSAMBlRA Commune and learned that CARITAS
was supporting them in terms of food. Their houses were
destroyed during the war and they requested assistance for
the rebuilding process.

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f. IDPs. NTR.

g. Refugees. NTR

5. RELATIONS WITH soos. "CONCERN INTERNATIONAL" requested us
to provide transportation of container quitted on the road from
Kigali to Gitarama near Musambira (823745) to the market in
Gitarama town where it will be used as a food storage. Necessary
arrangements have already been made to provide recovery means
next week.

6. RElATIONS WITH UN AGENCIES..

a. UNHCR joined our operation for transportation of the
WFP food sending two trucks for that purpose. During the
last week these trucks were moving the food to various
communes.

b. A Human Right field officer transferred 11 prisoners
suspected to be genocidaire and two common criminals from
MUGINA (9267), MUSHUBATI (6970) and NYAMABUYE (7570)
Communes to their home Communes of TAMBWE (7653), NTONGWE
(9057) and RUTOBWE (7781) to permit their relatives to
bring them food and to visit them.

7. RELATIONS WITH THE LOCAL AUTHORITIES. Good. Our own
humanitarian activities helps us to make the local authorities
of different levels to be friendly and cooperative towards us.

8. CONCLUSIONS. In spite of the activities conducted by
various NGOs and UNAMIR the number of humanitarian problems still
remains great. We receive numerous requests which can not be
satisfied by the UNAMIR resources only.

9. RECOMMENDATIONS. As a first priority matter we regard the
request concerning the retention of the 100 KW generator in
Kabgayi Complex (see para 3. h . ) which, we believe, should receive
positive solution. l'Je need HAC support in solving this problem.

GENERAL SITUATIOllT

1. The humanita.,rian situation in the sector area remained quite
stable. There was a little rainfall in this week but it is not
sufficient for a91"iculture activities to begin .. People have started
CUltivation mostly in the low lying areas of the lakes. Other
people are preparing their lands for cuttivation. Shortage of water
is still an acute problem in most parts of the sector.

2. The NGOs like IMe and IRe are carrying out immunization
programme against menangitis in NASHO t SAKE t MUGASERA and MULINOI
areas. At present there is no report of the out break of any
diseases in the sector.

3. In the RWIN1KAVU 6782 areas people were seen making bricks
together to build their houses. It is a good sign of social
cooperation and reconciliation.

4.~Rwandesedelegation along-with the representatives of UNHCR
held a tripatriate meeting llo1ith the Tanzanian counterpart .~ Hqera
refugee camp last week on the i55ue of the return of the refugees
in future. They are expecting the return of about 30~OOO refuqees
very soon.

OWN ACTIyITIES

3. a. Milobs patrol teams patrolled and visited various
communes in the sector. They liaised with the Bourgemestres
and commune leaders and also talked to the locals to find out
their problems and needs for possible assistance.

b. The weekly meeting among the Un Agencies, NGOs and the
Milobs could not be held. due to their commitments and absence
of key personel from the station.

GENERAL LIVING CQNPXTIOB

4. a. Food : Due to the prevailing dry season people can not

1
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cultivate any crops. Therefore, there are shortages of food "
stuffs in the comaunes , But the MOOs like Africare, IRC, ICRC,
qerman Agro Action, AEF, LWF are distributing food items in
various communes to bring the situation normal.

b. Water: There is shortage of drinking water in the
sectors. At some places the locals have to travel long
distances to fetch drinking water.

c. Health CarelProblellls : There was no information of an out
break of any epidemic or diseaes in any part of the sector.
The IRe and IKe carried out immunization programme in NASHO
8855 and MULINOI 7768 areas. There are reports of shortages of
medicine in ZAZA 4859 health centre run by IMC.

d. Hoysing : There are reports of shortage of
accommodation in BIRENGA 5959 and RWENTERU 7949 areas • The
situation is likely to become more critical with the arrival
of more number of returnees in the coming days.

e. MycatiQn : Most schools of Kibungo Prefecture are open.
But there are reports of shortages of furniture and text books
in almost all schools.

f. Farming Activities: There was little rainfall in m
almost all areas of this sector. People are preparing their
lands for cultvation to start. However, some cultivation
actvities were seen in the low lying areas of the Mugesera lake.

PEOPLE WITH SPECIAL NEEDS

5. Refugees/IDPs : A total of 450 returnees came back from
Burundi this week and some more refugees are expected to return at
the end of this week. These returnees have been sGnt to their
respective communes.

6. a. ICRC distributed mugs and plates in the RUKARA 5601
commune.

b. German Agro Action distributed food items in RWANTERU
7948 area.

c. Africare distributed food and medicine in NASHO 8855 and
KANKOWBA 9262 areas.

e. Human Rights are investigating into the past genocide.

GENERAL SITUATION

1. The general situation in the Sector has remained calm except
for there have been a suspicion of harassment among the locals
after the recent massive arrests being carried out by the RPA on 17
Aug 95 for an undisclosed reason. The victims are reportedly 100 in
numbers and belong to Mubuga (5202) and Rwamiko (49140 commune.

2. The aim of this report is to furnish an update activities of
HAC in the sector for week ending 18 August 1995.

OWN HAC ACTIVITIES

3. The HAC of the Sector has observed activities at the communes
and the sectors. The sector Humanitarian Officer made coordination
visit to all UN agencies, NGOs and the local authorities. Which
facilitated a well coordinated programme for the Sector HAC to
monitor humanitarian activities closely. HAC of the sector
conducted patrols to the following communes :

a. Nyamagabe Commune(5427) The general situation and
living condition in the commune is good. CARITAS distributed
food to indigence people from 7 Aug- 11 Aug 95.

b. Mubuga Commune (5202) Situation in the commune was
generally calm and people were observed more in carrying out
their normal activities. ICRC carried out food distribution
among the locals at Ndago (5202).

c. Kivu Commune (4210) Situation was reported as calm.
Local authorities found to have been organizing the newly
arrived IDPs (approximately 50 families) and also to provide
them with job opportunities. The secondary school at Bigugu
started functioning and the students have been noticed to join
the classes soon.

d. Rwamiko Commune (4914) General situation in the commune
is calm. The commune is reportedly running short of health
care with only one health center at Rurmba (4816) where the
supply of drugs are not sufficient to the needs. They have no
piped water supply as a result of which diarrhoea broke out in
most of the places. There is no power supply in the commune.
All the primary school are reportedly functioning but short of



training aids and education materials. Locals at Matyazo
(4515) sector took up projects to renovate three primary
schools on self help basis. Locals are in needs of
agricultural back up with seeds and farming implements.

e. Rukondo Commune (55381 Situation remained calm except!
for the locals from Kirambi (6234), Kabilizi (5427) and!
Nyagisozi (6138) sectors who reported of some harassments byl
the RPA while they used to cross Mwogo river to Nyabi s i.ndu'
Commune (in Butare prefecture) for business purpose. Health
center at Kirambi is facing difficulties to provide adequate
health care to the number of patients raising to approximately
100 per day.

f. Mudasomwa Commune (4222) General situation is reported
as calm. However, the locals reported shortage of seeds and
farming tools. CARITA.s continued distribution of. food to the
indigence since 16 Aug 95 with a target of'}.7977 registered

"persons at Mbuga (4124).

GEBERAL LIVING CONDITIONS

4. The general living conditions of all the communes patrolled
this week showed a significant improvement.

PEOPLE WITH SPECIAL NEEDS
5.

a. Orphans No change.

b. Hospital No change.

c. Handicaps NTR

d. Elderlies No change.

e. Refugees HAC of the sector visited Kigeme (4725) lDP
camp and also monitored the evacuation Ex of lDPs from Murambi
Tutsi camp (5125).

(1) Kigerne lOPs camp The team was informed that the
general condition in the camp is good. There is no
significant problem in the camp but the inmates expressed
their fear of harassment after the recent withdrawl of
ZAMBATT formed troops. However no such cases have been
reported so far. UNHCR. has been working for smooth
evacuation of the lDPs to their home country (Burundi),
while necessary documentation in this connection is
reported to be completed by the authority concerned.

(2) Muram~i TDPs camp The team also monitored



evacuation Ex of IDPs from Murambi Tutsi camp (5125). So
far_families of approximately 1'450 persons have been
evacuated to their home communes. Rep~triation of the
remaining 185 families of approximately 300 persons was
scheduled to resume on 16 aug 95 but suspended for the
time being due to suspicion of insecurity in the communes
where the IDPs belong to. It may be mentioned here that
119 families of the remains who were marked to be
evacuated to Nyamagabe commune (5427) found themselves to
be comfortable in the camp hence, refused to go at the
pretext of fear of insecurity. However, it was confirmed
by one Mr Butera, a representative of the Ministry of
Rehabilitation that the Ex is expected to resume soon
after the matter have been finalized with the appropriate
authorities. In the mean time an NGO, TROCAIRE
distributed essential household items while MSF have been
providing health care assistance to the evacuees. Another
NGO, OXFAM\have promised to assist in constructing houses
for them. !

., RELATIONS WITH NGOS •

6. Relation between NGOs and the HAC of the sector is excellent.

RELATION WITH OTHER UN AGENCIES

7. The Sect HAC cell has a good working relations with other UN
agencies.

RELATIONS WITH LOCAL AUTHORITIES

8. The relationship between the local authorities is also very
cordial especially with Bourgemestres and sector leaders.

MISCELLANEOUS

9. The cleaning operation carried out by the LWF at Kibeho,
former IDPs camp is successfully progressing.

RECOMMENDATIONS
10.

a. It may be referred to the authority concerned that the
evacuated Tutsi lDPs may tend to organize among themselves
against the Huto inhabitants of the communes resulting to an
instant disorder and harassment to hinder the expected
reconciliation programme. An intense effort on the part of
NGOs to rehabilitate the survivors is also recommended to
avoid the rise of insecurity amongst survivors and any tension
due to scarei ty of resources. This efforts should be well
coordinated to avoid duplication of works.



c

b. People may be provided with food assistance and also
agricultural back up before they get well into the farms.

c. with the gradual increase of population in the communes,
health care facilities and housing are suspected to fall short
which may be attended with priority.

d. Most of the schools are functioning in the Prefecture
with destroyed or old structure and as a matter of fact there
is hardly sufficient training aids and study materials
available to them now.

CONCLUSIONS

11. With due regards and belief it is projected that, all the
needed request would be given prompt attention to positively change
living conditions of the locals in the Prefecture. the sector is
envisaged to remain calm in the coming week.

GENERAL

1. The situation during the period under review was reported calm except following
incidents:

a. On 11 Aug 95. some children from rehabilitation centre left the school and began a
manifestation screaming some places in the town, there were few shootings from the RPA
who intervened: when they went back to the school everything settled down. Cause of
this manifestation was bad diet and poor sanitation system.

b. On 12 Aug 95. Senbatt left their location unguarded as a result locals attempted to
loot on . However the situation was tackled by the milobs later. On 17 Aug 95. A secton
from Mali company took over the security of the milob sector HQ.

2. The humanitarian officer ofthis sector attended the following:

a. Coordination meeting with NGOs at Milob Sector HQ at 1700 hours on Monday,
and Friday with a view to make necessary liaison and informed them about the needs /
problem of communes provided by the milob teams. All NGOs doing their best to improve
upon various problems faced by the communes in Butare. As per the new mandate
security of all NGOs or humanitarian agencies rest with UNAMIR in case ofneed. NGOs
do not have any communication link with the Sector HQ. They requested for the
frequency ofradio used by milobs so that in case of emergency they can contact milobs
over radio. The same is being processed by military police. The NGOs have also been
asked to take up the same directly with UNAMIR HQ.

b. Coordination meeting with Human Rights on daily basis. HR representative
informed that at present no transportation ofprisoners is possible as both the main prisons
in Butare are over crowded.

OWN HUMANITARIAN ACTIVITIES

3 . Following are the activities observed I carried out by the Milob Teams:

a. NTYAZO. Team reported that many locals attended address byButare prefect
who visited the commune as a part oftour. Team also informed that returnees coming
from Burundi are facing shortage of'food, cooking pots, water jugs etc. Father incharge
ofthe orphanage informed that two generators were stolen on 12 Aug 95.

1
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b. RUSATIRA. Milob team withHR. team investigated on anallegation ofmass
killing. The team. interviewed number of prisoners and were informed that few daysback
few prisonerswere mercilessly beatenbeforetheir release. One ofthem died later. Team
interviewed few locals invariousplacesin the commune but none could confirmany
killing in the area. Team alsovisited IMC clinic and was informed no cases of injuryor
killing were reported in the past.

c. KIBAYI. 35 returnees were broughtto the commune by 10M / UNHCR.
Returnees seems to be demoralized and apprehensive. Most of them were women and
children, Teamfound that ajoint survey is going on in the commune healthcentre
participated by the representative from prefecture and fromLVIA. LVIA willunder take
rehabilitation ofthe centre at the beginning ofSep 95.

d. RUNYINYA. Teamvisited KIBILIZI clinic and informed that the clinic got its
wages in last May 95.

~ MUYAGA. Bourguemaster requested for a truck to transport 50 persons from
Butare to the reburial site in the commune on 19 Aug 95. He also requestedfor plastic
sheets to cover the deadbodies. Both the requestwere solvedby the humanitarian officer
ofthe Sector.

h. SHYANDA. Bourguemaster informed the team about a newly raisedwidow
association in the commune.

2. On 10 August 95, MILOBS Sector 4 made a request to the Force HQ
for Demining the orphanage complex at the NOVICIAT in Kamembe (GR
782 275) , prior to shifting of the children from their present
location in a school building. A Survey Team from the Force
Engineers carried out a task survey of the area.

3. On 16 August, the Human. Cell attended an informal Get-together
at the UNHCR Complex. The UN Agencies I NGO organisations at KAMEMBE
and CO Of the MALAWI Company also attended. The new CO of the
MALAWI Company was briefed of their activities. Issues highlighted
included, allotment of common frequencies for inter communication
between NGOs and UNAMIR elements, which the MALAWI Company CO said
would be taken up with UNAMIRHQ. A proposal to earmark one of the
buildings of the GIHUNDWE Hospital in KAMEMBE as a prison-hospital
for treatment of sick prisoners was put forward and found unanimous
acceptance.

4. The Humanitarian Cell in consultation with officials in Ghishoma
commune in Bugarama Sub sector, put forward a proposal to reclaim
swampy land to PAM I an agency engaged in such an activity. The plan
envisages carrying out the project on a "Food for work" basis.

5. It was reported that the security of the refugee camps in
Zaire is being provided by a force called "Zaireian COntingent for
the Security of Camps II , Which is paid by UNHCR.

WEEKLY HUHANITARIAN REPORT FOR THE PERIOD 06 - 12 AUG 1995

GENERAL SITUATION

1. The humanitarian situation in the country as reported by all
the Sector Humanitarian Officers is improving.

2. Most of the requests received indicate that water is the
problem of the local population. If some of the water projects
are rehabilitated, these requests will drastically reduce.

HAC ACTIVITIES

3. HAC Patrol teams have been visiting UNDP, UNREO and IOC
to co-orient project execution by NGOs and giving detailed
Security brief. Various Sector Humanitarian Officers have conducted
series of patrols to assess the humanitarian situation and reports
received.

4. Sector 1A

a. Gen situation. Humanitarian activities have been
accorded high priority in Sector 1A. All teams have been
tasked to acquire maximum information so that humanitarian
relieve can be provided where it is most needed and to further
streamline relief where it is already being provided.
The current dry season has further aggravated water shortage
and there is a lull in agricultural activity.- b. own HAC Activities.

(1) MILOBS visited Kanzenze Commune as a follow up
to the report on the UNHCR Returnees confidence
building tour •

(2) In Mbongo Commune the team attended a NGO meeting
with the local authorities.

(3) In a meeting with the UNHCR representative at
Nyamata, the team was informed that World Vision
International will commence food distribution



programme in Ngenda and Gashora Communes after 21 August
1995.

( 4) The Humanitarian Team also visited Ndera Transit
Camp in RUbungo commune on two occasions and observed
that the transit camp has few refugees.

c. General Living Conditions

(1) Water. Water supply in rural areas is meager
and is likely to continue thus until the onset of rains.

(2) Education. Most rural schools have reopened,
they lack reading, writing and teaching materials.
There is also lack of furniture in these schools.

(3) Housing. It has been observed that in most communes

all available houses have already been occupied. New
returnees are therefore having serious problems in
obtaining shelters for themselves. UNHCR is however,
providing plastic sheeting as an interim relief measure.

d. People with Special Needs

(1 ) Orphanages. The Orphanage at Gikoro has twenty six
(26) children being look after by Belgium Red cross, the
orphanage requires food and bedding.

(2) Hospitals. The hospital in Gikoro and the Medical
Centre at Meraba require regular supply of water.

5.

e. Conclusion. The Humanitarian Team in Sector 1A is
trying it best with the very meager resources to monitor and
coordinate humanitarian relief work being carried out in the
sector. It is sincerely requested that some priority
requirements for assistance be sanctioned so that the
confidence of the needy local populace in Milobs may be
enhanced.

Sector 2A

a. General Situation. The general situation within the
Sector is improving steadily. Returnees continue to cross
into Rwanda from Uganda and Tanzania through the border posts
of Gatuna, Buziba and Kagitumba. There are still movements of
IDPs returning to their home communes.

\ b. own HAC Activities. The Humanitarian team visited the
following areas:

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(1) Nyagatare Reception Centre.

(2) Visited Gakoni orphans Home.

(3) Visited lCRC office in Byumba.

c. General Living Conditions

(1) Water

(a) Muvumba Commune. There is a general shortage
of water for the newly settled returnees and their
livestock. An NGO-OXFAM, is drilling bore-holes to
improve the situation.

(b) Bwisige Commune. Bwisige Dispensary (GR171259)
is facing a critical shortage of water. The med
staff are buying water drawn by locals from springs
at the cost of 50 FRW a bucket. This is a bad
situation since the dispensary attends to an average
of 30-50 patients a day.

(2) Health~ The standard of medical services in Byumba
Prefecture is steadily improving with most commune health
centres and dispensaries now being operational. However
during the week under review, the following were
observed.

(a) Cyumba Commune. Cyumba Commune health centre
is critically running short of drugs. Locals are
appealing for immediate help. The entire health
centre needs extensive repairs. At least 20 more
beds are required. AMREF runs this centre and has
promised to improve the situation.

(b) Ambulance Services. This remains a major
problem in most communes of Byumba Prefecture.
Locals are continuing to carry patients on
improvised stretchers due to the lack of the above.

(c) Cattle Diseases. In Muvumba, Ngarama, Gituza ,
Muhura and Murambi Communes, cattle continue to die
from CBPP Anthrax and Black-leg diseases. The
locals are appealing for assistance to acquire the
necessary drugs for vaccinations.

(3) Food. Most of the locals in Byumba Prefecture
have managed to produce adequate food for consumption and
a small percentage for sale(coffee and sorghum).
However, newly resettled returnees and lDPs face a
problem of food since they came too late for starting

their own cul tivat ion. Food for work Programme sponsored
by ADRA, WFP and PAM continues in Nyagatare, Muvurnba,
Muhura, Bwisige and Kinyami in a bid to construct/repair
roads in these communes.

(a) Murambi Commune. At Gakoni Orphanage (GR
4698), the situation has improved. Doctors from an
NGO, MALTESER, based at Kiziguro Health Centre are
vaccinating the orphans.

(b) Kibali Commune. Urumulli Orphanage has a total
of 150 orphans. The centre is run by World Vision.
This centre has no electricity or sports facilities
such as playgrounds, balls and see-saws.

(c) cyungo Commune. The commune authorities
informed us that a total of 600 orphans live with
foster-parents in this commune. These orphans lack
food and clothing.

e. Conclusion. Normal humanitarian activities in the sector
continue. Locals continue to request transport assistance.
We continue to monitor the condition of returnees and lOPs.
Coordinated efforts with NGOs, UN Agencies and local
authorities continue.

f. Recommendations

(1) Transport be readily available for humanitarian
assistance.

(2) Orphans living with foster parents be issued with
food and clothing.

( 2) Returnees and lOPs who report to their home communes
be issued with food, seeds and farming tools.

7. Sector 2B

a. General situation.

(1) The humanitarian situation remained quite stable.
The present long dry season has reduced various
agricultural activities all around the Prefecture of
Kibungo. Food stuffs are quite costly to the locals.
Water remained acute in most parts of the sector.

(2) The outbreak of meningitis, Cerebral Malaria and
Diarrhoea which was reported in the past weeks have been
controlled in all affected areas.

b. Own HAC Activities

(1) Milobs patrol teams patrolled and visited communes
2 in the sector. They liaised with Bourgmestres,
commune leaders and interacted with the population and
found out their needs for possible assistance.

(2) The Weekly meeting among UNHCR, WFP UNHCHR and ICRC
discussed the problems of both the returnees and the
locals.

c. General Living Conditions.

(1) Food. The food situation in the Sector was quite
stable due to active distribution of food by LWF, ICRC.
locals.

(2) Water. Water remained acute in all parts of the
sector except Kibungo ,Kirehe and Rwamagana and their
environs.

(3) Health Care Problems. The health situation has been
quite stable throughout the week. A few people sUffering
from malaria was reported. In ZAZA hospital patients
need to pay 50 FRW for treatment fees to the doctor.
Hospitalized patients have to pay FRW 20 per night for
seat rent. It has been introduced since last week of
July 95. Scarcity of water and electricity is prevailing
in the hospital.

d. People with special Needs. A total of 300 refugees
returned to the sector and were temporarily settled at
NyakarambijBirenga transit camps before being moved to their
communes. There is the need to provide the refugees with
farming equipment to enable them settle and sustain themselves
on the land.

UN Agencies/NGOs

(1) ICRC distributed food to 70,000 people of SAKE and
MUGESERA Commune.

(2) The AID-ACTION an NGO donated 100 chairs to primary

WEEKLY HUMANITARIAN REPORT FOR PERIOD 05 -11 AUGUST 1995

GENERAL SITUATION

1. Humanitarian activities have been accorded high priority in
Sector lA. All teams have been tasked to acquire maximum
information so that Humanitarian Relief can be provided where it is
most needed and to further streamline relief where it is already
being provided. It has been observed that the general situation in
most communes is normalising. This has however, led to an increase
in the basic needs of the community. The availability and
distribution of food and water continues to be of overriding
concern, particularly in remote areas. The current dry season has
further aggravated water shortage and there is a lull in
agricultural activity.

OWN HAC ACTIVITIES

2. The undermentioned activities were executed during the period
under review :

a. Milobs visited Kanzenze Commune as a follow up to the report
_on the UNHCR Returnees Confidence Building Tour of 02 August
1995 ( Refer para 2.f.of our report dated 04 August 1995 ). It
was gathered that the tour of the returnees was sucessfully
organised to enable them to see their homes in Nkanga and Relima
Sectors. There was confidence generated and speeches of
reconcilation were reciprocated.
b. In a meeting with the UNHCR representative at Nyamata it has
been ascertained that World Vision is commencing a programme of
general distribution of food in Ngenda and Gashora Communes
after 21 August 1995. This shall be monitored and a feedback
obtained in due course of time.
c. In Mbongo Commune the team attended a NGO meeting with the
local authorities, being sponsored by Save The Children. The aim
of this meeting was to obtain photos of lost children in Ruhanya
Sector so that they could be traced at refugee camps in Zaire.
d. The team visited Mareba Medical Center in Ngenda Commune and
witnessed the inoculation of children. It was brought out that
the medical center has storage tanks but no regular supply of
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c

letter of 04 August 1995.

e. Milobs visited Ndera Transit Camp in Rubungo Commune on two
occasions and observed that the transit camp has few refugees.
The hygiene and sanitary conditions in the camp appeared
satisfactory.

GENERAL LIVING CONDITIONS

3. a. Food. The availability and supply of food in rural areas is
unsatisfactory. This problem has been aggravated with the inflow
of returnees after the last harvest. In places where food is
available the costs are probihitive for the common person. To
this end World Vision is organising a food distribution scheme
as brought out earlier.
b. Water. The supply of drinking water in rural areas is meagre
and is likely to continue thus until the onset of rains.
c. Health Care. The supply of drugs is not adequate in most
medical centers despite the efforts of NGOs and the local
authorities.
d. Housing. It has been observed that in most communes all
available houses have already been occupied. Fresh returnees
are therefore having serious problems in obtaining shelters for
themselves. This shall aggravate with the onset of monsoon.
UNHCR is however, providing plastic sheeting as an interim
relief measure.
e. Education. Most rural schools have reopened they lack
.reading,writing and teaching material. Lack of furniture is
also a common and acute shortcoming.
f. Farming Activities. People in rural areas have started
preparing their fields for the next season. It must be brought
out that this activity is still not at the desired level due to
uncertainity of occupation/ ownership of land.

PEOPLE WITH SPECIAL NEEDS

4. a. Orphanages. The orphanage at Gikoro with 26 children requires
assistance in clothing and food. ( Refer to para 4.a. of our
report dated 04 August 1995)
b. Hospitals. The hospital at Gikoro and the medical center at
Meraba require regular water supply.
c. Handicapped. NTR.
d. Elders. They are being looked after by relatives as no old
age homes exist in rural areas.
e. IDPs. NTR.
f. Refugees. Refugees at Dihiro and Ndera Transit Camps are
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looked after by UNHCR who provides each returnee with one months
food rations on arrival in Rwanda.

RELATIONS WITH UN AGENCIES/ NGOs

5. The relations with other UN Agencies/NGOs are very healthly and
sound and regular interaction is carried with their field officers.
There is a mutual exchange of information and ideas carried out
which is beneficial to all concerned.

RELATIONS WITH LOCAL AUTHORITIES

6. The relations are cordial and the team is mostly allowed access
to wtatever request is made to the authorities.

CONCLUSION

7. The Humanitarian Team in Sector lA is trying its best with very
meagre resources to monitor and coordinate Humanitarian Relief Work
being carried out in the sector. It is sincerely requested that
some priority requirements for assistance be sanctioned so that the
