1. I am sorry to trouble you at a time when you must be very bysy

with operational problems; but the Sierra Leone Contingent in the Congo
is due to be repatriated by the end of this month and I would therefore
like 3o know at your convenidnce the details of how this move will be done.

2. Official approach has been made to UNO in New York requesting
details of the return to Sierra Leone of our contingent. I am
writing to you now to put some of our problems and wishes, and I would
be most grateful if your staff would bear these in mind when planning the
repatriation.
3. May I request strongly that:

a. The whole contingent be back in FREETOWN by 1 March 1963.

b. A4ll personnel arrive on the same day, if possible.

c. All the ammunition and stores return at the same time, by air.

4. You will recollect that item 3(a) is the condition on which the
extension of the contingent's service in the CONGO was agreed. I have no

doubt that this promise will be honoured.

5e Item 3(b) would enormously ease the reception and administrative
arrangements here. I assume transport will be by air, and would remind you
that there are NO night flying facilities at FREETOWN.

6. As far as item 3(c) is concerned, if the stores were to come by sea

the effect on us would be most serious. Our CONGO contingsnt has an
operational role as soon as it arrives here. You will appreciate that a
smdll Force like ours maintains extremely small reserve stocks, and we

could NOT possibly re-~equip the contingent if it should arrive without

its ammunition and stores. I do NOT wish to have one-third of the strength
of my Force in FREETOWN non-operational for an unspecified period whilast theii
stores are wending their way back from LULUABOURG by land and sea.

T. I regret the necessity to withdraw our contingent from the Congo

without replacement at this crucial stage of events; but it is vital to do
80 if we are to be in a position to offer prolonged help in the future: and .
I am sorry if our demands for their return arrangements should prove
embarrassing to your transport resources. The extension of the

Contingent's tour in the Congo by a month has however presented us

with problems here which can really only be solved if you can meet our
requests.

8. With best wishes for the continued success of and a speedy conclusion

to United Nations operations in the congo.Yours sincerely, , :

. Your letter arising from oorrespondence between my
predecessor in office -~ sinoe repatriated - and NMajor Sutton, has
been passed to me for attention. Having examined the full
correspondence and enquired into the procedures employed in HQ
ONUC, it appears to me that:-

a- MNajor Sutton had received advance information of
the move of the Sierra Leone Contingent bdefore
offiocial confirmation had been received here from
Hew York. As this was not in acoord with normal
praotice, his source of information was queried
as a matter of prudence.

b KNommally, rotations originating in leopoldville are
dealt with initially through the local Commander,.
In this instance, Commander Sector 'L' was not
informed.

c. It is agreed that units would be aware of the
approximate date of their repatriation. Nevertheless,
even rotations must be treated as classified information
in order to a¥oid introducing an exception to the sound
military principle that all information about moveamentis
must be safeguarded.

Having stated the foregoing faocts, I do feel, however, that
they need modification. It seems to me that Major Sutton realised the
full implications of moving the Sierra leone Contingent by sea and felt
that the matter, because of strain on your resources, was now one of
national importanoce and that it was this consideration which prempted
him to write direotly -~ and as he saw 1t not prematurely ~ to the Force
Commander. It may be that the Military Assistant not knowing the wider
implications was not aware of the urgency of the problem and for this
reason felt impelled to raise the matter with Major Sutton on procedural
geounds.

Viewing the matter quite impartially, I feel that Major Sutton
and the Military Assistant each acoted in the best interests of all
oonoerned in the light of their knowledge. Such divergence of opinion
as appears to have arisen, may, I feel, be attributable to the interpreta-
tion of what is a matter of national interest.

On the larger issue of the right of direct approaoch of
Contingent Commanders on matters of national importance, I have the
Foroe Commanders assurance that this right will continue to be
in force.

Pinally, on the matter of early notification of plans,
evarything possible will be done to ensure that earliest warning
is given to Contingent Commanders.

Hoping that I have helped somewhat in olarifying this

Subject: Import of Personal Effects to the Congo -
Duty-Free

1. In accordance with the Agreement between the United

Nations and the Government of the Congo, Force members and
officials in the service of the United Nations Organization
in the Congo have the right to import free of duty their
personal effects at the time of taking up their posts in

the Congo and subsequently any article that the Administrative
Office of the United Nations shall certify as being necessary
to these persons by virtue of their being in the Congo in the
service of the United Nations.

2. To enable the Chief Administrative Officer to abide

by this Agreement, all military parsonnel will bear in mind
that duty-free imports of only such articles as are absolutely
considered necessary in the discharge of their duties in the
Congo will be permitted.

3. A1l personnel should first obtain the agreement of the
Chief Administrative Officer through the Chief Logistics
Officer before making arrangements for purchase of articles
or for shipment of articles considered necessary by themn.

4. Duty-free entry will not be granted to such types of
articles as are normally available in the ONUC PX or Commissary
or from other local sources.

5. In cases where duty-free entry has been authorised by
the Chief Administrative Officer, the notice of arrival of
such a shipment should be submitted to the Travel Unit,

General Services, through the Chief Logistics Officer, with a
copy each of the original request to the CAO and the latter's
reply. A letter of attestation will then be issued to enable
the shipment to be cleared by the individual himself or, if
appropriate, by a United Nations representative. Local customs
authorities may inspect the contents of such shipments, even
when clearance free of duty is granted,
