The firs-t item on the agenda was Document No. ISCC-37. This is a request 
from Mr. Baron, Director of USAID, that the amount of CF 20 million be transferred 
from Account No. 500 by cheque payable to the U. S. Treasury, under the terms of the 
ps Government/Democratic Government of the Congo agreement by which 15% of the local 
' currency derived from the US Import Support Grant of ten million do_llars will be 
m.ade available to the US Government to be used in connection with technical assist­
ance to the Congo. 

The Committe~ approved this transfer. 

The second . item on the agenda was Document No. ISCC-38. This is a request 
of the UNTAE for committee approval of a transfer from Account No. 500 to the UNTAB 
of the first quarter's requirements in Congolese Francs of the UN Technical 
Assistance Programme for the Congo for the year 1965. The document requests with­
drawals in installments for the first quarter of 1965 . 

Mr. Brooks stated that on or before 1 January 1965 the United Nations 
would be required to draw the first monthly payment of the dollar commi tm·ent of the 
Congoles e Government to the Congo Fund in order to meet the dollar payments requir 

· for the programme. He reminded the Committee that the commitment of the Congolese 
Government was to pay $6.6 million dollars for this purpose at the rate of $550,000 
per month in foreign exchange starting on 1 January 1965. It had been calculated 
by the UN that the requirements of the Congo Fund for 1965 based on a continuation 
of the pres,;mt level of expenditure would be approximately $6.2 million, $2 million 
of which it was expected would be contributed by the countries participating in DAC 
and the balance of $4.2 million would .be paid by tha Congolese Government. On this 
basis, a monthly payment by the Government of $350,000 for programme use plus 
$25,000 for admini.strative . coi;;ts or _a total of $375,000 would be sufficient. 

• .. I 
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Thi s payment of $375,000 per month, however, does not take into considera­
tion the cash position of the U.N. as of 1 January 1965 . In the event of non­
avai lability on 1 January 1965 of the first instalment of the $2 million anticipated 
to be contributed by DAG countries, the U.N. would be short of cash, this because 
monthly payments to meet programme commitments amount to approximately $500,000 . 
This could be so l ved if assurance were obtained that the US would advance all or 
part of t he $1 milli on under the US programme . Mr. Bliss stated that this matter 
had been r ai sed by the U.N . New Yor k with the US UN Delegation at the end of 
November but t ha t t here was no knowledge _llere of what deci sion was finally taken. 

Mr . Br ooks proposed that the Commi ti;ee agre·e to a withdrawal of couni;er­
part funds from Account No . 500 equivalent to $450,000 for Januar y. I t was under­
stood that t hi s i s a maximum and within this amount the UN can withdraw the amount 
ne cessar y to purchase ~he required exchange for January. 

A discussion took place concerning Document No. ISCC- 39 • .. This concerns 
requi rement s in Congolese Francs of UN Technical Assistance·Programme for the Congo 
for t he bal anc e of the year 1964 . Mr .. Br ooks urged that decisions be taken not only 
for the withdrawal of the requirements ;for_ the balance of 1964 as set for t h in ISCC-
39 but al s o that al l of the amounts .necessary for the 1st q_uarter of 1965 be also 
included a t t his mee t ing . Mr . Bli ss objected that the US Government would prefer 
not t o .es t ablish obligations against Account 500 when balances are not sufficient 
t o mee t t hese obli gations . The US had no objection in principle but would prefer to 
give i t s approval when balances in the account wer e sufficient to cover the obliga­
t ions approved. 

The Committee agreed with the US position and authorized the withdrawal of 
Congol ese Fra~cs 200 million fo r the 3rd quarter of 1964. 

I n connect ion with the.overall policy on u se of counterpart funds der ived 
f r om Import Suppor t aid of the US Government and des t ined for budget support, 
Mr . Bl i ss s t a t ed that he consider ed that the items required for t he support by the 
Congolese Gover nment of the United Nations Technical Assistance Programme for the 
Congo represent Congo Government commitments to the United Nations and ought to be 
cons i dered as part of t he overall Congo Government budget . Thus when the amounts 
u tili zed for the UN programme are recorded they should be shown as drawn for budget 
support and shown as funds made available to the Government. In addition he con­
s i der ed that the amounts to be provided by the Congolese Government to the UN ought 
t o be r equ ested to be transfer red to the UN by the Government .

A report on the status 
of local costs for the technical assistance programme i_s attached to Documeni; ISCC-39. 
In addi t i on Mr. Br ooks promised to circulate as an ISCC document a copy of the letter 
of 3 December t o t he Minister of Finance ( this is Do cument ISCC- 43 ).

The first item on the agenda was Document No . ISCC-37- This is a request 
from Mr. Baron, Director of USAID, that the amount of CF 20 million be transferred 
from Account No. 500 by cheque payable to the U.S. Treasury, under the terms of the 
ps Government/Democratic Government of the Congo agreement by which 15% of the local 
'currency derived from the US Import Support Grant of ten million dollars will be 
m.ade available to the US Government to be used in connection with t·echnical assist­
ance to the Congo. 

The Committee approved this transfer. 

The second item on the agenda was Document No . ISCC-38. This is a request 
of the UNTAB for committee approval 9f a transfer from Account No . 500 to the UNTAB 
of the first quarter ' s requirements in Congolese Francs of the UN Technical 
Assistance Programme for the Congo for the year 1965. The document requests with­
drawals in installments for the first quarter of 1965. 

Mr . ]rooks stated that on or before l _January 1965 the United Nations 
would be required to draw the .first monthly payment of the dollar commitment of the 
Congolese Government to the Congo Fund in order to meet the dollar payments requir 
for the programme. He reminded the Committee that the commitment of the Congolese 
Government w.as to pay $6.6 million dollars for this purpose at the rate of $550,000 
per month in foreign exchange starting on 1 January 1965. It had been calculated 
by the UN that the requirements of the Congo Fund for 1965 based on a continuation 
of the present level of expenditure would be approximately $6.2 million, $2 million 
of which it was expected would be contributed by the countries participating in DAC 
and the balance of $4.2 million would be paid by the Congolese Government. On this 
basis, a monthly payment by the Government of $350,000 for programme use plus 
$25,000 for administrative costs or a total of $375,000 would be sufficient . 
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This payment of $375,000 per month 9 however 9 does not take into considera­
tion the cash position of the U.N. as of 1 January 1965. In the event of non­
availability on 1 January 1965 of the first instalment of the $2 million anticipated 
to be contributed by DAC countries 9 the U.N. would be short of cash, this because 
monthly payments to meet programme commitments amount to approximately $500,000. 
This could be solved if assurance were obtained that the US would advance all or 
part of the $1 million under the US prpgramme . Mr. Bliss stated that this matter 
had been raised by the U .N ~ New York :w.ith the US UN Delegation at the end of 
November but that there was· no knowledge here of what decision was finally taken. 

Mr . Brooks proposed that the Commit~ee agree to a withdrawal of counter­
part funds from Account No . 500 equivalent to $450 9 000 ·for January. It was under­
stood that this is a maximum an¢l. within this amount the UN can withdraw the amount 
necessary to purchase the required exchange for January. 

, A discussion took place concerning Document No. ISCC-39 . .. This concerns 
requirements in Congolese Francs of UN Technical Assistance · Programm·e for the Congo 
for the balance of the year 1964 . Mr . Brooks urged that decisions be taken not only 
for the withdrawal of the requirements for the balance of 1964 as set forth :in ISCC-
39 but also that all of the amounts necessary for the 1st quarter of 1965 be also 
included at this meeting . Mr . Bliss objected that the US Government would prefer 
not to establish obligations against Account 500 when balanc es are not sufficient 
to meet these obligations . The US had no objection in principle but would prefer to 
give its approval when balances in the account were sufficient to cover the obliga­
tions approved. 

The Committee agreed with the US position and authorized the withdrawal of 
Congolese Francs 200 million for the 3rd quarter of 1964. 

In connection with the overall policy on use of counterpart funds derived 
from Import Support aid of the US Government and destined for budget support , 
Ivlr . Bliss stated that he considered that the items required for the support by the 
Congolese Government of the United Nations Technical Assistance Programme for the 
Congo represent Congo Government commitments to the United Nations and ought to be 
considered as part of the overall Congo Government budget . Thus when the amounts 
utilized for the UN programme are recorded they should be shown as drawn for budget 
support and shown ~s funds made available to the Government. In addition he con­
sidered that the amounts to b e provided by the Congolese Government to the mr ought 
to be requested to be transferred to the UN by the Government . 

Mr. Brooks stated that exact details of the budge t of the United NatioP~ 
for Congolese Francs, are contained in the technical assistance programme submitted 
by the Congolese Government under the Prime Minister ' s letter of 4 June 1964. In 
addition the Resident Representative 9 Mr. 0sorio-Tafall sends to the Minister of 
Finance periodically a r evision of the estimates for these expenditures and requests 
approvals for revised budgets. This was done in 1964 by letters sent to the Minister 
of Finance on 12 June 1964 and recently on 3 December 1964. A report on the status 
of local costs for the technical assistance programme is attached to Document ISCC-39.

Mr. Brooks called the meeting to order and sta ted that, since the terms 
of reference of the new Committee to be chaired by the Congolese Government 
had not yet been a pproved, it was considered desirable t o continue the pre­
vious Committee in order to handle the urgent matters which were on the agenda 
for this meeting . Mr. D'As tugue s pointed out tha t in t he absence of the Pro­
g ramme Officer who would be respons ible f or the Counterpart Secretariat at the 
Bureau of Economic Co-ordina tion, it was not yet possible for the Bureau to 
take on the respons ibility of establishing, administering and providing the 
Chairman for the new Committee . 

Item one on the agenda , the withdrawal of CF.242,493,011 from Account 
No . 506 was discussed. This is the ba l ance o~ the Congol ese ~ranc contribu­
tion for 1964 of the Congolese Government to the local costs of the U. N. 
Techni cal Assi stance Programme . The Congolese Government repres ent ative, 
Mr. D' Astugues, questioned whether the Minister of "B'inance had ever replied 
to the letter of 3 December 1964 from Mr . Osorio- Tafall requesting hi s agr ee­
ment to the withdrawal of CF.442,493,011 for the last half of 1964 . I t was 
noted that against this sum, the United Nations withdrew in Decembe r CF. 200 
million. 
eived. 

The dossier will be checked to assure that the reply has been rec-
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Mr . Pichler advised that the accounts for the last quarter of 1964 
had not yet been completed by the United Nations and, therefore, the exact 
amount needed for the fourth quarter was not yet confirmed . However, since 
the United Nations had already disbursed a large part of these funds, it 
was deemed desirable that the Committee agree to the withdrawal. Accord·­
ingly, it was agreed to authorize the withdrawal from Account No.500 of 
Congolese francs up to 242,493,011 covering the last qu_arter of the 1964 
contribut~on of the Congolese Government to the United Nations technical 
assistance local costs, subject to a Tinal a ccount being pressnted by the 
United Nations to the committee before the close of the first quarter of 
1965 and subject to the approval of the Ministe~ of Finance (reply to the 
letter of 3 December 1964). 

Regarding the second item on the agenda concerning the February con­
tribution in foreign exchange of the Congolese Government to the United 
Nations in the amount of $450,000, it was agreed that CF. 81 million be 
authorized to be withdrawn from Account No .500 by a transfer to the Central 
Bank to purchase these dollars . 

The Committee stated that the requirements of Coneolese francs to meet 
the United Nations requirements for technical assistance costs for 1965 ought 
to be included in the Congolese budget and that the Committee urges that 
the budget for 1965 be finalized as rapidly as possible. Thereafter, 
counterpart funds would be released to meet budget requirements upon the 
request of the Minister of ~inance and upon justification of needs. 

With regard to item three, Mr. Pichler pointed out that the United 
Nations and the Congolese Government, in agreement with the United States 
Government, approved the util ization of counterpart funds in tho anount of 
CF.300 million for the purchase by the Congolese Government under the 
USAID programme of vehicles and spare parts, including spare parts for 
ferries. All but a balance of CF.111 million had been expended up to 
date and small amounts are being paid out each month . The amount of 
claims remaining to be paid from these funds is unknown. Mr. Bliss 
stated that Account No.500 ought not to be used as a current account to 
meet the obligations under this agreement and that it would be better to 
transfer from Account No.500 to a new special account al l of the balances 
remaining. In addition, since the payments have been in small amounts 
recently, it might require up to 100 months to use this balance. 

After discussion it was agreed that Mr. Brooks would consult with 
Mr. Fares at the Ministry of Finance and 'propose that the balance of 
CF.111 million be paid in as an extraordinary receipt to the Minister of 
Finance and the Minister of Finance would assume all obligations of the 
United Nations under this programme. Mr. Brooks will negotiate an agree­
ment with Mr. Fares and prepare an exchange of letters which could be brought 
to the attention of the Committee at the next meeting.
