Eleven (11) of the fifteen (15) political parties legally established
at the time of the signing of the Protocol on Power-sharing issued
a statement expressing support for CDR's entry ipto the TNA.

The Special Representative together with the Representative of
the Facilitator, the Papal Nuncio, and the Anjbassadors of the
observer countries to the Arusha peace process issued on 28
march a solemn declaration calling on the partie¢s to resolve their
differences.

The Declaration specifically endorsed the right jof the CDR to be
admitted in the TNA when it is established and galled all political
actors to refrain from bringing any new obstacle.

As the RPF expressed its reluctance to let the CIDR enter the TNA,
the aforementioned met on 29 march with a delegation of the
Rwandese Patriotic Front (RPF). While not refusing the CDR the
right to have one seat in the TNA as provided for in the Arusha
Agreement, the RPF argued that the CDR had|not followed the
relevant provisions of article 61 of the Protoco! an Power-sharing.
The RPF further contented that the COR had not renounced its
practice of racial hatred.

The current Prime Minister aiso met with the aforementioned to
register the RPF's reluctance about the CDR and CDR's refusal to
issue a statement renouncing violence, as demanded by the RPF.

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SUBJECT: EFFORTS TO INSTALL THE TRANSITIONAL INSTITUTIONS
1. Following a series of intensive consultations at various levels until late in the evening
yesterday, including the first ever bilateral meeting between the RPF|and one of its most strident

political opponents, the CDR, a meeting brokered by UNAMIR and held at UNAMIR
Headquarters, we received invitations last evening from the Foreign Ministry to attend the
ceremonies for the installation of transitional institutions at 0830hrs this morning, 25 March.
I immediately consuited thereafter with the Acting Force Commander, Brig. Gen. Anyidoho, and
it was decided that UNAMIR should, at its level, take the ry practical measures to
facilitate a smooth and peaceful installation ceremony. Our forces jwere put on red alert, our
civilian component moved from phase 1 to phase 2 security status, ahd a UNAMIR convoy was
dispatched to Mulindi to escort senior RPF officials to Kigali for the installation ceremonies.
Furthermore, an air observation post was put in operation to enhange security in Kigali.

2. This morning, I met at 0800hrs with other members of diplomatic corps at the
residence of the Dean of the Corps, the Apostolic Pro Nuncio, and from there we proceeded to
the CND complex where the installation ceremonies were scheduled to take place. Upon our
arrival at the CND, we learnt that the UNAMIR convoy that had been sent last night at the
RPF's request to escort its leaders from Mulindi to Kigali for the cefemonies this morning was
still in Mulindi and was not sure when the leaders would be ready (o travel to Kigali. It then
became apparent that there were still a number of problems to be resgived before the installation

could take place.

3. President Habyarimana, who had also arrived at the CND to preside over the scheduled
ceremonies, told me that the key issue holding up progress was the RPF's continuing opposition
to the CDR’s entry into the transitional parliament even though th¢ CDR, which had earlier
rejected the Arusha Peace Agreement, had subsequently accepted accord and fulfilled the
other conditions for participation in the transitional institutions proyided for under the Peace
Agreement. He emphasized that the outstanding issue relating to the|representation in the TNA
of the "Parti Démocrate Islamique” and that pertaining to the MDR cguld be set aside if the RPF

was prepared to lift its objection to CDR’s participation in the TNA|




4. At a meeting attended hy Government and RPF officials at the CND building from
0900hss to 1300hrs today, UNAMIR and other members of the Diplomatic Corps present urged
the parties to try to break the impasse and put the institutions in place. The representative of
the Facilitator and the Ambassadors of the observer states to the peace process (Belgium, France
and United Stares) appealed strongly to the RPF to remove its objection to CDR's entry into the
transitional parliament. The Ambassadors left the clear impression that they considered the
RPF’s attitude as obstructionist and also deplored the absence in Kigali of most of the members
of the RPF’s leadership, a situation which, in their view, often delayed the taking of decisions

on important matters.

5. Consultations are continuing but it is difficult to say when the installation of the
institutions will indeed take place. As the stalemate persists, I have requested the UNAMIR
convoy that travelied to Mulindi last night to return immediately to Kigali with or without the
RPF officials the convoy was to have escorted to Kigali for the installation ceremonies.

In view of the continuing political uncertainty and the resulting climate of tension and anxiety,
our forces are constantly rehearsing the detailed contigency plans that have been prepared to deal
with any emergency security situations, bearing in mind our Rules of Engagement. The specific
concern we raised in our earlier correspondence is based on our fears that attacks directed at the
CND during this period of political controversy would probably be in the form of spontaneous
or mob action rather than a carefully planned military operation.

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. Since my report of 24 September 1993 to the Security Council (S/26488), the security
situation in Rwanda and, especially in Kigali, the capital, has deteriorated alarmingly. While @
most incidents can be attributed to sarmed banditry, which has been growing as a result of the
easy availability of weapons since the outbreak of the civil war in 1990, ethnic and politically
motivated crimes, including assassinations and murders, have aiso been increasing.

These disturbing developments, unless contained or stopped, could lead to the creation
of an environmeat of widespread and heightened insecurity that could hinder seriously the full
and effective implementation of the Arusha Peace Agreement, especially within the time-frame
recommended in my report of 24 September and approved by the Council in its resolution 872
(1993).

The situation is particularly worrying because the Government’s "Gendarmeric Nationale®
which is responsible for ensuring law and order, is severely handicapped in terms of personnel,
equipment and training. Close monitoring by CIVPOL, within the framework of its mandate, of
the activities of the Gendarmerie Nationale as well as the communal police to ensure that they
are acting in compliance with the terms of the Peace Agreement, would therefore be vital,
especially during the critical final phase of the transitional period, leading up to the elections.
The visibility of United Nations civilian police monitors would help inspire and enhance -
confidence and promote a greater sense of security within the society which should facilitate the
full and timely implementation of the Peace Agreement.

The SRSG, in welcoming the distinguished visitors, said it was always a pleasure

and an honour to receive United States officials at UNAMIR in view, in particular, of the
key position of the United States as a permanent member of the Security Council.

He reviewed briefly the history of UNAMIR and underlined that the continuing
delay in putting the transitional institutions in place greatly concerned the United Nations
which had deployed important resources on the ground in Rwanda to assist the Rwandese @
leaders in implementing their Peace Agreement. The SRSG noted, nevertheless, that the
situation was not totally hopeless. In this connection, he pointed out that the cease-fire
was generally holding and noted also the announcements over the weekend of proposed
ministers for the transitional government and of deputies for the transitional national
assembly. He stressed that UNAMIR had played a critical role in preventing the
resumption of hostilities and emphasized his view that the cost of a UNAMIR withdrawal .

said she followed closely the Rwanda situation and UNAMIR's role
as well as issucs pertaining to the maintenance of peace and security in Africa as part of
her responsibilitics within the Bureau of African Affairs in the US Department of State.
She commended the SRSG for his constructive and effective leadership of UNAMIR and
for his cooperative relationship with the diplomatic community in Kigali. She explained
that the purpose of her delegation’s visit to Rwanda was to convey to Rwanda’s political
leaders the message that while the international community was prepared to help, they
bore the primary role for ensuring peace in their country. It was therefore vital, indeed
essential, for them to put the transitional institutions in place promptly. O

In the course of an exchange of views on the possible impact of the situation in the
subregion as a whole, the SRSG observed that recent developments in the subregion were
worrying and referring specifically to the events in the neighbouring countries of Burundi
and Zaire, felt they could adversely influence the Rwandese situation. He said allegations
by Rwandese officials, including the President, of Ugandan military support for the
Rwandese Patriotic Front (RPF) had not been proven or substantiated by United Nations
military obscrvers on the Uganda/Rwanda border (UNOMUR). The SRSG noted, in this
connection, that these UN observers were thinly spread along the long border and did not
have helicopters for wider surveillance of the area by air. In reply to Mrs. Bushell's
question, the SRSG attributed the lack of helicopters to burcancratic factors, as the
cquipment had already been approved. They just had not arrived yet, he pointed out.

In reply to a question by Mrs. Bushnell about the security situation in Kigali, the
SRSQG stressed UNAMIR's concern.  He said much of the trouble was the result of
common banditry, with criminals taking advantage of the unsettled political climate and
the resulting tensions. He emphasized that UNAMIR did not have evidence of systematic )
<
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the security issue in Kigali, but its resources and mandate as well as the resources of the
Government’s gendarmerie, which was responsible for ensutin; public security in
Rwanda, were limited. The SRSG added that, in his view, the linstallation of the
transitional institutions would create a helpful climate by reducing tensions and stabilizing

the overall situation.

The United States Ambassador to Rwanda, who accompanied the visiting
American officials, informed the SRSG that their delegation had met with President
Habyarirnauna earlier in the day and he had said he planned to meet with the Prime
Minister Designate later in the afternoon. The Americans had the need for
Rwandese leaders to find an acceptable compromise that would break the impasse and

allow the transitional institutions to come into place.

Mrs. Bushnell and Ambassador Render stated that the Security Council's
forthcoming meeting on the situation in Rwanda could be "difficult” if there was no
progress towards the installation of the institutions and if violent|incidents were to

develop in the meantime.

After agreeing with the SRSG that conflict prevention, keeping and peace-
