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Kigali, October 31, 1995 - The Special Representative of the United Nations Secretary-
General, Ambassador Shaharyar M. Khan, hailed yesterday, at his press briefing, the recent
appointment of Supreme Court Judges as a vital step for the re-establishment of the judicial system
in Rwanda, which, in turn, will encourage the voluntary return of refugees in large numbers. He
indicated that intensive consultations are going on between the Rwanda Government and the
Security Council to decide on the renewal of the UNAMIR mandate, which expires on § December.
If the mandate is not remewed, UNAMIR is ready to phase out its mission. Ambassador Khan
pointed out that the eonsultations are made easier by Rwanda’s membership of the Security Council
until the end of the year. He also said UNAMIR is supportive of the forthcoming international
conference on genocide, which will help Rwanda face better the post-trauma healing process.

At the same press briefing the UNHCR Representative in Kigali, Mr. Roman Urasa, said
the recent statement by President Mobutu, which allayed fears of forcible repatriation of the
refugees in Zaire, had sloewed the momentum of returning refugees over last week. The numbers
did not increase as previously projected. He said that there is now enough capacity to handle 6,000
returnees per day, adding that unplanned massive repatriation would cause chaos both in Rwanda

and in the region.

Meanwhile, a total of 442 returnees from various camps near Goma were registered
vesterday in Gisenyi, before proceeding to the transit camp at Nkamira. Further reports from
Goma say an American nurse working in the refugee camps had her legs amputated following a
landmine explosion that blew ug her car near Kibumba camp. She was evacuated to Nairobi for

niedical treatment.

Rwandatel workers went on strike yesterday complaining about mismanagement of the
telecommunications parastatal and protesting against the sacking of their colleagues. The latter
were expelled on the suspicion of embezzling company money.

Three armed robbers forced their way into interfreight and made off with US$ 29,000, plus
an unspecified amount in local currency. The men shot in the air, sending into flight the
multinational’s scared personnel.
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Abroad

Burundi’s President, Sylvestre Ntibantunganya, arrived in Paris yesterday on an official
visit, during which he will meet President Chirac and Prime Minister Juppé. A French official
announced that their talks would centre on the plans to hold a summit in the region of the Great

Lakes.

Uganda has so far issued no comment on accusations levelled by Sudan against the National
Resistance Army (NRA) - the country’s armed forces - alleging the latter’s invasion of Southern
Sudan. The Uganda Government broke off diplomatic relations with Sudan last April in protest
against Khartoum’s armed support for the so-called Lord’s Army of rebel Kony in Northern

Uganda.

Tanzania’s opposition leaders have protested against irregularities in last Sunday’s national
elections. Accusing the Government and the Electoral Commission of rigging the votes in favour
of the ruling CCM party, the three opposition parties are demanding the setting up of an all-party
interim Government to organize fresh elections. The Electoral Commission, which was appointed
by the CCM Government, had conceded the prevalence of voting irregularities in parts of Dar-es-
Salaam, where fresh elections are scheduled to be held on an unspecified date next week.
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Kigali, October 30, 1995 - The delegation of nine Kenyan Parliamentarians ended its visit
here yesterday morning. H.E. President Pasteur Bizimungu, who received the senior opposition
politicians on Saturday evening, informed the visitors that his Government wishes to see Kenya
resume diplomatic reiations with Rwanda. The Kenyan Parliamentarians had earlier visited
Gisenyi, where they were able to witness the welcome extended to returning refugees from camps
in Zaire. The Head of the delegation, Mr. Michael Kijana Wamalwa, whe is Chairman of FORD-
Kenya, said in his statement before departure that the visit had helped the Kenyans to get a better
grasp of the situation in Rwanda. He indicated that a lot of lessons had been learned from the tour,
adding that it was clear to his delegation that last year’s genocide here had been simply a result of
bad politics engineered by former leaders. He reiterated that most Kenyans do not support
President Moi’s views in favour of genocide suspects.

The Rwandese Prime Minister, Mr. Pierre Célestin Rwigema, accompanied yesterday the
First Lady, Mrs. Séraphine Bizimungu, on a visit to Kigoma Commune, in Gitarama. With them
was the Minister of Information, Mr. Jean Pierre Bizimana. The three personalities were welcomed
in their native Commune by the Prefet of Gitarama, Mr. Nyandwi, and the area Commander, Col.
Ndengeyinka. The visitors urged the people to maintain security in the area. A donation of Rwfr
100,000 was offered by the Prime Minister to the orphanage at Thanika, in the same Commune.

A five-day seminar for medical personnel on mother and child care closed in Kigali on

Saturday. Sponsored by Italian Cooperation and World Health Organization, the seminar dealt
with sexually transmitted diseases and the scourge of AIDS.

Abroad

Sudan has accused Uganda of carrying out an offensive deep into Southern Sudan. The
Sudanese military announcement said the offensive was done with the complicity of the rebel SPLA.

Tanzanians held yesterday their multi-party Presidential elections. The polling deadline,
initially set for 4 p.m., was extended to 8 p.m. Out of 16 million Tanzanians who qualify to vote,



only 9 million had been registered. In last week’s elections for the Zanzibari Head of Government,
the ruling Chama Cha Mapinduzi won the vote. There are four candidates vying for the Union’s
presidency: Benjamin Mkapa of Chama Cha Mapinduzi, Augustin Lyatonga Mrema of NCCR -
Mageuzi, John Momose Cheyo of UDP and Prof. Ibrahim Haruna Lipumba of Civic United Front

(CUF).
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Kigali, October 28, 1995 - In an audience vesterday with Rwanda’s Prime Minister
Rwigema, the Director-General of the ICRC, Mr. Cornelic Sommmaruga, said the perpetrators of
last vear’s genocide should be punished in accordance with international conventions. He stressed
that no one should shield those criminals. Expressing his sympathies to the Rwandese nation, Mr.
Sommaruga promised to seek increased assistance for this country. He reiterated his earlier stand
that the repatriation of refugees must be done under conditions that ensure their dignity. The
Prime Minister commended ICRC for its humanitarian assistance during last year’s crisis. Present
at the ceremony were the following Ministers: Mrs Martha Mukamurenzi of Justice, Mr. Patrick
Mazimhaka of Rehabilitation and Social Reintegration and Col. Joseph Karemera of Health.

A delegation of nine Kenyan Parliamentarians was hosted to a dinner last evening by the
Speaker of the National Assembly, Mr. Juvenal Nkusi. Led by the Chairman of FORD - Kenya,
Mr. Michael Kijana Wamalwa, the delegation had earlier visited Mugombwa genocide site, in
Butare. The Kenyans are here on a three-day visit to meet Govermment officials and learn from
the Rwandese experience. During the dinner at Hotel des Mille Collines, the Speaker of the
National Assembly thanked Kenya for the asylum given as far back as the early 60s to Rwandese
refugees who were victims of colonial and political manipulation. Mr. Nkusi stressed that the
current Government is striving to eradicate the culture of impunity started in 1959. Mr. Michael
Kijana Wamalwa said in his toast that most Kenyans do not support President Moi in his attempt
to protect genocide suspects living in Kenya. He added that if Moi understood the meaning of
genocide he would not have uttered the statement he recently made on that issue. The FORD -
Kenya leader indicated that the purpese of the Parliamentarians’ visit was to learn from the
Rwandese experience, with the awareness that what befell Rwanda could happen to Kenya.

The Minister of Rehabilitation and Social Reintegration, Mr. Patrick Mazimhaka, received
vesterday at the Airport 50 Rwandese children returning from their asylum in Italy. The children
had been flown to Italy for treatment last year, at the height of the April-July crisis. Mr,
Mazimhaka explained that another group of 30 children is due to return. The new arrivals will be
taken to a children’s centre in Muhura commune, Byumba, where efforts will be made to find
parents or relatives of the young returnees.

The repatriation exercise recorded yesterday 104 returnees from Zaire through Cyangugu.
Another group of earlier returnees numbering 80 left yesterday the Nedera transit camp for their
communes in Byumba, Further, eight more were recorded at Gatuna border post in Byumba,
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having transited through Uganda due to fears spread by rumours in Zaire camps, which allege that
the Gisenyi route is a sure warrant to death.

Meanwhile, a delegation of Rwandese refugees from Migano Camp in Burundi toured
vesterday Gashora Commune in Kigali Rural to assess the security situation and report back to their
fellow refugees. They met their relatives and neighbours and were astounded to find the situation
normal. According to these refugees, rumours in the camps, which they found baseless, allege mass
killings of returnees. The delegation promised to correct the wrong impression created in the camps
by well-orchestrated lies. On the issue of possible arrests, it was explained to the refugees that those
returnees who are genocide suspects are liable to arrest as individuals. in"accordance with the law.

Rwanda is to receive about US$ 13 million from the IMF. The funding is in compensation
for the loss of coffee and tea exports incurred due to last year’s war. '
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Kigali, October 27, 1995 - Rwanda’s Prime Minister Pierre Célestin Rwigema held a
meeting yesterday with three Ministers to review the resettlement plans for returnees in Kigali City.
In attendance were the Minister of Rehabilitation and Social Reintegration, Mr. Patrick
Mazimhaka, the Minister of Public Works and Energy, Mr. Charles Ntakirutinka and the Minister
of Finance, Mr. Marc Rugenera. They discussed the progress on infrastructure works to prepare
four hills in Kigali for residential estates. It was revealed that the infrastructure project on Gisozi
Hill would be complete by the end of November. There have been 2500 applications for plots and
so far 700 of them have been successfully processed. However, the number of applicants for
approval of ready construction plans is only 100. It was decided that the new plot owners must
develop their plots without delay and measures will be taken to discourage those inclined to mere

speculation.

An international conference on Rwanda’s genocide will be held in Kigali next week, from
1 to 5 November. The Minister of Transport and Telecommunications, Dr. Charles Muligande,
announced this yesterday, in an interview with Radio Rwanda. He had been in-charge of the
preparations for the conference in his former post of Presidential Adviser and continues now to
oversee the whole exercise. The purpose of the conference is to seek a viable and coherent national
policy aimed at overcoming the effects of genocide in order to stabilize Rwandese society. Invited
guests include eminent personalities like ex-President Mwalimu Nyerere, Nobel Prize Winner
Archbishop Tutu, OAU Secretary-General Salim Ahmed Salim and Mrs. Machel, widow of the late
President of Mozambique. Foreign experts on genocide have been invited from Argentina, Chile,
El Salvador, South Africa, Ethiopia, Israel and Germany, in a bid to share their experience with
Rwandese leaders. Also invited is Jean-Pierre Chrétien of France, who is a reknown researcher and
author specializing on ethnic problems in Rwanda. The Conference will study what went wrong
with the Rwandese society, the root causes of the tragedy, the role of the international press, the
ways and means to eradicate the culture of impunity, the assistance to the traumatized and
impoverished survivors and the effective remedy for national reconciliation. In addition to
Government officials, who include all the 11 prefets, Rwandese participants will come from civil
organizations such as Churches, human rights groups and intellectual circles.

The Minister of Public Service, Sheikh Abdul Karim Harerimana, held a meeting yesterday
with officials of Ministries that own parastatals. Discussions centred on the modalities to recruit
senior officials of those parastatal companies. It was announced that written tests and interviews
will be conducted jointly by Public Service officials and officials of the Ministry concerned.
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The visiting Director-General of ICRC, Mr. Cornelius Semaruga. toured yesterday Gitarama
Prison and pledged more food and medical aid for Rwanda’s prisons.

Prefet Semuhungu of Butare returned yesterday from a two-day tour of refugee camps in
Northern Burundi, where he tried to persuade the refugees to return home. He told them to shun
rumours and heed the call for returning home.

Kanombe Commune, which lies on the outskirts of Kigali City. is faced with a new wave of
insecurity. In its Rusheshe sector, about ten people have been killed and one was seriously injured.
It is feared that there are criminals hiding in the nearby Nyabarongo swamp, who come out at night
to destabilize the area. The main suspects are returning refugees who have sneaked back without
going through the right channels of repatriation. '

Kibuye Prefecture is hit by an outbreak of dysentery in some of its communes. About 136
patients have been hospitalized suffering from the disease, while three died in Rwamatamu

Commune.
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Kigali, October 26, 1995 - The Rwandese Prime Minister, Mr. Pierre Célestin Rwigema,
received yesterday the French Ambassador to Rwanda, who promised to interest the French
Government in financing the rehabilitation of the sugar factory at Kabuye. The Minister of
Commerce and Industry, Mr. Prosper Higiro, attended the talks. Ambassador Jacques Courbin
promised to sensitize the French Government on the importance of the sugar praject for the whole
population, with a view to obtaining funding for it. Further, he said French assistance will benefit
the sectors of health, education, rural development and humanitarian relief, adding that some of
that promised aid for health is due to arrive anytime soon.

The Minister of Information, Mr. Jean Pierre Bizimana returned yesterday from a meeting
in Brussels, where he had held talks with Belgian and UNESCO officials on the required support
for the media in Rwanda. Among the issues discussed was the revival of the Rwanda Media
project, which the Minister said would be resumed with the help from UNESCO and the Belgian
cooperation agency for development, AGCD. Mr. Bizimana was also promised by the International
Federation of Journalists (F1J) rental funds for the Press Centre in Kigali, which UNESCO pledged
to provide with the required equipment. This is scheduled to open after three years in temporary
premises, pending the financing of the construction of a Press House planned in the future. The
Minister also requested financial assistance for setting up a rural radio that will be managed by
women and will focus on their activities. He explained that the emphasis on women was due to the
fact that they are the main economic operators in rural Rwanda. The project was well received by
the aid donors met. And so was the request for a donation of printing press facilities in support
of the local private press. Such a donation, according to the Minister, would help lower production
costs and promote circulation of independent newspapers, now limited to the Capital, to all rural
areas in the country. 'This would also entail setting up a distribution network extending to every
administrative sector. It was agreed by the donors that all these press promotional measures
deserve their due support.

The Minister of Lower Education, Mr. Lauricn Ngirabanzi, arrived back yesterday from
a Ministerial meeting in Tour, france, which had brought together over 40 Education Ministers
from Sub-Saharan countries. The bicnnial session decided to declare 1996 Year of Education in
Africa, in accordance with the wishes of the OAU. The Ministers set up a special fund to support
education in three war-ravaged countries, numely, Rwanda, Liberia and Somalia. Rwanda solicited
aid in areas oi training, teachers, techunical courscs, supply of scholastic materials and curriculum
development for subjects aimed at promoting national reconciliation. Assistance was also sought
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from aid donors to fund the budget for volunteer teachers whom African countries have promised
to send to Rwanda. Lastly, a seven-man Ministerial Committee was set up to implement the
decisions of the meeting: West Africa will be represented by Senegal and Ghana; Southern Africa
by Malawi and Zimbabwe; Central Africa by Cameroon; East Africa by Uganda and the Indian
Ocean islands by Mauritius. The Bureau has a two-year mandate.

The Director-General of the International Committee of the Red Cross, Mr. Cornelius
Semaruga, arrived in Kigali yesterday for talks with the Rwanda Government on how to improve
ICRC aid to survivors of genocide and detainees in congested prisons. During his four-day visit,
the ICRC Chief will visit the Nyarubuye Parish genocide site and the re-education centre for
children detainees at Nsinda. In his press conference on his arrival, Mr. Semaruga stressed the
concern of the ICRC for the refugees to return on their own volition and to resettle in dignity.

Amnesty International has expressed concern about the time-limit set by Zaire for the
repatriation of Rwandese refugees from its territory. Stating that such a close deadline would lead
to a humanitarian disaster, the London-based organization criticized the international community
for yielding to the threats from Zaire.

In Muvumba Commune, Buyumba, four labourers unwittingly used landmines to make a
fire-place for their cooking pans! All four died in the explosion that followed the heating of the
lethal objects.
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Kigali, October 25, 1995 - H.E. President Pasteur Bizimungu of Rwanda addressed
yesterday’s session of the World Leaders’ meeting commemorating the fiftieth anniversary of the
UN. His address focussed on last year’s genocide in Rwanda and on the need for a better economic
world order. The President said that the genocide in Rwanda, which claimed over 1 million lives,
had come as a result of divisive colonial rule. The widespread ethnic massacres of 1959, precursor
of the genocide, had taken place under the colonial regime, which held the responsibility for those
killings. And the subsequent plight of about 2 million Rwandese refugees remained ignored for over
three decades by the international community, in cohorts with the regimes that ruled Rwanda after
independence. President Bizimungu stressed that the current Government is the first to set up a
policy callizy for the return of all Rwandese refugees. He regretted that the planners and
perpetraters of lasi year’s genocide, who, in addition, are preventing the new refugees from
rewurine LUra€. are g givee special ireetment in some capitals. In this connection, he deplored
the moral de=ay of . me Goverinments, including that of President Moi of Kenya, striving to protect
the criminais. Presicent Bizimungu called upon the international community to ensure that never
again should mankind face the horrors of Rwanda’s genocide or former Yugoslavia’s ethnic
cleansing. On the issue of internationali relations, he lamented the problem of the debt burden for
developing countries and urged the international community to devise new mechanisms of
cooperation. He stressed that true peace cannot be achieved without due respect being given to
basic principles and tenets of morality. The Rwandese Head of State supported proposals for an
expanded Security Council, where interests of developing nations can be better catered for.

The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Mr. Pierre Célestin Rwigema, received yesterday, on behalf
of the President, a special envoy of Malawi’s Head of State, H.E. Bakili Muluzi, who is current
clairman of .OMESA - the economic community grouping the countries of Eastern and Southern
. Tican Sta:. .. The message offered Rwanda a seat on the inter-ministerial committee preparing

.2 juini m.<ling ¢ . 2MESA and the Southern African community known as SADCC. The
€ OMESA/5.:)CC jomi meeting will take place in Windhoek, Namibia, in January next year. In
another audiciice, Mr. Rwigema also received the new Chief Justice, Jean Mutsinzi, and the new
Attorney-General, Mr. Simeon Rwagasore, with whom he discussed the steps being taken to make
the judicial system operational soon.

The UN Secretary-General, Dr. Boutros Boutros-Ghali, has appointed a six-man commission
to investigate reports of military training being offered to Rwandese refugees in Zaire., The
Commission members are from Egypt (Chairman), Canada, Germany, Netherlands, Pakistan and
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Zimbabwe. The investigation follows reports by the US-based human rights NGO, Africa Watch,
which accused Zaire of allowing the refugees to organize their military training. The same reports
accused France, Egypt, China and South Africa of supplying arms to the refugee camps, in
contravention of international conventions.

Opposition leaders in Kenya are set to visit Rwanda, despite a ban put on the trip by Moi’s
Government.

An infiltrator from refugee camps in Zaire, Sergeant Samuel Murego, was caught yesterday
villagers of Nanga sector, in Karago Commune. He was carrying fire-arms and other military
equipment. Meanwhile, 150 refugees returned from Zaire yesterday through Gisenyi.
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Kigali, October 21, 1995 - On the second day of his US visit, the President of Rwanda, H.E.
Pasteur Bizimungu, expressed his gratitude to the American Government for having taken the lead
to come to Rwanda’s help in the wake of genocide last year. The President said the reconstruction
of African society can be better achieved through assistance from neutral US, in lieu of those
traditional partners who had divided Africa. He was meeting yesterday the Black Caucus of
Congressmen and African-American Church leaders. Later he held talks with the US Secretary of
State, Mr. Warren Christopher, and the Energy Secretary who promised to assist Rwanda in
developing solar energy. The President was also scheduled to meet water purification experts in
California and the Rwandese community in USA today. In an earlier audience with President
Clinton, the latter regretted that racial discrimination was dividing people not only in Africa, but
also in America. Other top US officials met including Vice-President Al Gore, and the Assistant
Secretary of State for Africa, Mr. Moose. Mr. Al Gore recalled that he had despatched, as soon
as was feasible, his aide to assess emergency aid requirements for Rwanda last year. President
Bizimungu was to visit yesterday the Holocaust Museum in the American Capital.

The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Mr. Pierre Célestin Rwigema, visited yesterday the Mulindi
Tea Factory in Byumba, where he toured tea estates in the area. He was accompanied by the
Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Internal Affairs, Col. Alexis Kanyarengwe, the Minister of
Commerce and Industry, Mr. Prosper Higiro, and the Minister of Planning, Mr. Jean Berchmans
Birara. Crossing eight kms into Kabale District, in Uganda, the Ministers surveyed the source of
the Mulindi River which irrigates the estates. The Prime Minister hailed the people in that area
for their cooperation in the revival of the irrigation scheme. The tea industry in Rwanda is being
rehabilitated through European Union assistance totalling Rwir 4 billion, to be followed by a second
financing of equal amount. The rehabilitation project will also benefit three other tea areas,
namely, Shangasha in Cyangugu, Mata and Kitabi in Gikongoro. The Mulindi tea factory will have
at least one production line in operation by January next year, while three other machineries are
to resume functioning by April next year. The Prime Minister stressed the cardinal importance of
this project, which will help Rwanda overcome the problem of over-dependency on foreign aid. In
response to workers’ pleas for better remuneration, he announced a salary increase from Rwfr 130
to 200 per day.

The Speaker of the National Assembly, Mr. Juvenal Nkusi, returned yesterday from a two-
day Paris meeting of Francophone Parliamentary Speakers. It was the first ever such meeting,
whose objective was to study ways and means of devising a proper linkage between the work of

B
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members’ pariiaments and efforts for economic development. The Speakers also decided to forge
closer cooperation among the Parliaments of Francophone countries. To that end, they will
henceforth be meeting regularly.

A senior Rwandese official has informed the UN High Commissioner for Refugees, Ms.
Ogata that the Rwanda Government views the repatriation of refugees as a fundamental right. Dr.
Ephraim Kabayija said in Geneva that it is indeed Government policy to encourage the return of
all refugees. He indicated that already 100 000 refugees had voluntarily returned from Burundi at
an average rate of 1000 per day. Those returning from Zaire are estimated at an average of 500
daily. Dr. Kabayija indicated that the world should voice its condemnation of subversive
infiltrations by criminal elements from the camps in Zaire. He also raised the issue of repatriated
old caseload refugees and surviving victims of genocide, who have been excluded from current
assistance programmes of the UNHCR. :

The National University Campus of Butare is reburying today the remains of its genocide
victims. During this week’s preparations for the funeral rites, the Campus has been holding public
lectures to raise awareness of the root causes of the genocide last year. And it was in this context
that Dr. Tito Rutaremara, Member of the National Assembly, addressed yesterday the University
community. In his talk, Dr. Rutaremara condemned those intellectuals who had taken part in acts
of genocide last year, saying they were not worth the name they had disgraced. Calling for a
proper rewriting of Rwanda’s history, he stressed that education needs a new approach to instil
moral values and patriotic ideals into the students.

Abroad
Tanzanians go to the polls tomorrow in the first multi-party elections in decades.

The Non-Allied Movement has concluded its meeting calling for increased representation of
its member countries on the UN Security Council.
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Kigali, October 23, 1995 - The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Mr. Pierre Célestin
Rwigema, officiated on Saturday at the reburial of genocide victims at Butare University
campus. He was representing the Head of State who is away on a US visit. [n his
address to the University community and invited guests, who included Ministers,
Ambassadors and Members of the National Assembly, Mr. Rwigema pointed out that the
genocide last year was a sign of a sick society, which calls for a national remedy. The
phenomenon was all the more shocking given the involvement of intellectuals and even
medical doctors in acts of genocide. He lamented that ethnicity had been used as a deadly
weapon by politicians and some foreigners who distorted the country’s history. In this
connection, he said there is urgent need to rewrite Rwanda’s history and replace the
existing text-books, which have now been discarded as they misrepresented facts. Those
text-books had only served to promote selfish interests of former leaders. He urged the
Rwandese to be proud of being first and foremost Rwandese and cease looking at
themselves in ethnic mirrors. Calling for the punishing of people who took part in
genocide, the Premier observed the need for dealing with lesser offenders in community
councils where those who repent can be forgiven, on the basis of their past record, for
the promotion of national reconciliation. He appealed to the University community to
become torch-bearers for unity, so as to ensure that the horrible events of last year can
never recur in this country.

In an earlier address on the same occasion, the University Vice-Chancellor, Dr.
Deo Kambanda, deplored the massacre last year of 50 lecturers, 600 students and 160
workers of the University. The student victims included 200 from Nyakinama Campus
in Ruhengeri. There are about 1000 more students whose whereabouts are not known.
The Vice-Chancellor expressed shock at the involvement of intellectuals in genocide,
which cast serious doubts on the education system of this institution now in its 32nd year.
The list of genocide leaders includes Dr. Seraphin Bararengana, brother of late President
Habyarimana. Dr. Kambanda said all authors of genocide should be brought to justice
and surviving victims should be helped out as some kind of consolation. He appealed for
funding to facilitate compilation of the tragic events, given that sensitization of the
nationals 1s essential to avoid the recurreance of the horror. One lady survivor lamented,
in a tearful speech, the impunity of genocide accomplices known to her, saying it was
absurd for the law to require evidence of five people when most would-be witnesses were
in the coffins for reburial.

The Rwandese Minister of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation, Dr.
Anastase Gasana, addressed last Thursday the meeting of 113 member countries of the
Non-Aligned Movement (NAM), in Cartagena, Colombia. The Minister told the
gathering that last year’s genocide in Rwanda was not a result of ethnic hate, but rather
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a consequence of machinations by the then ruling party, MRND, and its Government
troops. He said Rwanda supports the NAM proposal for greater representation on the
Security Council, adding that if such a substantial presence had been there last year, the
UN supreme body would not have ordered the withdrawal of 2000 troops from Rwanda
at the height of the genocidal crisis. He appealed to the member countries represented
at the meeting to give all due cooperation to the International Tribunal set up to try
suspects of the Rwanda genocide. Warning that those raising the issue of Habyarimana’s
death are only trying to shield the criminals, Dr. Gasana stressed the decisions of summits
held in Nairobi last January and Bujumbura last February as the valid basis for resolving
the problem of Rwandese refugees, which effort should be supported by all NAM
countries concerned.

Abroad

US President Bill Clinton opened yesterday the World Leaders’s Summit at the UN
in New York. The Summit, marking the 50th anniversary of the World Organization, has
attracted the greatest attendance of Heads of State todate.

In what astounded many observers, President Chirac of France cancelled his much
publicized meeting planned with the Algerian President in New York. This followed
protests by the French Left and the Algerian Opposition. The latter has welcomed the
announcement of the cancellation.

Kenya’s immigration officials at the Isibania border post sent back a group of
Rwandese refugees who had crossed from Tanzania. The refugees were allowed back in
Tanzania.

RAPPORT QUOTIDIEN SUR LES PROGRAMMES DE RADIO RWANDA.

Samedi 21 Octobre 1995 : Le Président de la République et la
délégation qu‘’il conduit sont au deuxiéme jour de leur visite aux
Etats-Unis. Avant -hier, le Président avait prononcé une allocution
devant les parlementaires du congrés américain et les religieux. Il
avait, a cette occasion, remercié les Etats~Unis surtout les afro-
américains de s’étre rendus au Rwanda pour constater eux-mémes ce
qui s’y était passé. Les Parlementaires afro—-américains ont
regretté de n’avoir rien fait pour arréter le génocide et ont
promis d‘intervenir activement dans la reconstruction du Rwanda.
Hier, le Président de la République s‘’est entretenu respectivement
avec le Ministre de la défense, le Ministre de 1’énérgie, les
experts de la Californie dans l’épuration de l‘’eau, Georges Mooss,
le Responsable de 1’USAID. Il a enfin visité le monument érigé en
mémoire du génocide des juifs.,

Le Premier ministre a visité hier l’usine’'a thé de Mulindi.
C’est une usine en réparation comme les 4 autres dont SHAGASHA et
KITABI. Les travaux de réparation de ces usines a thé ont été
financés par 1/’Union européenne qui a débloqué 4 milliards de
francs rwandais. L’entreprise gqui s’occupe de la réhabilitation de
ces usines a promis que les travaux seront terminés en Avril. Le
fonctionnement de ces usines permettra de faire entrer dans les
caisses de l’état 15 millions de dollars américains chague année.
Le premier ministre a souligné 1‘/importance du thé dans l1l’économie
nationale et pour les théiculteurs. I1 a demandé qu‘on majore de 50
Frw le salaire journalier du travailleur des plantations qui
recevait ordinairement 150 Frw.

Dans le cadre des conférences qui sont faites chagque semaine
a Butare devant la communauté universitaire, le député TITE
RUTAREMARA et le Directeur de cabinet au Ministére de la jeunesse
et du mouvement associatif, Mr MARC KABANDANA ont fait leurs
exposés ce vendredi. Tite Rutaremara a parlé du rdéle de ceux gqu’on
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appelait des intellectuels dans le génocide rwandais. Il a déclaré
que c’est malheureux que des intellectuels planifient et executent
le génocide. Il a souligné que dans des écoles on devrait enseigner
l’amour du voisin , l’amour de la patrie et la vraie histoire du
Rwanda. Le Directeur de cabinet au Ministére de la jeunesse et du
mouvement associatif, Mr MARC KABANDANA a parlé du rdéle de la
jeunesse rwandaise avant et aprés la guerre. Il a montré comment la
jeunesse peut étre entrainée dans le mal. Il a alors cité 1l’exemple
des interahamwe et a demandé a la Jjeunesse rwandaise de se lever
por construire le pays. Il a enfin défini les voies et moyens
d’orienter l’action de la jeunesse.

Le Ministre de l’intérieur et du dévéloppement communal a
dirigé avant~hier une réunion avec tous les préfets de préfecture.
Ils ont examiné le probléme de la sécurité, de celui des accidents
de route qui se font de plus en plus nombreux, du probléme des
agents préfectoraux et sous-préfectoraux et de la formation du
personnel., Ils ont trouvé que la sécurité dans l’ensemble du pays
est bonne et ont décidé que les préfets doivent signaler sans
tarder les anomalies en cas de sécurité.

Le Jjuge RICHARD GOLDSTONE, Procureur auprés du tribunal
international a affirmé & la Haye en Hollande gque les mandats
d’arréts internationaux contre les génocidaires seront émis le mois
prochain et que les dossiers des suspects seront préts. Il a
déclaré également que certains enguéteurs qui sont ici 3 Kigali se
rendront en Zambie la semaine prochaine pour interroger les
personnes arrétées par les autorités de ce pays.

Les parlementaires rwandais ont commencé hier & examiner le projet
de loi portant organisation et compétence des juridictions et de
l7auditorat militaire.

Le Dr KABAYIZA EPHREM, Président de la commission chargée des
problémes des réfugiés a déclaré dans une réunion a Généve que les
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réfugiés rwandais ont le droit inaliénable de rentrer
volontairement dans leur pays. Il a signalé que 100.000 sont
recemment rentrés du Burundi et que 500 réfugiés rwandais rentrent
chaque jour en provenance du zaire. Il a souligné qu’il a le ferme
espoir que beaucoup de réfugiés rwandais vont rentrer du zaire
compte tenu des négociations qui se font actuellement entre les
deux pays.

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Kigali, October 20, 1995 - The Rwandese Head of State, H.E. Pasteur Bizimungu, arrived
in Washington on Wednesday for his US visit, which has been arranged by Africare, a US-based
NGO operating in Rwanda. The President and his delegation, which includes the First Lady, are
heading for the UN in New York, where he will address the General Assembly next Tuesday, in
ceremonies marking the Organization’s 50th anniversary. In Washington, he met yesterday a group
of African-American leaders and later held talks with the Secretary of State, Mr. Warren
Christopher, and Vice-President Al Gore. He gave an afternoon press conference, followed last

| evening by a meeting with President Clinton. The two Presidents are due to meet again at a

planned dinner by Africare for a select group of world leaders.

Germany offered yesterday to the National Bank, BNR, equipment worth Rwfr 87 million
for screening and recycling old Bank notes. The first Deputy Governor of the National Bank, Mr.
Laurien Rutayisire, officiated at the handing-over ceremony, which was attended by the German
Ambassador to Rwanda, the Director of GTZ and the Director-General of the Ministry of Finance,
Mr. Simon Ntare. Mr. Rutayisire thanked the German officials for the two machines offered,
which will enable the Bank to sort out very easily damaged notes for reissue.

The Ministry of Public Works and Energy opened in Gisenyi vesterday a seminar for the
technicians of the Yungwe water purification plant, which is being rehabilitated with the ICRC
support. The ICRC is also sponsoring the seminar. The rehabilitation is expected to provide
enough drinking water to a total of 100 000 people in three communes, namely, Mutura, Rwerere

and Kanama.

In Kibuye, fishing on Lake Kivu has been suspended due to insecurity in the area. The
Prefet of Kibuye, Mr. Kabera, announced this following some murder incidents which were blamed
on subversive elements feared to have come from neighbouring Cyangugu. The Prefet also warned
some parents who prevent, on religious grounds, their children from attending school. He said that
education being the foundation for the country’s development, such retrogressive acts cannot but

call for punishment.

Gisenyi received yesterday 194 refugees returning from Zaire, while in Kibungo, a group
of refugees from Camps in Tanzania arrived to tour their various communes to assess security
there. They are to visit Birenga, Kigarama and Mugesera, after which they will go back to
Tanzania to inform fellow refugees on the security situation, in a bid to achieve more voluntary

repatriation. Meanwhile, a group of 47 Rwandese were arrested as illegal immigrants between
Ngara and Kabanga, in Tanzania, and were returned to Rwanda.

Abroad

Negotiations between the Luanda Government and Savimbi’s UNITA came to a stand-still
yesterday, following the shooting to death of a UNITA General’s bodyguard in the Capital. The
Government has promised to investigate the killing, but the UNITA delegation is boycotting the
talks in protest against the attack, feared to have been aimed at the General who was out of the car
when the killing occurred.

Kenya is faced with the problem of 500 000 orphans left behind by parents who have died
of AIDS-related diseases. Itis feared that within a few years, the country’s population of 25 million
will have 1 million people with a sero-positive condition.

The UNHCR has warned that Libya’s decision to expel the over 1 million illegal workers
would cause upheavals in the countries affected by this move, especially in Sudan, Chad and Mali,
where there is already marked instability.

The one-
week seminar, which opened last Saturday, is a political awareness effort for the benefit of officers
from all units throughout Rwanda. Various Government officials have been invited to address the
seminar on a number of topics. In his exposé, the Premier explained the Government policy,
pointing out the great need for cohesion among the different structures of the Administration, so
a5 to achieve the goals of the Eight-Point Programme. He pointed out that the Government of
national Unity is guide by principles of fundamental law, Arusha Accord and the RPA Declaration.
On th: ‘rwy and Ge darmerie, he stressed the fact that these belong to the whole nation and not
toany group . ieopi. He called upon the military to protect security without using excessive force
and to promo.e the Cuverninent policy of national unity. Mr. Rwigema disclosed that the issue of
salaries and equipment for the military is being handled and that both the US Embassy and the
German Embassy had promised to give some assistance, He further indicated that the matter had
been discussed between him and the Finance Minister, who is due to travel abroad to sign an
agreement on related aid package. One officer interviewed by Radio Rwanda stated that the
seminar offered an opportunity to revive the political course for better nation building.

The Minister of Rehabilitation and Social Reintegration, Mr. Patrick Mazimhaka, was in
Gisenyi yesterday to address the Repatriation Committee meeting at Hotel Méridien. The Minister
also welcomed the 680 returnees who crossed from Zaire yesterday. The UNHCR and IOM are
p "oviding the necessary logistics to receive the returning refugees, whom they transport to Nkamira
transit cam» for tempurary stay before the return to home communes. The Gisenyi meeting is
stadying way:  .d :cears of £ ilitating the repatriation and reintegration of refugees. Topics under
aiscussioli ik .ude 1uutivation aud discipline for the staff involved, relations among the various
bodies concerned and administrative strategies to enhance efficiency. Today the Committee will
discuss the issue of coordination among the 15 Ministries dealing with refugee matters, while
tomorrow the discussion will be on liaising with NGOs. In the meantime, other reports indicate that
a total of 118 refugees returned to Kibungo from Tanzania yesterday.

The Minister of Higher Education, Mr. Joseph Nsengimana, took part yesterday in the
procession organized at Butare Campus in remembrance of the genocide victims at the University.
'The march by mourning students and staff, who carried placards denouncing the genocide, started
from the Camipus and moved to the City Centre. The lecturers and students deplored the barbaric
massacre of staff and students at the Campus last year, while calling for justice to be carried out
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to punish the perpetrators of the genocide. Funeral rites and decent reburial for the victims will
take place at the National University Campus next Saturday.

The Rwandese Ambassador to South Africa, Maj. Dr. Karenzi, is reported to have explained
that a total of 20 Rwandese refugees have been arrested in Zambia, the majority being arraigned
for illegal stay. Those arrested for genocide are: Mr. George Rutaganda, former Vice-President
of INTERAHAMWE, Mr. Come Bizimungu, ex-Prefet of Kigali Rural, Mr. Jacques Gasekurume,
Mr. Gérard Gatera, Mr. Jean de Dien Habineza, Mr. Félicien Libanje, a former member of the
MRND Executive Committee, and Mr. Jean Paul Akayezu. It was noted that Zambia is the first
African country to have arrested genocide suspects.

Mecanwhile, the President of the Security Council, Ambassador Gambari of Nigeria, has
called upon all member countries to arrest any genocide suspects on their territory. He also
appealed to the international community to assist Rwanda in the rehabilitation of its judicial system
and prison facilities. Ambassador Gambari also deplored acts of subversive infiltrations carried out
by Rwandese refugees against their country.

The President is passing through
Washington where he will meet US President Bill Clinton at a dinner organized by Africare for
some world leaders. Accompanied by his wife, Mrs. Serafina Bizimungu, and the Prefet of
Ruhengeri, Mr. Karuhije, the Rwandese Head of State will be joined in the US by his Foreign
Minister, Dr. Anastase Gasana, who has been attending meetings of the UN General Assembly.

Prior to his departure, President Bizimungu swore in six Judges of the Supreme Court, one
Minister and four members of the National Assembly at an aftermoon ceremony held at
Parliamentary Buildings. The six Judges are: Justice Jean Mutsinzi, Chief Justice, Justice Balthazar
Kanubana for Magistrates’ Courts, Justice Maj. Augustin Cyiza for Court of Appeal, Justice Paul
Rutayisire for the Constitutional Court, Justice Vincent Nkezabaganwa for the Council of State and
Justice Paul Ruyenzi for Auditor-General. The new Minister of Information, Mr. Jean Pierre
Bizimana, was also sworn-in, together with the Attorney-General, Maitre Siméon Rwagasore and
the Principal State Attorney, Maitre Louis Marie Mugenzi. With themn were four new members of
the National Assembly, nainely, former Posts and Telecommunications Minister, Mrs. Immaculée
Kayumba for the RPF, Maj. Dr. Sezibera and Capt. Jill Rutaremara for the RPA and Mr. Jean
F.éon Bizima for MDR.

During this ceremony, Pr-sident Bizimungu stressed the need for the new Judges to maintain
the independence of the Judiciary as provided by the Law, with a high sense of accountability, while
avoiding influence from the other arms of the Government - the Executive and the National
Assembly. This is the last stage in re-establishing State institutions, destroyed by genocide last year.
The President pointed out two issues to be addressed by the Judiciary: first, anomalies dictated by
circumstances in arresting genocide suspects; second, the need to draw the difference between the
role played by leaders and by simple citizens in the perpetration of genocide. On the latter
question, he indicated that a seminar will be held next month to advise the Judiciary on the right
course to take. This will involve foreign experts, Cabinet Ministers, members of the National
Assembly, political parties and civil leaders. The magnitude of genocide trials requires formulation
of a special policy with a view to rebuilding a new Rwanda.

O ik~ same occasion, the new Minister of Justice, Mrs. Marthe Mukamurenzi, said the
National Assembly i: debating a bill on the regulations to govern the functioning of the judicial
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system. When the bill is passed, the appointment of other judges will follow and it is planned that
within two months the Court system will be fully operational. The Deputy Speaker of the National
Assembly, Mr. Nkongoli, stressed the importance of independence for the judiciary and observed
that it was lack of such independence which had led to genocide in this country.

The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Mr. Pierre Célestin Rwigema, received yesterday the UNDP
Assistant Administrator, Mr. Ahmad, who promised UNDP’s support for the rehabilitation of the
judicial system and the repatriation and reintegration of refugees in their Communes. The Premier
held also talks with Ambassador Ganz, a Senior Official in the Office of the German Vice-
Chancellor and Minister of Foreign Affairs, Dr. Claus Kinkel. Ambassador Ganz is visiting
Rwanda for a follow-up on the matters discussed during the last visit of the Vice-Chancellor. Over
DM?7 million has been pledged in emergency aid, with particular concern for the judicial system and
the issue of overcrowded prisons.

In Gisenyi, six subversive infiltrators from Zaire were caught yesterday morning by villagers
in Bulinda sector of Rubavu Commune. One of them was disarmed and shot dead as he resisted
arrest. The six had three guns, 11 grenades, two anti-personnel mines and two anti-tank mines.
They confessed to ha -e entered the country on 28 September via Lake Kivu, landing in Kayove
Commune. Only one of them had previously been a soldier in the former army. The others had
undergone a six-inonth training in the refugee camp. Their leader, Oscar Hategekimana, is
originally from Rutongo Commune. The infiltrations are master-minded by Maj. Nkilikina in the
refugee camps and are aimed at sabotage acts to discredit the Government.

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Kigali, October 17, 1995 - H.E. President Bizimungu sent on Sunday a congratulatory
message to the President of Zaire, Marshal Mobutu Sese Seko, on the occasion of his 65th birthday.
The telegram pointed out that the Marshal has been leading his country for almost 30 years now,
serving not only Zaire but also the continent of Africa. The Rwandese Head of State wished him
good health and prosperity. Another telegram of congratulations was sent to North Korean
President Kim Jong Il, on the occasion of the 50th anniversary of his country’s Workers’ Party.
President Bizimungu noted in that message the good relations prevailing between Rwanda and North
Korea, while wishing the North Korean Leader happiness and prosperity.

Bidding farewell to the Belgian Minister of State for Cooperation, President Bizimungu
indicated that the Rwanda Government has not been opposed to the holding of a regional summit.
The Belgian Minister left last evening for Brussels. In a press interview he gave at the Belgian
Embassy before his departure, Mr. Reginard Morales said his assessment of Rwanda’s situation was
positive. Belgium is going to resume its cooperation programme, which will focus on health,
agriculture, education, small and medium enterprises and rehabilitation of the judicial system. He
indicated that special attention will also be given to projects in Butare, Kigali Rural and
Rwamagana. Recalling the old ties between Rwanda and Belgium, he said that other aid donors,
including the Americans, look up to Belgium for setting the pace in assisting this country.

The Minister of Labour and Social Affairs, Mr. Pie Mugabo, held yesterday a meeting with
the leaders of the Pentecostal Church in Rwanda to deal with the leadership crisis affecting the
Church. The meeting was also attended by the Chief of Staff of Gendarmerie, Col. Ndibwami, and
the Prefet of Kigali City, Major Rose Kabuye. The Church wrangle stems from the decision of a
meeting held in Nairobi in November last year, which confirmed the former Provost, now in exile
in Kenya, as the rightful leader of the Pentecostal Church in Rwanda. A faction of the Church,
led locally by Rev. Kayihura Sibomana, has endorsed that decision and keeps transferring funds
to the exiled Provost. Another faction, led by Andre Munonoka, is opposed to this and has been
trying to wrest leadership from the other group. The Minister indicated that it is not legal for the
Church to transfer money to the men in exile. He concluded by stating that neither Kayihura, nor
Munonoka has any rightful claim to leadership of the Church, until a new meeting is held by
Church members to choose new leaders, which he said should be in a week’s time,

The new Judges of the Supreme Court will be sworn-in today, midday, at the National
Assembly. Also to be sworn-in are the new Minister of Information and the Attorney-General.
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The coordinating committee for the Geneva Round-Table on assistance to Rwanda met on
12 October in Geneva to review the situation. The Committee, which was attended by the UNDP
Resident Representative, Mr. Hazegawa, appreciated the constructive manner in which the Rwanda
Government had received the refugees who were forcibly repatriated by the Zaire Government.
The donors, however, remained rather worried about the slow pace of reinstituting the judicial
system. But this matter is being addressed, especially with the swearing-in of Supreme Court
Judges today.

The FAO marked yesterday its S0th anniversary. It was on 16 October 1945 when
representatives of 44 countries met in Quebec, Canada, to found the Food and Agriculture
Organization. In a message from Rwanda’s Ministry of Agriculture, it was announced that the
occasion will be locally celebrated on 11 November, to coincide with the 19th anniversary of the Day
of the Tree. The message regretted that a total of 800 million people remain underfed world-wide,
with, among them, 200 million children suffering from malnutrition. In the case of Rwanda, out
of a population totalling over 5 million internally, about 790 000 are faced with food shortage. The
Ministry’s statement indicated that the improved seeds programme, which was launched last year,
will be a major factor in solving the food shortage problem in this country. The FAO is planning
a World Food Summit for November next year, on self-sufficiency in food. This year’s theme is
"Feeding the People of the World".

Minister and the former Prefet of Kigali Rural, Mr. Céme Bizimungu.

Kigali, October 16, 1995 - The Minister of Lower Education, Mr. Laurien
Nagirabanzi, offered a dinner on Saturday in honour of the Belgian Minister of State for
Cooperation, Mr. Reginard Morales, whose visit is scheduled to end today. Mr. Ngirabanzi
thanked the Belgian delegation for visiting Rwanda and hoped this would help improve the
cooperation between Rwanda and Belgium. The Belgian guest said he had been the first person
to alert the world, from the platform of his NGO in Belgium, that the killings in Rwanda last
year were genocidal. He felt it was also his obligation to speak now against the inbuman
conditions in Rwanda’s prisons.

The Gendarmerie has asked the National Bank, BNR, to forward to the public the
characteristics of legal tender so as to fight the circulation of counterfeit money. This followed
the arrest of two people with fake notes of Rwir 5,000. The two pleaded ignorance about the
source of the counterfeit notes, whose distinguishing sign is the absence of the water-mark.

The Association of Rwandese Journalists was launched yesterday at Hotel des Diplomates,
with the objective of bringing together local journalists of the official and private media, in a bid
to cater for their common interests. Office bearers of the Executive Committee were elected.
The Editor of the Government-owned weekly, IMVAHO, Mr. Mweusi Karake, became the
chairman of this Association, to which UNESCO has pledged a financial support of US$ 80 000.

The federation grouping human rights associations in Rwanda, CLADHO, elected
yesterday its Executive Committee. The new chairman is Mr. Barambirwa and Vice-Chairman
Mr, Byabarumwanzi. All members of the Executive Committee will hold office for two years.

At a ceremony to mark the first anniversary of La Colombitre School, the Directeur de
Cabinet of the Lower Education Ministry, Mr. Gerard Ngendahimana, commended the school’s
efforts at promoting bilingualism. The school offers kindergarten and primary education in
double streams of French-speaking and English-speaking children. The Francophone classes get
extra lessons in English, while Anglophone classes get extra lessons in French. A secondary
school will be launched next year on the same basis, offering up to third year high school
education. The Directeur de Cabinet of the Lower Education Ministry promised Government
support for this private school, in the form of scholaristic materials and renumeration for
teachers. Similar support had been pledged by the Minister of Lower Education to the English
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Medium School, which celebrated its first anniversary recently. Yesterday’s ceremony was
attended by the Vice-President and Minister of Defence, Major-General Paul Kagame.

Abroad

The Vice-President of the United States, Mr. Al Gore, and the UN Secretary-General,
Mr. Boutros Boutros-Ghali paid a three-hour visit to the President of Haiti, in celebrations
marking the anniversary of the latter’s restoration to power. The Secretary-General was happy
to note the irreversible character of democracy and daily improvement of security in Haiti.

A prominent human rights activist in Kenya, Mr. John Macharia, was reported killed
yesterday, allegedly by the police. The late Macharia is said to have compiled damning evidence
of Government violation of human rights.

Another report indicates that over the last five years, there were 153 assassinations of

journalists in Latin America.

Kigali, October 14, 1995 - At a Cabinet meeting chaired yesterday by the President
of Rwanda, H.E. Pasteur Bizimungu, approval was given for the launching of a new airline in
the country, which is called Rwanda Express Airline (REX). The Cabinet endorsed deliberations
of its previous meetings held on 29 September and 6 October. It also appointed a new
University Deputy Vice-chancellor, Dr. Jean Bosco Butera, in replacement of Dr. Butare Kiyovu.
The meeting approved plans for the census of civil servants and discussed the re-organization of
Electrogaz, the Government-owned power and water supply company.

The Belgian Minister of State for Cooperation, on a four-day visit here since yesterday,
was conducted on a tour of Gitarama and Butare, to see some Belgian-sponsored projects. He
said his visit was aimed at giving a fresh impetus to Belgo-Rwandese cooperation. He also
indicated that Belgium will support efforts to prop up the judicial system in Rwanda and will
assist in seeking justice for the perpetrators of genocide.

The German delegation from Rhenany Palatinate ends today its four-day visit to Rwanda.
The leader of the delegation, who heads the Palatinate’s Association for cooperation with
Rwanda, said yesterday he was leaving with very good impressions on the country’s situation and
promised to mobilize more assistance for Rwanda, particularly in the field of technical education.
The Rwandese Prime Minister, Mr. Pierre Célestin Rwigema, thanked the German Government
for its contacts with the Rwandese people, which enables the Germans to see reality on the spot
and to avoid rumours that tend to deter other partners. He lauded the German Government for
its special support to education, which is the foundation of progress. Similar expression of
gratitude came from Col. Alexis Kanyarengwe, Minister of Internal Affairs and Rural
Development, who called for the reorganization of the twinning system between various
Rwandese localities and towns in the Palatinate, for the mutual benefit of the two communities.
The German Ambassador to Rwanda explained on the same occasion the dual nature of his
country’s assistance to Rwanda: aid from the Palatinate is from people to people, while official
German aid is from Government to Government. On his part, the Rwanda Ambassador to
Germany, Mr. Mike Rugema, thanked the German delegation for witnessing first-hand the
situation in this country and appealed to the visitors to support his mission in interpreting
Rwanda’s situation to the German Government and the people of the Palatinate.
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At the Ministry of Foreign Affairs yesterday, the Directeur de Cabinet, Mr. Jean Baptiste
Kadende, summoned the Burundi Ambassador to Rwanda, Mr. Ntihabose, to explain reports that
appeared in the Kenya-based weekly, The East African, quoting President Sylvestre
Ntibantunganya of Burundi as saying his country would not cooperate with the International
Tribunal for Rwanda. Ambassador Ntihabose said the reports were baseless. He explained that
the Burundi President had issued a clear statement promising to support the work of the Tribunal
and to help eradicate the culture of impunity in Rwanda.

In Vienna, 350 major NGOs criticized delegates at the meeting for the banning of anti-
personnel mines, who postponed their deliberations without consensus on the desired ban. The
negotiations have been going on since 26 September. The NGOs condemned the hypocrisy of
Government delegates, who supported the ban in informal contacts, but opposed it in their
sessions due to pressure from the lobby of the firms that manufacture the lethal products.

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\n> Kigali, October 13, 1995 - The Rwandese Prime Minister, Mr. Pierre Célestin Rwigema,
received yesterday in his office the American Ambassador to Rwanda, Mr. David Rawson. They
discussed possibilities of obtaining American assistance for Rwanda’s Gendarmerie. The Premier
presented a list of urgent requirements to improve the security operations of that institution.
Indicating that the US is keen to assist Rwanda in improving security, Ambassador Rawson said he
would examine the list and see what components the US can finance. Another meeting on the issue

will be held in the Prime Minister’s Office next week. The Chief of Staff of Gendarmerie, Col.
Deogratias Naibwami, attended the talks.

Rwanda’s Foreign Minister, Dr. Anastase Gasana, addressed on Wednesday the 50th session
of the UN General Assembly. He expressed regret that the UN failed the Rwandese people during the
genocide last year, when it withdrew its troops at the height of massacres. He also deplored the lack
of international reaction to the predicament of Rwandese refugees between 1959 and 1990. Dr. Gasana
indicated that unlike the previous regimes, the current Government is committed to the repatriation
of all refugees and to solving once and for all the country’s refugee problem. The UN can redeem itself
by supporting Government efforts in that direction, especially by providing the required assistance for
the revival of the judicial system. On the recent statement by President Moi purporting to obstruct
investigation of genocide suspects in Kenya, Foreign Minister Gasana said this was in violation of
Security Council Resolution 978, a matter which should be addressed by the Security Council.
Recounting the horrible extent of atrocities committed during the genocide, he pointed out cases where
victims paid their tormentors to kill them with bullets, instead of the alternative death under machette
cuts or being buried alive. Dr. Gasana asked the international press to stop the divisive approach of
looking at Rwanda solely in sectarian terms, which polarisation the Government is striving to end.

The tripartite meeting on the repatriation of Rwandese refugees from Zaire closed yesterday
in Gisenyi. Five major decisions were taken by this meeting between Rwanda, Zaire and UNHCR.
First, starting from the beginning of November, the repatriation will be at the rate of 20 000 refugees
a day, half through Gisenyi, half through Cyangugu. Secondly, Zairian officials will be touring
Rwanda to get first-hand information on the security in communes, so as to be able to reassure the
refugees on the prevailing safety. At the same time, similar tours will be arranged for refugees to
assess the situation for themselves and return to camps with the right data to counter the
disinformation campaign in those camps. Thirdly, the Zairian officials will intensify their fight against
the intimidation carried out by camp leaders to stop would-be returnees. Fourthly, two technical
committees were set up for Gisenyi and Cyangugu to coordinate the repatriation through the two entry
points and make a follow-up to find ways of introducing new routes. Fifthly, another meeting will be
held in Zaire between November 20 and 30 to review the progress. The UNHCR has agreed to provide
resources for the exercise. On another note, however, a Zairian official interviewed by Radio Rwanda
stated that his country’s pesition on the December 31 deadline remains a non-negotiable matter.
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An inter-ministerial meeting was held yesterday at the Prime Minister’s office, chaired by Mr.
Antoine Bizimana, Directeur de Cabinet of the Premier. The discussions, in which also took part
officials of the National Bank (BNR) and UNDP, centred on preparations for the Geneva aid donors’
meeting, which is scheduled for 31 March next year. It was decided to set up a better mechanism for
information flow among the relevant officials in order to enhance efficiency in the preparations.

The visiting German delegation toured on Wednesday the prefectures of Kibungo and Butare.
The delegation, which comes from Rhenany Palatinate, visited Gisenyi yesterday and will meet today
the Speaker of the National Assembly and representatives of local human rights associations.

In Burundi, the President announced a major Cabinet reshuffle yesterday, which affects seven
Ministers, including the dropped Ministers of Internal Affairs and Foreign Affairs. Mr. Banzubaze
becomes the new Minister of Internal Affairs, while Mr. Bankebyumusaya takes over the Foreign
Affairs portfolio. The men they replaced are said to have been deeply involved in what was termed
"the Krugger Affair", in a reference to the American Ambassador in Bujumbura.
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Mazimhaka thanked the Zairean delegation for the hospitality given to the Rwandese refugees in Zaire,
adding that it was time those refugees returned home in safety and dignity. The meeting will study
ways and means to get proper information into the camps on the situation in the country and to stop
intimidation by camp leaders who obstruct voluntary repatriation. The Representative of the UNHCR
in Kigali, Mr. W. Urasa, and his Kinshasa-based counterpart are attending the meeting, whose early
session today is for technical discussion by experts to draw up recommendations on appropriate

modalities fryatﬁatim exercise.
The Minister of Trade and Industry, Mr. Prosper Higiro, visited yesterday the SORIMEX

factory, which re-opened recently to resume the manufacture of Colgate as well as Palmolive and
Protex soap brands. The company’s founding Chairman and his Belgian wife, who was a co-director,
died in last year’s genocide. The surviving shareholders have now rehabilitated the factory and
production has resumed for the tooth-paste and soap.

Italy has offered US$ 1.85 million in food aid comprising rice for Rwanda.

The Secretary-General of the United Nations, Dr. Boutros Boutros-Ghali proposed to the
Security Council further reduction of UNAMIR troops in Rwanda, in a drive to cut down expenditures
for the cash-strapped peace-keeping missions world-wide. It may be noted here that in an infexrview
with Radio UNAMIR, the UN Force Commander, Major General Guy Tousignant, said a further troop
reduction below the recently completed cut of 3700 soldiers would jeopardize the mission. The General
stated in that interview the following: "If you reduce below the number we are now — a number I have
never accepted, a number imposed on me — I have made it very clear ... this means the closing of the
mission on December 8 because militarily, you are totally ineffective." The Force Commander added
that the combination of the UN financial crisis and the reluctance of the Rwanda Government to renew
a military mandate meant the UN had to accept its peace-keeping mission in Rwanda would end on
December 8. According to reports of the same Radio UNAMIR, General Tousignant, together with
the UN Special Representative, Ambassador Shaharyar Khan, have submitted proposals to the Security
Council for further troop cuts after consultations with the Rwandan authorities. A final decision on
the mission will be made shortly by the Security Council.

Kigali, October 10, 1995 - The President of Ireland, H.E. Mary Robinson, arrived yesterday
in Kigali for a four-day State visit. She was welcomed at Kanombe International Airport by President
Pasteur Bizimungu. Madame Rob-nson is visiting today the old scene of genocide at Nyarubuye Parish
in Kibungo. In her interview with Radic Rwanda yesterday, she said her visit was aimed at getting
first-hand information on the current situation in Rwanda, so that she may inform other leaders about
it during the forth-coming meeting to mark the 50 anniversary of the UN. She pointed out that the
Rwanda issue will feature at that meeting. The Irish President stated that her discussions with
Rwandese leaders would focus on human rights, repatriation of refugees and national reconciliation,
adding that she wanted to see how far the Government has gone in its goal of building a social society.

The Vice-President and Minister of Defence, Major General Paul Kagame reiterated yesterday
that the death of Habyarimana and the acts of genocide were two separate issues that should not be
mixed up to defend genocide. In an interview with Radio Rwanda’s Louise Kayibanda, the Vice-
President indicated that President Moi of Kenya should not interfere in Rwanda’s affairs which he has
failed to understand. The Rwanda Government has never opposed investigations into the death of

~ Habyarimana. 1t was some French personalities, acting officially or individually - it is not clear in
- Q)y what capacity - who took to France exhibits that could have been used in such investigations. It was
N the then Presidential Guard who categorically barred UNAMIR soldiers from visiting the scene of the
crush, in a cover-up that is hard to explain. Major-General Kagame stressed that the crime of
genocide remains indefensible and Government of Rwanda cannot accept the posture of its apologists,
He advised Moi to try and solve his own country’s security problems, including the unresolved murders
Q[/ of former Foreign Minister Robert Ouko and former Presidential aide Oyugi, as well as the rampant
\\s ethnic massacres in Kenya’s Rift Valley. He clarified that his Sunday comments did not mean that
\\ ¢ individual Rwandese would take the law in their hands: the Government would use legal means and
other channels to ensure that justice is done. This had nothing to do with vengeance. Asked to explain
the causes of Kenya’s persistent animosity to this Government, witnessed through the expulsion of
Rwandese diplomats from Kenya, the Vice-President said it could be due to personal friendship or
business interests with leaders of the previous regime. He further explained that the Rwanda
Gouvernment had tried its best to solve problems with Kenya and tolerated the insults and other acts

of hostility, but it would never tolerate the attempts to cover up genocide.

The Rwandese Prime Minister, Mr. Pierre Célestin Rwigema received yesterday the German
Minister of State who is also Chairman of the Rhenanie Palatinate. The German visitor promised
assistance to Rwanda in education, judiciary, security, rehabilitation and support for orphans, The
Premier received also the Deputy Prosecutor of the International Tribunal for Rwanda, Justice Honoré
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Kigali, October 9, 1995 - The President of Rwanda, H.E. Pasteur Bizilungu, was yesterday
guest of honour at a reception hosted by the Moslem Community to congratulate two fellow moslems
who were recently appointed Cabinet Ministers. During this ceremony at the Islamic Centre in
Nyamirambo, Kigali, the President announced that the Idd-el-fitr, which marks the end of the Moslem
holy month of Ramadhan, would become a public holiday in Rwanda. The Moslem Community was
commended for having by and large desisted from acts of genocide, unlike the other religions whose
members showed generally no restraint. President Bizimungu offered Rwfr 100 000 to the Islamic
Centre and Rwfr 100 000 to the orphanage run by the Moslem Community in Kigali.

The Vice-President and Minister of Defence, Major-General Paul Kagame, attended also the
ceremony. In his address to the Moslem congregation, the Vice-President praised the islamic
Community which had outshone the members of other faiths. He condemned the spirit of "Kefirism"
and paganism shown by other religious communities, which had engaged en masse in acts of atrocities
against their co-religionists. Commenting on President Moi’s recent statement barring the investigators
of the International Tribunal to carry out their work in Kenya, the Vice-President said that two wrongs
do not make a right: the crime of shooting down the plane is an issue apart that cannot explain away
the genocide in its wake. He said the mystery of that plane crush should be explained by those who
stumeto obstruct independent witnesses of UNAMIR from looking at the scene of the wreck. He noted
the mystery that surrounded the plane’s black box which weuld have elucidated the affair, pointing
out that after confirmation of the existence of the box, there was confusion created by counter-claims
of its non-existence. The Major-General urged the Moslems to maintain their spirit in support of
national umity.

The Chairman of the Moslem Community in Rwanda, Sheikh Mugwiza, expressed gratitude
to the Government for its recent appointment of two Moslem Ministers, namely, Sheikh Abdel Karim
Harerimana, who is new Minister of Civil Service, and Mrs. Marthe Mukamurenzi, who is new
Minister of Justice. He explained that previous regimes had shown persistent discrimination against
Moslems. No Moslem had been previously appointed Minister. None could enter Parliament. None
even zt other levels of administration, such as bourgmestres, etc. He appealed to the Government to
return the schoc ¥ealled INTWALI, which was confiscated by the Government long ago, to its rightful
owners who are the local Moslems. A promise was made to have investigations carried out by the
Prime Minister, after which the restitution would be done if the findings so warrant.

President Museveni has promulgated Uganda’s new Constitution, which gives his all-parties
regime, known as the Movement system, a five-year renewal to the year 2001.

The
new Constitution was adopted with overwhelming majority by the Constitutional Assembly on 22
September after more than a year and a half of debate.

Aid donors have pledged US$ 1 billion for Angola, whose major opposition leader, Jonas
Savimbi, says the peace process is progressing well.
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Burton observed that Irish NGOs have a good reputation and, as a matter of policy, involve the local
beneficiaries ir the management of their projects.

The National Assembly met yesterday in a plenary session to deliberate on the appointment of
the Supreme Court Judge.

Kigali, October 9, 1995 - The President of Rwanda, H.E. Pasteur Bizimungu, was yesterday
zuest of honour at a reception hosted by the Moslem Community to congratulate two fellow moslems
who were recently appointed Cabinet Ministers. During this ceremony at the Islamic Centre in
Nyamirambo, Kigali, the President announced that the Idd-el-fitr, which marks the end of the Moslem
holy month of Ramadhan, would become a public holiday in Rwanda. The Moslem Community was
commended for having by and large desisted from acts of genocide, unlike the other religions whose
members showed generally no restraint. President Bizimungu offered Rwfr 100 000 to the Islamic
Centre and Rwfr 100 000 to the orphanage run by the Moslem Community in Kigali.

The Vice-President and Minister of Defence, Major-General Paul Kagame, attended also the
ceremony. In his address to the Moslem congregation, the Vice-President praised the islamic
Community which had outshone the members of other faiths. He condemned the spirit of "Kefirism"
and paganism shown by other religious communities, which had engaged en masse in acts of atrocities
against their co-religionists. Commenting on President Moi’s recent statement barring the investigators
of the International Tribunal to carry out their work in Kenya, the Vice-President said that two wrongs
do :0* mzke a right: th~ crime of shooting down the plane is an issue apart that cannot explain away
the »..20ocide in its wak . He said the mystery of that plane crush should be explained by those who
st » . to obstruci independent witnesses of UNAMIR from looking at the scene of the wreck. He noted
the mystery that surrounded the plane’s black box which would have elucidated the affair, pointing
out that after confirmation of the existence of the box, there was confusion created by counter-claims
of its non-existence. The Major-General urged the Moslems to maintain their spirit in support of
national unity.

The Chairman of the Moslem Community in Rwanda, Sheikh Mugwiza, expressed gratitude
to the Government for its recent appointment of two Moslem Ministers, namely, Sheikh Abdel Karim
Harerimana, who is new Minister of Civil Service, and Mrs. Marthe Mukamurenzi, who is new
Minister of Justice. He explained that previous regimes had shown persistent discrimination against
Moslemns. No Moslem had been previously appointed Minister. None could enter Parliament. None
eve= “t other levels of administration, such as bourgmestres, etc. He appealed to the Government to
ce.usn the schoc “called INTWALIL, which was confiscated by the Government long ago, to its rightful
Junels who aic che local Moslems. A promise was made té have investigations carried out by the
Prime Minister, after which the restitution would be done if the findings so warrant.

This
ceremony was attended by the First Lady, Mme. Serafina Bizimungu, the Deputy Prime Minister,

President Museveni has promulgated Uganda’s new Constitution, which gives his all-parties
regime, known as the Movement system, a five-year renewal to the year 2001.

RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY

Kigali, October 6, 1995 - The President of Rwanda, H.E. Pasteur Bizimungu opened yesterday
the Nsinda Detention Centre in Rutonde Commune. The ceremony marked also the opening of Nyanza
Prison in Butare and Onatracom Detention Centre in Remera, Kigali. President Bizimungu thanked
those who has helped to carry out this project, singling out Ambassador Khan of UNAMIR and Mr.
Hasegawa of UNDP as well as Mr. Klans Kinker, Vice-Chancellor and Foreign Minister of Germany,
who had sensitized the world on the urgent need to improve prisons conditions in Rwanda. He noted,
however, that the tents were very hot inside and not very suitable from the point of view of security.
He hoped, therefore, that more assistance would be provided to change to more suitable structures.
The President observed that similar projects were in the pipeline at Ntyazo in Butare and in Kibuye
and Byumba, to solve the problem of overcrowded detention centres.

Explaining the background to the detention crisis, President Bizimungu pointed out that within
about two weeks the Supreme Court would be instituted, leading to the revival of the other courts and
the normal functioning of the judicial system. He also said that this will be essential for the healing
process of Rwanda’s society. The President was accompanied by the Speaker of the National
Assembly, Mr. Nkusi, his Deputy, Mr. Nkongoli, and the Minister of Justice, Ms. Mukamurenzi.

Reacting to press reports about President Moi’s threats to arrest investigators of the
International Tribunal, President Bizimungu said such a stand was immoral. The Prosecutor of the
International Tribunal for Rwanda, Mr. Goldstone, requested Kenya for an explanation, saying the
reported decision would contravene conventions to which Kenya is a signatory. He also stated that in
the past such a decision would make the offending country face UN sanctions. President Moi was
reported as saying that priority should be given to investigations on who shot down President
Habyarimana’s plane, adding that any investigators of the International Tribunal coming to Kenya to
pursue alleged authors of genocide would be arrested.

The Rwandese Prime Minister, Mr. Pierre Célestin Rwigema, toured yesterday areas of
Gisenyi. Accompanied by the Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Internal Affairs, Col. Alexis
Kanyarengwe, and the Minister of Rehabilitation and Social Integration, Mr. Patrick Mazimhaka, the
Prime Minister visited the Gishwati forest reserve, where 317 families returning from Masisi, Zaire,
had illegally settled. He explained to these people that the particular area they had occupied was for
a Government project for seed selection, adding that the other parts of Gishwati were reserved for
cattle keeping, to the exclusion of crop farming. He announced, however, that the Government had
earmarked an area of 1000 ha to resettle these returnees, whom he urged to organize their new homes
in properly planned cluster housing schemes, instead of the usual sparsely arranged homesteads on
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individual farms. This would enable the Government to provide the people with better services. The
Prime Minister also visited Kanama Commune, where he expressed his sympathy with the people over
the recent tragedy that had claimed over 100 lives. He assured the people that a Commission of
enquiry was investigating the matter and on the basis of its findings the culprits would be punished.

A Killer disease has been reported in Muhura Commune, Byumba, where 847 people have been
affected by the infection, whose causes are not yet identified. A medical team is studying the disease,
which, in some cases, Kills within a few hours.

La délégation rwandaise conduite par 1le Ministére de
l’Enseignement Primaire et Secondaire qui a effectué une visite
d’une semaine en Belgique est rentrée hier a Kigali. Le
gouvernement belge a accepté d’aider le gouvernement rwandais dans
le domaine de l’enseignement. Il est prét a envoyer bientét des
experts dans ce domaine et des enseignants de l’école secondaire.
La partie francophone de la Belgique a fait un don de 50 millions
de francs rwandais pour acheter les manuels scolaires et préparer
le concurs national de fin du cycle primaire. La délégation
rwandaise a aussi rencontré les responsables de 1’ACCT qui ont
consenti & donner 80 millions de francs rwandais pour construire
des écoles dans le Mutara et leurs équipements. Soulignons que
depuis 1994, le 5 Octobre a été déclaré la journée internationale
de l’enseignant par 1’UNESCO. A cette occasion, le Ministre de
l’enseignement primaire et secondaire et le Ministre de
l’enseignement supérieur de la recherche scientifique et de la



culture ont livré un message qui remercient d’abord les enseignants
de leur dévouement et de leur lourde responsabilité et qui les
exhortent ensuite & briller toujours par leur exemple.

Le Directeur de Cabinet au Ministére de la Réhabilitation et
de la Réintégration sociale, Mlle UMUTONI CHRISTINE, a dirigé hier
une réunion qui regroupait les directeurs de cabinet des différents
ministéres.

La
révision des postes de diplomatie étrangére a été également
reportée a la séance prochaine. Le conseil des Ministres devait
fixer les conditions qu‘’il faut remplir pour étre considéré comme
héros national.
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Kigali, October 7, 1995 - The President of Rwanda, H.E. Pasteur Bizimungu, chaired yesterday
a Cabinet meeting which endorsed decisions of three previous meetings held on 2, 20 and 22 September
1995. The Friday meeting also examined the licensing of a new air transport company, Rwanda
Express Airline, the appointment of advisors for the Prime Minister’s Office, reforms concerning
Rwanda’s embassies abroad and the criteria for the choice of national heroes.

The Vice-President and Minister of Defence, Major-General Paul Kagame, was yesterday guest
of honour at a ceremony held at Hotel des Diplomates to launch officially the Army Magazine,
INGABO. The Vice-President urged journalists to avoid divisionism and stressed that freedom of the
press must go hand in hand with a high sense of responsibility. Major-General Kagame said the
INGABO Magazine should be a torch bearer for the country and a forum for an exchange of ideas
between the military and the civilians. The ceremony was also attended by the Chief of Staff of
Gendarmerie, Col. Ndibwami, the Directeur de Cabinet of the Minister of Information, Mr. Aloys
Munyangaju and the Director of ORINFOR, Maj. Wilson Rutayisire, who, in an earlier ceremony,
had officiated at the closing of a seminar for Radio Rwanda English journalists, conducted by two BBC
journalists at CARE International.

The Minister of Primary and Secondary Education, Mr. Ngirabanzi, returned yesterday from
a visit to Belgium, with promises of an aid package totalling 130 million Rwandese francs. The French
community in Belgium pledged 50 million Rwandese francs, while the Francophonie central
organisation, Association pour la Ceopération Culturelle et Technique (ACCT), promised to assist
education in Mutara region with 80 million Rwandese francs. Meanwhile, the World Day of Education
was celebrated yesterday under the theme "tolerance peace, justice and development”.

The Ministry of Rehabilitation and Social Integration is holding a preparatory meeting for a
forthcoming seminar in Gisenyi which will focus on cooperation among the various bodies involved in
the process of rehabilitation and social integration. The seminar will bring together officials of 15
different Ministries and NGOs that are active in Rwanda’s rehabilitation, in a bid to enhance their
cooperation.

President Moi’s reported opposition to the work in Kenya of the International Tribunal for
Rwanda has outraged Amnesty Intermational and the US-based Human Rights Watch. The latter has
called for econcraic sanctions against Kenya if Moi maintains his stand. President Bizimungu has
warned that sucn a stand could cause chaos in this region. The Prosecutor of the International
Tribunal for Fwanda has been reported as saying that he was shocked by President Moi’s statement,
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especially in the light of the fact that Kenya had endorsed Resolution 955 which set up the terms of
the International Tribunal for Rwanda. He indicated that most of the suspects wanted for involvement
in last year’s genocide are now residing in Kenya.

The Burundi opposition parties have criticised their Head of State, President Ntibantunganya,
for not having cancelled his trip to Kenya in view of the Kenyan position.

Abroad

The Tanzanian Minister of Health has threatened to sack the 4 000 doctors on strike since
Monday. The strike has paralysed most hospitals in the country, especially the Capital’s major
hospital at Muhimbiri.

While President Do Santos of Angola and his arch-rival, UNITA President Savimbi, get closer
to peace, the Government is faced with increased threats from the secessionist Front for the Liberation
of Cabinda Enclave (FLEC). In another development, UNITA’s Savimbi was received in France by
President Chirac who promised support for Angola.

devait permettre aux pays dits moins avancés de faire un pas en
avant. ILs ont pu constater que la situation s’empire au fil des
jours.

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Kigali, October S, 1995 - Belgium has decided to arrest four Rwandese refugees accused of
involvement in last year’s genocide. This was announced by two senior officials of the Belgian Ministry
of Justice who were received yesterday by the Minister of Foreign Affairs and International
Cooperaticn, Dr. Anastase Gasana. The four arrested are Mr. Kanyabashi, former bourgmestre of
Ngoma Commune, Mr. Ndayambaje, former bourgmestre of Muganza Commune where a reburial of
26 000 remains took place recently, Mr. Higaniro, former Managing Director of a local match factory
and Mr. Ntezimana, a former University lecturer. Five other suspects are also wanted for arrest: Col.
Rwagafirita, former Chief of Staff of Gendarmerie, Col. Theoneste Bagosora, Mr. Ntuyahaga, Mr,
Mutabaruka, former bourgmestre of Sacye Commune, and a Belgian who used to work with RTLM
Radio.

Dr. Gasana also received the Belgian Ambassador to Rwanda with whom he discussed the
coming visit of the Belgian Minister of State for Cooperation, expected in Rwanda on 16th October.
He also met the Director of USAID to discuss the programme of American assistance to Rwanda.

In a press briefing held yesterday at the UNAMIR Headquarters at Hotel Amahoro, the Special
Representative of the United Nations Secretary-General, Ambassador Shaharyar M. Khan, announced
the vpening today of three detention centres to improve prison conditions in the country. The
ceresiony takes place today at Nsinda and will be presided over by the President of Rwanda, H.E.
Pasteur Bizimungu. The other new centres are Nyanza and Onatracom site in Kigali. These three
facilities will accommodate about 11 000 detainees, which will double the capacity of existing facilities
to about 23 000 places. UNAMIR has undertaken this project in collaboration with the UNDP, the
United Nations Human Rights Centre and the ICRC, The Rwandese Minister of Justice will
accompany the President to the ceremony.

The UNDP Resident Representative, Mr. Hasegawa, announced yesterday that the Geneva
Round Table pledges were being honoured. A total of US$ 252 million has been disbursed, which
represents 43% of total pledges.

A meeting was held in Rwamagana yesterday to find modalities of encouraging the voluntary
repatriation of Rwandese refugees from Tanzania. The meeting, which brought together Rwandese,
Tan:anian and UNHCR officials, was a follow-up of a similar meeting held in Arusha, Tanzania, last
month. A decisio.. was taken to have a Rwandese delegation visit Ngara Camp on Friday (tomorrow),
ir ¢ bud to cous .er the projsaganda by camp leaders who block would-be returnees with disinformation
on tne situation in Rwanda.
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The Prefet of Ruhengeri, Mr. Ignace Karuhije, held a meeting yesterday with the outgoing and
incoming bourgmestres in his prefecture. He explained that the changes were normal and appealed
to the outgoing officials to desist from engaging in rivalries that would undermine the work of their
replacements. The brigade Commander in the region, Col Ngoga, urged the officials to cooperate at
all levels of administration in matters of security and deplored the excessive use of alcohol as well as

the hiding of criminals.

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Kigali, October 4, 1995 - The President of Rwanda, H.E. Pasteur Bizimungu, hosted yesterday
a dinner for Pastor Leon Sullivan, the African-American preacher visiting Rwanda, who is Head of
the US-based International Foundation for Development. During the dinner, the President said the
process of national reconciliation cannot be successful if the people responsible for genocide are not
punished. He informed the Pastor that the 26 000 graves he had seen at Mugombwa on Monday were
only a small fraction of what had happened in the country last year. Rev. Sullivan reiterated his
pledge for mobilisation of American assistance to Rwanda, stressing that women and children will be
the main beneficiaries of that assistance. He promised to raise funds for the construction of schools,
hospitals and training centres for the uneducated.

The Vice-President and Minister of Defence, Major General Paul Kagame, received yesterday
the Deputy Director of the Swedish International Development Agency (Eastern and West Africa).
Sweden has committed a total of US$ 2.5 million in aid for Rwanda. The assistance will go to the
orphans, the telecommunications sector, the judiciary and the temporary detention centres.

The Prime Minister of Rwanda, Hon. Pierre Célestin Rwigema, held talks yesterday with the
former President of Burundi, Maj. Pierre Buyoya, on the issue of another sommit for the sub-region,
which is being proposed in some quarters. The Prime Minister explained that it is important to
implement first the decisions of the two previous sub-regional summits held in Nairobi and Bujumbura,
before convening another summit, whose objectives after all are not clear. Maj. Buyoya expressed his
appreciation of efforts inade by the Rwanda Government to re-establish security and repatriate
refugees.

The US Ambassador to Rwanda, Mr. David Rawson, met yesterday the Rwandese Minister of
Environment and Tourism, Mr. Nepomucene Nayinzira. They discussed issues of conservation and
tourism., The Minister suggested that animals in the national park could, with some external
assistance, be transferred to other areas of the country, so that tourism can benefit various areas of
Rwanda. The Ambassador promised US support for the development of Rwanda’s tourism.

The UNDP launched yesterday a three-day seminar at Mille Collines Hotel to sensitize officials
of various Ministries on the proper management of UNDP projects in Rwanda. The UN agency plans
to facilitate the efficient involvement of Government officials in the preparation and implementation
of its projects.
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Rwanda has been elected to the Vice-Presidency of the ACP Parliament in Brussels for a two-
year term. The leader of the Rwandese delegation to the ACP meeting, Mr. Hamid Omar, who is
Secretary of the Transitional National Assembly, noted his appreciation of his election to that high
office, which gives Rwanda leverage in the decision-making of that organization.
