1. Please find attached a proposed reorganisation of MilObs with a

supposed strength of 100 officers.

2. One MilObs Team will consist of 3 MilObs. Logistical requirement per
Team will be as follows:

1 vehicle with base station
2 hand held radios

rations

helmets

flack jackets

3.  The reorganisation in this 28 teams allows a flexible and efficient
deployment and tasking of MilObs.

4.  The teams can be organised in units of three to {ive teams to facilitate
command and control depending on tasking. The intention of this structure is
to keep MilObs as much flexible and mobile as possible in order to react on a
variety of scenarios and tasks. Mobility, flexibility, communication and
security will be the critical features of future MilObs operations in
RWANDA.

5. The possibility of a regrouping of officers according to tasking and
necessary skills (f.ex. language, computer, driving, negotiation, investigation
etc.) should be possible at any time and also be considered when composing
this teams.

6.  As a decrease of armed UN personnel has to be expected an increase of
other security measures for UN personnel should be considered. Such
considerations should include.

a. Enough air evacuation on permanent stand by, both for
medical and tactical evacuation

b. improvement of medical support

Reference : Ops Directive No 2 / 19 Nov 93.

UNAMIR Insgtallations are

a. Whether compounds surrounded by fences or walls,
containing UN personnel or UN equipment.

b. Vital grounds defended by UN troops, i. e. grounds to
which UN troops will not allow any access unless to persons
presenting themselves at the normal access{es) and after
identity controls.

UNAMIR troops will adhere to following specific guidelines

whilst guarding or defending the installations:

a. Hostile Intent. It is an action which appears to be
preparatery to an aggressive action against :

{1) The UN - installation or

{2) The UN personnel guarding/defending it or
{3) Any person who has access to it or

{4) Equipment contained in it.

b. Hostile Act. Any aggressive action against as under
paragraph 2,a. above.

c. Authority. The commander of the guard/defence unit
is authorized to use all available weapons or means needed
to respond to the threat to which the installation, the own
troops, the persons authorized to accede or the stored
equipments are exposed. Still, the principles of Minimum
Force and collateral damage to be avoided {(ref 7. e. and f)
will be adhered to.

d. Threats.

{1) Any installation of weapon directed to the
installation has to be considered as a hostile intent
and will lead to preparedness to respond fire by the
guarding unit.

{2) Any firing at the defending/guarding troops,
authorized perscns or stored equipments has to be
considered as a hostile act and will lead to immediate
reaction by fire and even to offensive actions in
order to dislodge the threat.

UN RESZRICTED
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(3} Hostile attitude by persons will only be reacted
at, if those persons proceed towards the installation,
although warning by voice have been given. Warning
shots will precede fire for effect. If the
sinstallation is surrounded by fence or wall, there
will be no firing for effect unless the persons
actually attempt to cross or to force the barrier.

There
were distortion but readable when the convey was moving
through the valleys.

The convey could also contact K-0 in Ch-8 1loud
and clear with little distortion in valleys. In Ch-10, the
convey had good contact with F-0 and D-0

b. At KM 58 (BIWSEGE) convey comm with K-0 was distorted
in Ch-8. F-0 was also distorted in Ch-7.

C. At RUKOMO junction, (KM 59} the convey had no contact
with C-0 in Ch-11. There was contact with F-0 in Ch-7 but
noisy and distorted. Convey had good contact with K-0 in
Ch-8 as well as with D-0 in CH-10.

d. At KM 60 no contact with -0 in Ch-11, and F-0 was
distorted in CH-7. But good comm with F-0 and D~-0 in Ch-10.

e. Subsequent KMs there were no contact with C-0 and F-0
in Ch-11 and Ch-7 respectively. But good contact with F-0
in Ch-10 upto KM-84 (MULINDI)}. From MULINDI RPF Sector HQ
there was good comm with C-0 and D-0 in Ch-11 and Ch-10
respectively.

2. Wide spread famine resulting from drought and heavy rains
has been reported from the Region. Despite relief efforts by
voluntary organisations such as CARITAS and Religious bodies the
situation requires more attention in form of aid. The visit would
therefore, afford him the opportunity to assess the situation on
the ground.

3. In preparation of His Excellency’s visit, reference A asked
the military observer group to conduct a recce and coordinate the
areas to be visited. The result of the recce has since been
conveyed to the FHQ.

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4. The aim of this paper is to lay down adequate instructions
for the smooth conduct of he SRSG’s visit.

5. Programme of wvisit. The visit will take place between
1100hrs and 1400hrs 7 Apr 94. The detailed programme is in

Annex A.

6. Members of the Entourage. His Excellency would be

accompanied by a number of military personnel, humanitarian and
Government Agencies. They will include the following:

a. Members of the Press.
b. Internal Affairs Personnel.
c. Social Affairs Personnel.
7. Areas to be visited. The main areas to be visited are

Children’s Hospital in KIBUYE and drought affected areas in
MWENDO.

8. Mode of Journey. The Special Representative and a few others
would travel by a helicopter. The remaining members of the
entourage will travel by road.

Send 6 figure grid reference of the Helipeds
to MILOB HQ immediately.

11. Vehicles. Each team will deploy with vehicles and
communication requirement. Considering the POL problens
especially in the South, all vehicles will begin operations with
full tanks. It is further advised that extra fuel be carried in
Jerricans. '

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12.Feeding/water. MILOBs will deploy with 48 hours self-
sufficient in ration.

13. Timings. In addition to the timings in Annex A, MILOBs will
deploy in all positions by 1000hrs on 7 Apr 94. There will
however be no move before first light same day.

But the crux
of it is that, has to be technically proved that he is legally
operating under the Mandate of that mission. It is unfortunate
that in some cases officers lost their lives or being disabled
without compensation because of certain legal technicalities.

5. As your subordinate commander and CMO, I would always carry
out orders as I am disciplined and honoured to do so and may be
ask questions later if necessary. This as you know, I always do
to my best and I will continue to do so. During last night's
meeting, I raised the question of night operations of MILOBs to
you may be at a wrong moment but all I am seeking is a security
assessment or provision of some security elements to be able to
conduct mission given to MILOBs safely and certainly there was
no intention to avoid MILOBs conducting duties anytime in the day
or night as- and when ordered by the Force Commander.

6. If at all I feel that the security of the MILOBs are at a
certain great risk in my own assessment, my duty as a subordinate
commander in a peacekeeping operation is to seek consultation and
appraised my concern to you.

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Notwithstanding, your directives and orders will always be
executed to the fullest; no doubt about that.
