PROGRAMMES D’ASSISTANCE HUMANITAIRE

1. Les programmes couvrent quatre catégories de bénéficiaires, nommément les victimes
de la sécheresse, les déplacés internes, les réfugiés en provenance du Burundi, et le
rapatriement spontané de réfugi€s auparavant en Ouganda et en Tanzanie.

Les communes de Bwakira et Kivumu n’ont pas eu de pluies tandis que les
communes de Gishyita et Rwamatamu connaissent des famines chroniques & cause des
mauvais sols et de 1a surpopulation.

14.  Quelques cas de cholera ont ét€ déclarés, et les ONG s’occupant d’aide médicale
(Médecins Sans Frontieres et la Croix Rouge Belge) ont mobilisé du matériel pour faire face
a une possible épidémie (certaines indications tendraient 2 montrer que le virus est venu du
Zaire).

SUBJECT : Discussion Points for the IASC-WG Meeting of 24.02.1994

Events here have not allowed us to focus on the inter-agency meeting which you will
hold tomorrow, but I am glad to be able to take advantage of the opportunity to
bring up a few points on the situation in Rwanda, as you suggested.

1) The Round Table Conference has been postponed, as the agencies know, and a
new date will be given when a new Government has been put in place. We have
begun an inter-agency process to define the roles and responsibilities of the agencies
within the framework of the Round Table. It would be extremely useful if the
agencies could consult and decide on (1) what their resource mobilisation plans are
for programmes falling under the scope of the Round table, and (2) the modalities of

their participation in the implementation phase.



2) Security as you know is now foremost in the decision making process, and there is
- a temporary interruption of all programmes, in particular for staff situated in the
" Prefecture of Butare. We have moved into security level II. At an agency meeting,
the World Bank Resident Representative explained that he had notified the
Government that the World Bank would suspend its programmes if it does not
obtain firm assurances from the Government that its ministries can keep functioning
effectively.

3) Coordination should now increase as the Emergency Support Unit has been
created, and will soon be fully staffed. We will discuss its programme of work with
the Agency Representatives as soon as the situation has stabilised. UNICEF has
meanwhile lent a staff member to work on the production of reports to the Technical
Secretariat of the of the Crisis Committee, begging some important issues. The
Secretariat was originally created with the support of the donors in 1992, and placed
in the Office of the Prime Minister with the support of the EU delegation and
UNDP. Now that the Emergency Unit has been created, it would be valuable to
consider the coordination mandates of the European Union and UNDP, in light of
the former’s new role in emergencies, and in light of the ECOSOC 1993
recommendations. I would also recommend that a Committee be created, composed
of the Information Officers from the Emergency Support Unit, WFP, UNICEF, and
soon UNHCR, so as to establish a common approach.

4) An inter-agency mission (with the participation of the Emergency Unit) has
carried out a rapid evaluation in the long depopulated Mutara Valley, where some
7,000 spontaneous returnees have settled. Some punctual assistance will be provided
by UNHCR and WFP. No project is foreseen for this beneficiary caseload for the
time being. We are also waiting for the FAO/WFP Assessment Mission report on the
drought, which could be a serious addition to the ongoing emergencies in Rwanda,
and the region as a whole. The multiplication of these emergencies, and the way in
which they feed into one another, might necessitate that the agencies and operational
bodies examine seriously the regional dimension of future resource mobilisation and
. implementation efforts. Reflections on such a dimension would be welcomed here.
-
Thank you for keeping us informed of discussions in Geneva and New York
regarding the humanitarian programmes here. Such information is important for the
evolution of our work.

SUBJECT: Minute of the coordination meeting with UNHCR, UNDP
and NGOs on Burundese Refugees (31 Jan 94).

1. Previous report.

The previous report was approved after the following
remarks:

From the next distribution on, in every site distributions
will take place every two weeks instead of every 10 days as
before. A study was made to check if the warehouses (EDPs)
had a sufficient capacity to store enough food. Where
capacity was insufficient new warehouses were added.
USAID gave its permission to ship 1,000 tons of CSB from
MAPUTO to RWANDA., It will take about four weeks to arrive
in KIGALI.

2. Malnutrition.

The quality of the food and non-food distributions has
increased considerably, probably due to the intensive
control that was carried out by the field officers and the
15 supplementary agents who were sent to the field.
However in the GIKONGORO area problems with maize still
exist. Investigation is underway.

The red cross federation is anxious about its reputation in
the media. The federation was accused on various occasions
to be unable to carry out a well coordinated distribution
and to distribute only uncomplete food baskets.

Everybody agreed that there is a real problem to reach a
complete food basket during each distribution but that this
should not be a ground to accuse the federation because
such problems are due to delays in the arrival of certain
items.

The federation proposed not to start distributions in the
future unless the food basket is complete. WFP, CARITAS and
UNHCR were against this proposal and stated that it is
unacceptable to postpone distributions for that reason in
the presence of underfead people.

A decision will be taken during the next meeting of the ad
hoc commission.

As there is still a serious lack of beans, CSB and maize
flour, WFP was asked to look urgently for other sources of
proteine (lentils, enriched biscuits, dried fish, peanuts).
Maizemills will be installed in some camps so that local
operators can produce themselves flour from the maizegrains
that are available in sufficient quantity. UNHCR will
finance the installation, the maintenance, the operators
and the fuel; the red cross federation will have to assunme
management and supervision.

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HUMANITARIAN ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS IN RWANDA

Humanitarian Assistance Programs in Rwanda concern four
categories: persons displaced by the war, draught victims,
refugees returning spontaneously to Rwanda and Burundian
refugees. An economic and social reinsertion assistance
program for demobilized soldiers of the Rwandese Army and the
RPF will begin within the next months.

The status of the programs is the following:

People Displaced by War and Social Problems. The
financial needs of 406,331 displacees for the next six months
are estimated at $39.7 million US and are 100% covered by
operational agencies and their donors, with exception of their
needs for food supplements ($2.8 million US) that are not yet
covered by the available funds.

During the second semester of 1994, the financial needs
are estimated at $86.1 million, of which $71.1 million are
already acquired or awaiting confirmation (including $12
million in compensation funds that to be confirmed by their
donors, the Government having already given its approval in
principal). The balance of funds to be located ($15.0
million) are the subject of an upcoming Round Table to be held
on the 24th and 25th of February 1994.

The World Food Program’s direct activities in favor of
the displacees will finish at the end of March 199%4.
Consequently, the International Committee of the Red Cross,
having requested 39 million Swiss Francs (to be confirmed),
will be responsible for food aid for the displacees until the
end of 1994.

Draught Victims. The zones affected by the delay and
insufficient guantity of rain during the last agricultural
season have been identified by the Government who has launched
an appeal to the International Community for aid. UN agencies
in Kigali have formed a working group to examine the
possibilities of Jjoint actions and a proposal is being put
together as a result of their findings. A Jjoint mission of
PAM-FAO is also expected in Rwanda.

Burundian Refugees in Rwanda. UNHCR, in conjunction with
its operational partners, have identified the needs of this
group of 275,000 people, continues to mobilize funds on their
behalf. It should also be noted, in this connection, that the
EEC has decided to allocate 18.3 million ECU to assist these
refugees. The financial actions of this grant will be co-
ordinated by UNHCR and carried out by NGOs.

Spontaneous Returnees from Uganda. During the month of
January 1994, a certain number of refugees living in Uganda
decided to spontaneously return to Rwanda. In response, UNHCR
(who has promised its assistance), the Red Cross and UNAMIR
have entered into discussions with the Rwandese Government and

FLASH REPORT: Problems with Food Distribution in Camps

(Kigali, 30 September 1993) Tension is accumulating since volunteers of the Rwandese Red Cross
have been threatened and beaten during food distribution last week. The main problem is that many
displaced, especially the first wave displaced (coming from the RPF-zone and still not able to return home
due to the political situation) do not agree with the distribution sites which have been chosen by the Red
Cross.

First, in the Ruhengeri area, the village and camp of Kirambo (DMZ) host returnees as well as first wave
displaced coming from Butaro, who are living scattered all around the area. In spite of continuous pressure of the
Red Cross and of WFP, the authorities have still not made lists per site of these displaced. At a meeting of the
Secretariat of the Comité de Crise, Philip Gaillard, the ICRC Representative, took a firm position. According to
him there are too many sites of distribution. Although there is only one official distribution site for the displaced
of Butaro, namely Kiyove, many people, taking advantage of the lack of lists, just go from one site to another. This
chaotic situation has escalated because, like the displaced themselves, the local authorities of Butaro are scattered
over different sites, and consequently there is a complete lack of administrative and juridicial structure. Mr Gaillard
was extremely bitter about the attacks on volunteers of the Rwandese Red Cross: "these idealist people have been
beaten by bandits. On the 21st of September, they had to leave the food and flee from a mass which afterwards
started fighting. During that quarrel one person of them was killed. The authorities, at all levels, have to finally take
up their responsibility and install order and discipline.” As a measure the distribution site of Muhondo, which had
become something like a market place, has been closed, lists of the Butaro displaced are being made up at the
Kiyove distribution site, and afterwards the Butaro displaced will have to register at the préfecture of Ruhengeri.
In this way the population can be counted in an orderly manner. Only then the Butaro people will be allowed to go
to 4 distribution sites: Kiyove, Gitare, Kirambo, and Makingo. The decision to close the Muhondo distribution site
has raised anger among the population. A demonstration took place yesterday (29/9) in Muhondo, and 2 Belgian
fathers were taken into hostage.

Second, in the area of Byumba East, where the athmosphere has already been troublesome for a while,
the hostage of some 27 volunteers of the Rwandese Red Cross has engendered the evacuation to Kigali of the
complete ICRC staff, and of the Byumba staff of the Belgian Red Cross. Likewise, both organizations have stopped
the distribution of respectively food and non-food in the country. The hostage of the volunteers took place on
Sunday 26 September at the distribution site for the displaced of the camp of Bugarura (over 20,000 displaced), after
the Rwandese Red Cross had decided to move the distribution site to Murehe (at 4km distance), because they were
afraid their trucks would slide on the steep hills as soon as the rain season begins. The population did not agree
because of the distance. At first some 60 were attacked in their home in Murambi, which was ransacked as well,
but after some had fled, 27 were kept hostage in Bugarura. According to them, they had to sustain moral torture
and they did not get any food for 3 days. One of them suffered from malaria. The local authorities have been
negociating since then but they were not able to liberate the hostages. Tuesday, 28 September, consisting of Benoit
Artigaut of the Prime Minister’s Services (Secretariat Permanent du Comité de Crise), and Pascal Renier of the
Belgian Red Cross, visited Bugarura, in order to assess the situation. With the mayor of Bugarura functioning as
a mediator, Benoit Artigaut was able to obtain the freedom of the hostages. Yesterday, 29 September, a new
delegation of government officials went to Bugarura, in order to negotiate about the reprisal of the food distribution.
After long negotiations the populations was not completely satisfied. The situation could aggravate, as the authorities
have made promises about food distribution which the ICRC simply cannot keep because of logistic problems
(destroyed base). Finally the ICRC has decided to start distributing seeds to Ngamara on Sunday 3 October.
According to the latest information (to be confirmed) Catholic Relief Services (CRS) would have agreed principally
to start distributing food in Bugarura, and Care International has already distributed firewood yesterday 29/9, in
the scope of their regular program. There is a danger of escalation, as the population of Bugarura had already
envisaged a demonstration to the town of Kayonza, a decision which was postponed in the scope of Wednesday’s
negotiations. Now the situation in Bugarura is calm, but the future is uncertain.

FLASHREPORT: BURUNDESE REFUGEES (4) 25/11/93

1. GENERAL SITUATION

With exception to the Cyangugu Prefecture and the Mututu-site in the Butare Prefecture, humanitarian
assistance is now functioning in a coordinated and controlled way. The most important problems are
linked to the inadequacy and insufficiency of the food basket, water supply, overpopulation, and
epidemics related to sanitation (dysentery, cholera). In spite of joined efforts, the morbidity and
mortality rates have not been reduaced.

2. FOOD/NUTRITION

The presupposed working figure of 375,000 does not coincide with the actual number of beneficiaries,
which causes distribution problems. Although WFP is setting up a calendar for distribution, the objective
of 1 distribution every 10 days has still not been reached. As for RRC, it tries to distribute three times
per month, and it will shortly issue a report. In view of the deficiency in food aid, some religious and
NGOs receiving food donations, have started to deliver them, thus creating problems for the volunteers
of the Rwandese Red Cross. Although it has been noticed that food is resold in Butare and Kigali, the
food deficiency is a far worse problem. WFP, however, is afraid of a similar "détournement" as in the
displaced camps, and explains that the low rations are largely due to the rumours of resale. Meanwhile
all the delivered food has been borrowed from the stocks for the displaced. At the weekly nutrition
meeting UNHCR, the Red Cross, and the NGOs have again requested a higher food ration (2,100 Kcal).
With In this respect several operators have written letters to WFP and UNHCR.

3. HEALTH

The vaccination campaigns against measles by MSF are succesful: MSF France has vaccinated 30,637

(22/11). Nearly all the sites of the Kigali and Kibungo Prefectures have been covered. MSF Belgium has
vaccinated 52,547 children in the Butare Prefecture, i.e. 96%. In the Gikongoro Prefecture 2,168
children were vaccinated, and in Cyangugu 3,350 children. The dysentery epidemics could be considered
as the major death factor: 50% of the deceases are linked up with dysentery.

At the weekly coordinative health meeting (22/11) the humanitarian operators once again insisted on the
necessity to increase the food rations, in order to avoid the vicious circle of malnutrition, weakness, and
diseases.

As for malaria, a Protocol has been distributed to be applied in case the situation gets out of control.

All the conditions are there: marshes, lack of water, bad sanitary conditions,... so that a large epidemics
might be expected. The cholera treatment in Bugarama (Cyangugu) is working well; there have only been
2 two deceases lately.

4. NON-FOOD

During the last 10 days the bulk of the plastic sheeting has arrived . In many places this distribution was
used to re-organise the sites and re-arranging shelters in an orderly manner, but population density
remains a major problem.

5. WATER/SANITATION

The water/sanitation problems are primordial, especially in Cyangugu. In that Prefecture the cholera

epidemics is situated at less than 50 cases per week. Trucks bringing water are too often out of use.
There is an overall lack of latrines.



6. SITE PLANNING

The infrastructure sub-committee is going to define the new sites together with the access roads. Some
sites are still over crowded and a mission is taking place with UNHCR/Minitraso, and the Prefectures.
The criteria are: water possibilities, distance from the border, and possibilities for a good management.
Apart from Mututu and Zangwa, no other sites are congested, though the other camps have not yet been
fully organised. Because of the pending removals it is difficult for the NGOs to be fully operational.
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FLASHREPORT BURUNDESE REFUGEES (3) 18 November 1993

1. GENERAL SITUATION

The influx of the refugees appears to have stopped in most areas. The total number of 375,000
is maintained as a working figure. 80% of them are accomodated in refugee sites, the rest is
hosted by locals. 21 camps have been established, out of which 1 camp is destined to Tutsi
refugees in order to avoid other conflicts. Inter-ethnic conflicts in the camps have been reported,
as well alleged military activities (preparing a resistance movement). The situation in most of
the refugee sites is deteriorating day by day, as a result of congestion, lack of sanitation
facilities, poor quality of makeshift shelters, and inadequate and insufficient food distribution.

2. FOOD/NUTRITION

Up to now WEFP rations (distributed by the Rwandese Red Cross every 10 days) has been 1,500
Kcals per person per day: averagely 310 grs of maize and 87 grs of beans. Own assessment has
revealed big differences between different sites. The Rwandese Red Cross experience severe
problems in establishing efficient distribution. During the weekly nutrition meeting of 15/11 the
rations were considered largely insufficient in terms of quantity and quality in order to respond
to the basic nutritional needs of the refugees. The participants recommend a ration of
approximately 2,000 Kcals per person per day. Of this ration is not implemented immediately,
a complementary dry food ration (CSB) of about 1,000 Kcals per person per day should be
distributed to the vulnerable groups (malnourished children <5, and some pregnant and lactating
women). NGOs start to implement supplementary feeding services, and try to avoid establishing
therapeutic feeding services.

3. HEALTH

In all the sites the NGOs have established themselves and have started dispensaries and curative
activities. The most frequently reported diseases are dysentery, measles, and malaria. A measles
vaccination campaign has started on 5/11. MSF reports that more than nearly 75,000 children
have been vaccinated. There is a sharp rise in morbidity and mortality. In the desolate Cyangugu
Prefecture, lacking a definite site for the refugees and water/sanitation facilities, 15 new cases
per day of cholera have been reported by Medicins du Monde. Urgent actions are necessary, as
there is a danger of epidemics.

4. NON-FOOD

15 flights have carried relief items. Coordination and information mechanism have been
established in view of efficient assistance. Most of the distribution sofar consisted of plastic
sheeting. The Swiss Cooperation is providing firewood to the Butare Prefecture.



5. WATER/SANITATION

Emergency measures to ensure minimal water provision have been undertaken, but not always
succesfully. The general situation is very precarious, and immediate measures like water
containers are very expensive. Latrine construction has started in most camps, sometimes by the
refugees themselves. At a coordinative meeting it has been decided to pay the refugees who
build latrines. This work (1 latrine/20 persons) should be finished within 3 months. Specialist
input is badly needed during the current planning phase.

6. SITE PLANNING

One of the major problems is overpopulation of the sites. A joint mission
UNHCR/Minitraso/Prefecture has assessed alternative sites. Two sites (Shyombo + Bweyeye)
will be moved completely, and the decongestion of the rest will happen by means of ’satellites’
(administrative entities will be kept together at additional sites). As for the family sites, 7m2 is
insufficient. UNHCR proposes a surface of 20m2 per family. In contrast with the displaced
camps in the north, the refugee camps are being built in a very orderly manner, usually in
accordance with administrative divisions. Yet the space between the huts is insufficient, and
some fires have destroyed hundreds of huts, luckily without any victims.

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FLASHREPORT: BURUNDESE REFUGEES (2) 2/11/93

The influx of Burundese refugees in the neighbouring countries continues steadily, though at a
lower pace. In Rwanda alone, 16 communes of 5 prefectures are receiving about 370,000
refugees (1/11).

The DHA Emergency Unit has visited the border area. On 29 October 2 camps in the
Bugesera region (South Kigali Prefecture), were visited. In Nzangwa (commune Gashora) Croix-
Rouge Belge provides beans and maize at a distribution site at about 10 km from the camp. In
view of the immense number of people, the rations are insufficient, and priority is given to
children and pregnant and lactating women. According to the medical assistant, famine is already
a major problem, especially among women and children. The most frequent diseases are malaria,
verminosis, and dysenteria. 3 dead were reported, (AIDS, dysenteria, and meningitis), as well
as 82 wounded, usually from strokes by machetes. The camp itself hosts 28,000 people. CRB
is installing latrines for the medical team and for the ill. (needs: see tables)

In the camp of Burenge (commune Ngenda) live 40,000 refugees. Here 30% of the
medical treatment consists of healing severely wounded people. The worst cases are transported
to Kigali in trucks. The camp doctor of the Croix-Rouge Belge reported that most of the
wounded are women and children. Diarrhoea makes out less than 20% of the diseases. (needs:
see tables)

On 30 October a mission was led by the UNDP Resident Representative and Coordinator
M. Ly, with representatives of a joint mission UNHCR/WFP at present in Kigali to evaluate the
number of refugees and their needs to be submitted to the donors. The prefect of Butare, a OAU
officer, officials of Minitraso and Radio Rwanda accompanied the party. In the Butare region
there are about 220,000 refugees. Problems are similar in all camps:

FOOD AID: although it has arrived, food distribution is still very slow 1kg maize/person, but
no beans, oil, or salt. Refugees would prefer non-Burundese to take charge of the distribution.
HEALTH: major problems are dysenteria, malaria, measles, and meningitis. Following the
Bamako Initiative, it is difficult for Primary Health Care to treat refugees and neither Croix-
Rouge Belge nor MSF have started yet in some places.

FIREWOOD: Coopération Suisse will distribute 1200 steres/week

CONSTRUCTION WOOD: is used for sheds, leading to the destruction of forests and
environment

SHEDS: too few sheetings, and no signs of tents in Kigembe commune, while rain is pouring
down everywhere.

INSECURITY: political and ethnic divisions create need to send militaries from Kigali. Some
refugees cross the border at night time in search for food, and come back to the camps in the
morning. UNDP, UNHCR, WFP, and UNICEF, have sent missions to evaluate the number and
the needs of the refugees.

FINANCES: UNDP has received 100,000 US$ which will be used by the Department for Social
Affairs for coordination. UNHCR has received 2,300,000 US$ which will be used for
international and local expenses. An emergency unit of 9 people will arrive shortly in Kigali.

In Butare a second office will be established. The prefecture of Butare has set up a crisis
committee in Butare with the "sous-préfet”, all the operators,the health care centre, WFP, and
UNHCR. Camps are being led by refugee Burundese administrators (as far as possible).
LOGISTICS: at prefecture level the problems are huge: lack of vehicles and of petrol make
communications very difficult.

- Caritas and WFP can bring the food with their own trucks to the distribution sites.

- Rations: in any case not more than those of the displaced: i.e. max. 400 gr cereals, 120 gr.
beans, 25 ml oil, Sgr. salt, 10 gr. sugar.

- Big problem = water

- question about providing tents or sheeting:

Providing tents would cause psychological problems, as the displaced have not had tents
but sheeting

Providing sheeting would cause an environmental disaster (cutting of wood)

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AGRICULTURE

Burundi is essentially an agricultural country. The agricultural
season is extended over most of the year with three cropping
petiods: September to mid-January, February to June and June to
September. Food crops (essentially maize, pulses, plantains and
cassava) constitute the most important portion of the agricultural
production and cover 90 percent of the arable land.

The start of the current cropping period was delayed by over a
month due to insufficient rainfall. Already for this reason, a
poor next harvest has been predicted.

This delay of the rains, in conjunction with the upheavals in the

country, will almost completely exclude crop production in the
central-northern part of the country. In addition, the affected

population is estimated to have lost much of their means of

production. Their animals and tools have been stolen and their

seed supplies used for immediate consu[:ZKI+ +k9A1% =1%QeS)MM % MQ9
19%9 Oyricultural hand tools should go, therefore,

to destitute farmers. It is also assumed that whatever seeds

remain will lose their germination rate due to poor storage

conditions.

The nost seriously affected zones are in the provinces of Karuzi,
Ruyigi, Gitega and somewhat less in Ngozi, Kirundo, Muyinga,

Cankuzo and Muramvya. These areas normally provide 60 to 70
percent of Burundi’s agricultural production. Due to the fact that
the first cropping period is lost, immediate action should be taken




to guarantee at least a second period. In this respect the number

of people affected is estimated to be one million and the number of

farming families, with an average number of 6 persons, is estimated
to be 170,000. For the second cropping period the most extensively
cultivated crops are beans, peas, sorghum and potatoes.

The seeds used by the farmers mostly come directly from personal
reserves and are supplemented through local sources. The seed
needs to be covered have been estimated based on the number of
hectares per farm normally under food crops and the usual seed-use
practices. On a priority basis, assistance should concentrate on

the provision of maize, sorghum, bean and pea seeds. As for
agricultural tools a resupply of hoes, axes and sickles is

required.

The use of @il specialists is proposed to provide support in
technical, logistics and operational roles for emergency response.
The UNVs would provide strengthened capacity to UN agencies to
provide immediate assistance to displaced persons and other victims
of the recent disturbances in Burundi. UNV would provide the
necessary skills and local managerial capacity to support effective
access fo afflicted populations, in particular accelerating

outreach to people in areas not presently receiving adequate
assistance. As noted earlier, Burundi-national personnel are not

able to move freely to many regions of the country, so UNV support
may be required in the short-term to assume some of the functions
normally carried out by this group.
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UNV will be collaborating with UN partners to determine the
priority sectors (possibly food, logistics, health, nutrition) in

which its staff are required. It should be noted that in addition

to the fifteen specialists for which funds are now requested, one
UNYV epidemiologist is already incorporated in the budget for WHO
health sector activities.

COORDINATION

As described above the Government as well as the UN system have
established structures to facilitate coordination, beginning with

the Prime Minister’s decision to take full responsibility as the
Government’s focal point for all relief coordination matters. The
terms of reference of the Governmental and UN systems must be
clarified to avoid both overlapping and gaps in responsibilities.

The Subcommittee for Medical Assistance as well as the Subcommittee
for Food Aid have been organizing the logistics operations related

to their respective relief sectors. It has now been agreed that

WEFP will be responsible for all transport and other logistical
operations.

O {Furthermore, the responsibility for the provision of non-food items
is now with the Sub-committee for Medical Assistance which has a
limited capacity and experience with these matters. A separate
Coordination Unit for Non-Food Items should therefore be created.

The gteat nieed for efficient collection, processing and

dissemination of information on all aspects of the emergency
operation has been recognized. At present separate information
bulletins concerned with food aid and non-food aid are produced.
Information on logistics needs also requires coordination. There

is thus a need for a central unit, responsible for information and
reporting under the authority of the UN Resident Coordinator.
There is a very pressing need for the creation of an Emergency Unit
within the office of the Resident Coordinator. The following staff
should make up the team in the UN Emergency Unit: one experienced
Humanitarian Coordinator, one officer to liaise with the two
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Subcommittees and NGO Representatives, one officer responsible for
the Coordination of non-food items, one Information Officer and

support staff.

In order to streamline overall coordination, meetings should be

called by the UN Resident Coordinator (as Chairperson) with the
secretatiat functions being performed by the Humanitarian
Coordinator and the staff of the UN Emergency Unit. These meetings
should include the participation of a representative of the

Government, one representative from each of the 2 Sub-committees,
one dotor representative and one representative each of the 2 NGO

umbrella organizations.

DHA is responsible for providing multi-faceted and inter-sectoral
operational support to country-specific major complex emergency
operations. In the Burundi context, DHA staff participated fully
in the conception, preparation and publication of the present
Interim Appeal. As a sequel, they will be responsible inter alia
to provide regular financial tracking reports on donor
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contributions; to prepare and disseminate periodic reports on
programme implementation; to assist the UN Resident Coordinator
in resource mobilization (financial, technical, human and

matetial) for the humanitarian programme; to participate in
inter-agency, multi-sectoral review exercises to attain programme
objectives; to prepare and finalise revisions to the UN
Consolidated appeal.

The capacity of DHA in response to Complex Emergencies is funded
on a case by case basis according to requirements. This means

that additional funding will now be required to support the
coordination of UN relief efforts in response to the crisis in

Burundi.

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FJTESSSHO)))NH(%MQIL % UQ%=9=5IGgency food will be carried out by the
Diocese and NGO’s. Although the Dioceses are very active and

sincere in their efforts, the task is considerable and therefore a

request should be made to an NGO experienced in the distribution

and monitoring of emergency food aid to come to Burundi to support

the staff of CARITAS, the umbrella organization of the dioceses.

WFP is currently running the operation with trucks and also with
the UNOSOM helicopter (the latter under the authority of the UN
Resident Coordinator) for both food and non-food items. WFP has
offered to be responsible, in both the immediate future and the
coming months, for the transport of both relief food (which
constitute the bulk of transportation requirements) and of various
non-food goods. The use of the helicopter will probably be
discortinued on December 3; thereafter transport of relief goods
will be by road. WFP can make available a sufficient number of
trucks for this purpose.

There are, however, significant physical (damaged bridges and trees
across roads) and security constraints to transport operations.
Though these conditions are improving, the need to resume airlifts
and/ot the use of escorts should not be ruled out.

The WFP office requires logistics expertise to organize the
movements of the truck fleet, and food aid monitors to ensure that
food is distributed to the intended beneficiaries and that timely
and precise reporting is maintained.

Additional Logistics

A MI-26 helicopter from the UNOSOM operation in Somalia was
made available through the UN Security Coordinator for the
evacuation of staff from the interior of Burundi. At the request of
the UN Resident Coordinator in Burundi, the Department of
Humanitarian Affairs has made the helicopter available for an
additional period of one month starting on 4 November 1993, to
undertake urgently required deliveries of relief goods and others
activities directly related to international humanitarian efforts in
Burundi. The real cost for the use of the helicopter during one
month will depend on the actual transports carried out. At this
stage, however, DHA can provide a tentative amount for the
purpose of this appeal.

Strategies
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Treatment of the wounded will take place in health care centres,
but special attention will also be given to patients who are in
hiding and for security reasons are not willing to present
themselves for treatment at regular health care centres.

Decomposing bodies form a serious threat to public health and the
environment. Measures to prevent epidemics will be established and
implemented. Among other programmes, a vaccination campaign
against measles and distribution of micro nutrients (vitamin A,

iron and folic acid), will be organised.

An epidemiological disease surveillance system and an early warning
system for the outbreak2of those diseases with the highest

mortality rate be implemented. The nutritional status of children
will also be surveyed. Through an efficient health information
system, data will be collected on the functioning of health care
infrastructure and human resources. Information will be analyzed
and disseminated to field personnel for use in making programming
decisions as well as to improve the treatment of certain diseases.

Coordination of all the medical activities is essential if
duplication and a non-equitable distribution of medical supplies is
to be avoided. In addition to immediate emergency activities,
rehabilitation measures must be taken to restore the national
health infrastructure. A health sector emergency plan will be
developed to be used for immediate action in future emergencies.

All the provincial hospitals and health centres will be provided
with essential drugs and medical equipment. Expatriate medical
teams will be deployed through-out the country (except in Kayanza).

Annex 4 provides a summary list of the major relief partners active
in the health sector.

The Sub-Committee on Medical Assistance estimates the total number
of persons needing medical care at 300,000, including persons who
are displaced and those in host communities.

At the multilateral leve {I, WHO and UNICEF are the main agencies to

provide medical assistance in emergencies. Both agencies will
coordinate the activities in their respective operations.

WHO will contribute, in particular, in the following areas:

- coordination and institutional support to the national
authorities in collaboration with UNICEF.

- activities to combat diseases and, in particular, epidemics.




- measures to be taken for the disposal of the dead bodies.
- acquisition of drugs and medical equipment.

- establishment of a epidemiological disease surveillance and
health information system.

- reinforcement of the regular health infrastructure.
UNICEF will contribute, in particular, in the following areas:

- coordination and institutional support to the national
authorities in collaboration with WHO.

- vaccination campaigns against, in particular, measles and
distribution of microonutrients

- acquisition of drugs and medical equipment.
- establishment of a nutritional surveillance system.

- activities to combat diarrhoeal diseases, and the acquisition
of ORS.

WHO and UNICEF are appealing jointly for needs in the health
sector, but for budgetary purposes have identified separate
elements they will be responsible for, in accordance with their
mandates and the relative advantages of each agency in terms of
administrative and logistical capacity to respond rapidly and
efficiently. They will work in close collaboration to ensure an
effective response to the needs of the population.

Through its own appealing channels, ICRC will be reinforcing its
staff and increasing supplies in Burundi. Further, the ICRC has
attempted to reassure those in hiding through radio broadcasts,
giving details of when ICRC medical teams can be found at various
points on the main roads.

There are now four ICRC mobile teams and two trucks to evacuate the
most seriously wounded. The teams have provided 20 hospitals and
medical centres with 16 tonnes of emergency medical supplies.

In Kibuye, in the centre of the country, the number of ICRC
hospital medical staff was strengthened by the arrival, on 13
November, of a surgical team of six, bringing the total of ICRC
expatriates in Burundi up to 21.

NUTRITION

The current emergency situation can only further weaken the already
poor nutritional status of the population, adversely affected by

late rains and a delay of the agricultural season. Data available
before the events show a higher rate of malnutrition in the region

of the central plains than in the rest of the country. This is

also where a large portion of the affected populations are. In
addition, measles epidemics, diarrhoea, bacillary dysentery and
possibly cholera are likely to aggravate this already serioessituationn



,he strategy for emergency activities in the nutrition sector will

be to cover a target population of 200,000 children under 5 years
of age and 50,000 pregnant women. This corresponds to a fifth of
the stricken population whose nutritional status has been

negatively affected. The following activities are planned:

- Revitalization of pre-natal consultations and infant

consultations with vaccinations, pregnancy surveillance and growth
surveillance of children 0-5 years of age in parallel with food aid
distributions, as the health centres gradually start functioning
again.

- Supplementary feeding for children and pregnant women in the form
of weaning food of local production (cereals, DSM, sugar and soya).
Additional production units can be set up quickly in the most

affected provinces.

- Distribution of supplementary iron, folic acid, vitamin A and
systematic anti-parasite activities, distribution of palm oil,

dried fish, cereal flour (imported or local) or other foods which
give a suitable supplement. Emergency support in the form of
additional staff is likely to be required as well as training

on-site for the distribution of supplementary food, vaccination and
administration. Three persons per centre for 100 centres is the
projected requirement. This strengthening would reinforce the
efforts to reinstate the primary health care system.

Within this total amount, UNICEF is seeking US$ 200,000,
principally for Vitamin A, nutritional recuperation of infants and
children, and supplements for pregnant women. This would be
complementary to the activities of the Belgian Medical Cooperation,
MSF-Belgium and others.

HYGIENE, WATER AND SANITATION

The security situation during the three weeks that followed the
coup attempt prevented visits via the main roads. It has not
therefore been possible to assess the status of the water supply
until very recently. Two of the key subjects for review are:

- and the degree of destruction of hydraulic infrastructure and
sanitation in urban centres as well as in medical and
administrative structures in rural areas.

It is necessary to establish a system for control of water quality,
particularly relating to the disposal of corpses. This work will

be carried out in a coordinated manner by the State Secretariat for
Communal Development, in collaboration with other organizations
which are active in this sector.

The fieed for water purification tablets will probably be very
important and should be well targeted to avoid wrong usage. To
guarantee efficient purification, each person should be given one
tablet per day (corresponding to the use of 5 litres of water).

The appeal suggests that 150,000 persons should be targeted for a
period of 3 months.

In addition to this intervention it will be advisable to arrange
information campaigns for the population to ensure that the water
for drinking and food preparation is boiled before use.

As regards the repairs of hydraulic installations the first

activity will be to assess the damage across the country and to

select the installations to be repaired. The funding of the repair

works will be carried out through existing programmes of GTZ,
UNICEF, AFVP and Action Aid and do not require funding under this
appeal.

The water purification tablet requirements for a target population
of 150,000 for a 90 day period is projected to be 13,500,000
tablets.

UNICEF has already provided 100,000 tablets and could under this
appeal commit itself to provide another 1 million tablets.

DOMESTIC ITEMS

Loss and abandonment of possessions makes it necessary to provide:

- Plastic sheeting to construct temporary shelter during this first
period of the rainy season. Plastic sheeting is preferable to

tents both to avoid prolonged stays away from home and because
sheeting can be used for other purposes when the displaced return
home.

- Blankets and clothes, as people fled without personal belongings.

- Soap and disinfectants to ensure a minimum of personal as well as
collective hygiene in the camps.

- Kitchen utensils, cooking pots, water containers, plates and
mugs.

The following norms have been developed for a family of 5 persons:
3 blankets, one plastic sheet (5x4 metres), one big plate, 2

cooking pots, one water container or bucket and 12 soaps bars. The
need for disinfectant is estimated at one litre per 500 persons per
monthE

The total needs in this sector for 250,000 beneficiaries are
summarized in Annex 2. The UN system will only cover a small part
of this need which will be delivered urgently by UNICEF in addition
to more sizeable contributions by other donors (EEC, Action Aid,
ICRC).

Through its own appealing channels, the ICRC plans to deliver
240,000 bars of soap, which as far as possible, will be locally
produced. Further, the ICRC plans to transport 100,000 blankets
and 100,000 square metres of plastic sheeting to provide protection
against the elements.

ActionAid, which has already distributed 9,100 blankets and 102
rolls of plastic sheeting in response to the crisis, plans to
distribute a further 8,520 blankets and 153 plastic rolls pending
stabilization of planning parameters.

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FOREWORD

The violence that followed a failed coup attempt in Bujumbura on 21

b October 1993 has forced close to one million to flee their homes,
left perhaps tens of thousands dead and resulted in the outflow
from Burundi of close to 700,000 refugees (RN WATIIA
245,000 into the United Republic of Tanzania and 50,000 into
Zaire).

The speed with which the crisis unfolded forced huge numbers to
leave their homes without provisions or an established destination.
This tapid and spontaneous population movement, combined with
widespread violence, has placed the affected population in an
envitontment characterized by meagze!food supplies, inadequate
shelter, poor health and sanitary conditions and a high level of
fear and anxiety.

Responding to a request by the United Nations Resident Coordinator
for Burundi, I immediately dispatched a mission to make a
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preliminary assessment of actions required to address the most
urgent humanitarian concerns in Burundi. In this connection,
cotisultations were undertaken with Government, agency and relief
officials, as well as with representatives of donor governments in
Bujumbura. On the basis of this preliminary assessment, it became
cleat that an Interim Inter-Agency Appeal was required.

Food Programme the United Nations Children’s Fund, the World
Health Organization, the Food and Agriculture Organization, the
Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees and the
United Nations Development Programme.

In the case of the UNHCR programme DHA has allocated IS3SH
REUES from the @ ‘ o REUT SAPTHEE ERF) for its
execution. Donors are encouraged to contrlbute to the

replenishment of the CERF as part of their response to the Interim

UN Consolidated Inter-Agency Appeal. The UNHCR appeal for the
refugees in the region, the release by UNICEF of reserves from its
Emergency Programme Fund, the WFP Sub-Regional Emergency Operation
and the UN Interim Consolidated Inter-Agency Emergency Appeal for
Burundi atre all complementary programmes (in the case of the WFP
Appeal, needs for Burundi are identical to those reflected in this

interim appeal). In this regard, it is recognized by all concerned

that meeting the needs of those affected within Burundi is

essential if the flow of refugees to neighbouring countries is to

stop.

Significant inputs of humanitarian assistance are required at this
early stage if suffering and further displacement are to be
minimized. I urge you, therefore, to support the programmes of the
United Nations humanitarian agencies and their relief partners in
Burundi and the region as a whole.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
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A failed coup of 21 October, resulting in the death of the
President and a number of high ranking officials, has been followed
by waves of what is being regarded as the most extremm
ethnically-linked violence Burundi has known.

Approximately 700,000 refugees have fled Burundi into Baxagda
Tanzania and Zaire, and hundreds of thousands have been 1ntema11y
displaced.

This Interim Emergency Appeal has been prepared by the UN
Humanitarian Agencies in response to a request by the Government of
for humanitarian assistance.



The fluidity and general insecurity of the situation requires
that the planning figure for the number of internally displaced be,
for this Interim Appeal, 250,000, although food aid is, thus far,
targeted at 150,000. Health sector activities are targeted at
300,000 displaced and host community persons. To relaunch the
agriculture activities early next year, it is estimated that 1
million persons require assistance.

UNHCR, WFP, UNICEF, ICRC and the Federation have initiated
programmes to address the needs of the sub-region’s new refugees
from Burundi.

SECTORAL SUMMARY

Thete are significant security and physical constraints on

logistics. WFP has accepted full responsibily for transport of

food and various non-food items. DHA has made available an MI-26

difficulf areas. The estimated total cost of logistics is US$

323,000.

have fio access to food except through looting or emergency food
deliveries which have already taken place in some locations. To

provide emergency food the World Food Programme (WFP) will need US$
2,839,022.

During the widespread and ferocious violence many thousands of
people died. Decomposing bodies pose a major threat to public
health and the environment. The appeal includes measures to
dispose of the bodies as well as for vaccination campaigns and
theit activities to prevent epidemics spreading. The danger of
bacillary dysentery, an annual epidemic in Burundi at this time of
the year, is expected to increase greatly because of the deplorable
sanitation conditions in the country, as is the risk from measles
and cholera. In addition, lack of adequate clothing and shelter
have increased the risk of malaria and fatal acute respiratory
infections, especially among children,

The national health system is largely paralysed: at least 50
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percent of health centres are not operational due to lack of
persontiel and supplies and communications problems.

Health care centres will be provided with medical equipment and

drugs to treat the wounded and special attention will be given to
reaching patients who are in hiding and who, for security reasons,

are not willing to visit regular health centres. The World Health
Organization (WHO) and the Untidt Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF)
are requesting US$ 1,354,000 for these and other health projects.

Even before the violence, the nutritional status of the population

was precarious with 38 percent of children suffering from severe or
moderate malnutrition. Without adequate and regular food supplies
being made available, this situation could rapidly deteriorate.
Supplementary feeding programmes for children under 5 years old and
pregnant women, and related programmes to be undertaken by UNICEF
will cost US$ 1,810,000.

Hygiene, Water and Sanitation

Because of security problems, it has not been possible to
adequately assess the extent of water pollution due to improper
disposal of corpses, nor the extent of destruction to water
distribution systems. Since encampments of displaced persons were
created spontaneously, they lack any type of sanitation facilities.
Measutes to be undertaken by UNICEF to address these concerns
amount to US$ 120,000.

When they fled, many people left everything behind and are without
any personal possessions, including adequate clothing or bedding.
Since most of the country is over 1,500 meters in altitude,

blankets and adequate clothinga;e essential, and because of the

Burundi is essentially an agricultural country. The cessation of
farming activities at what should be the beginning of the planting
season, and the loss of seeds, animals and tools, bodes ill for




in a period of national reconciliation in Burundi, where the
Government would represent the interests of both of the country’s
historically antagonistic groups.

This hope, however, was given little chance, as, on October 21
1993, a coup-attempt, leO{d by members of the armed forces of
Burundi, resulted in the death of the President of the Republic,

the President of the National Assembly and a number of other high
ranking officials.

News of the coup-attempt and the death of the President was
followed immediately by waves of violence along ethnic lines, the
full extent of which remains difficult to determine.

Initial reports from the countryside by missions undertaken by road
and air provide testimony to large-scale killings, and to an ethnic
separation of the population. Roads have been blocked and bridges
destroyed houses; coffee, tea and banana plantations have been
specifically and systematically targeted for destruction. Aerial
reconnaissance reveals houses and fields burned while neighbouring
property temains untouched.

Helicopter overflight of the countryside also reveals precious few
people at work in the fields, in a country whose population is 94
percent rural. As late rains have pushed planting season back,
thereby coinciding with the crisis, this clearly bodes ill for the
future food security situation.

Though it is still too early to be certain of the number of persons
killed in the conflict, some reports indicate that the death toll

may be in excess of the figure related to the violence that racked

International Response and the Interim Appeal

To meet the immediate essential needs of the identifiable affected
population for a 90 day period, representatives of donor
Governments and UN Humanitarian Agencies in Burundi agreed that a




Interim UN Consolidated Inter-Agency Appeal was required. The
decision to draft the Interim Appeal was based particularly on the
lack of relief resources immediately available within this small,
landlocked country and within the region more broadly (as
neighbouring countries themselves struggle to meet the needs of
massive influxes of refugees).

As a response to the Government’s initial request for emergency
assistance therefore, UN humanitarian agencies have, after
consultations with all relief partners (Government agencies,
Bilateral agencies, NGOs, the ICRC and the Burundese Red Cross),
jointly prepared this Interim Consolidated Inter-Agency Emergency
Appeal.

The Interim Appeal presents the immediate needs to be covered

during a 3 month period (from 15 November 1993 to 15 February 1994)
by sector. Donors are encouraged to make contributions directly to
agencies appealing for funds in each of the nine sectors.

It is an accepted fact that increased political stability is a

necessary precondition for an improvement of the situation in
Burundi. To that end, diplomatic efforts were rapidly initiated
following the failed-coup. Both OAU and UN envoys have conducted
talks with the parties concerned in the country in efforts to bring
about a reconciliation and return to democratic and peaceful
conditions. A Special Representative of the Secretary General of

the UN has now been appointed to continue this process.

IV. CURRENT AND PROSPECTIVE PROBLEMS

The ctisiS 6as created a number of serious problems:

DISPOSAL OF CADAVERS

Though, in the locations visited, it appears that most corpses have
been buried, there are reports that many areas of comparatively
low population concentration are littered with bodies. These
unburied, decomposing corpses pose a serious public health threat,
particularly for spread of contagious diseases and pollution of
surrounding areas.

WOUNDED PERSONS

_______________

No overall figure of wounded is available, particularly since many
of the wounded have remained in hiding. The anecdotal evidence,
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however, is ominous: in one provincial hospital an expatriate
medical team performed 14 operations on old wounds 20 days after
the coup. Reports indicate that the majority of the wounded are
women and children. Given that many of the wounded have been in
hiding and only receive treatment after a delay of days, there is
great tisk of infections, leading to unnecessary complications.

Those affected by the crisis have abandoned all productive activity
and therefore have no access to food, save relief supplies

delivered by road and by helicopter, or food looted from abandoned
houses and gardens.

Burundi suffers an annual epidemic of bacillary dysentery which
starts at the end of the dry season and reaches its peak during the
rainy season. The displacement of people, the deplorable
sanitation conditions, and greatly reduced access to water and soap
will increase the scope of this epidemic significantly.

MEASLES

Cases of measles have already been registered in the camps of
displaced persons the ideal site for the spread of this disease.
The weakened nutritional status of children, significantly
increases their probable mortality rate due to measles.
CHOLERA

_______

A number of cases of cholera had been identified prior to the
crisis. Given the current situation regarding water and
sanitation, spread of the disease represents a serious threat.

OTHER HEALTH PROBLEMS

Both malaria and acute respiratory infections (ARI) present risks
to the affected population. Lack of adequate clothing and shelter
will tesult in increased ARI-related morbidity and mortality levels
among infants and children. The national health system is largely
paralysed, with at least 50 percent of the health centres not
operating due to personnel shortages, lack of supplies and
comtunication problems.

SHELTER

Adequate shelter is lacking, particularly for the displaced
persons. In the encampments, an improvised recycling of corrugated
roofing from nearby homes provides the only shelter available. Now

that the rains have started, more protective shelter is required.
Ideal materials would be those that could be recycled, to
rehabilitate damaged dwellings following a normalization of the
situation and a return home of the displaced and refugee
populations.

Blankets and Clothing

Much of the affected population left all possessions behind, and
are without adequate clothing or blankets. Blankets and adequate
clothing are a necessity in Burundi where the altitude is over
1,500 meters for the major part of the country, with temperatures
ranging from 15 degrees centigrade in the mountainous areas to 20
degrees centigrade in the central plateau.

Cooking Fuel

[ .

Families normally use wood and twigs gathered locally as fuel for
cooking. Security considerations prevent the displaced dwelling in
camps from venturing much beyond the+amp compound. The result is
that nearby trees are cut, accelerating deforestation.

WATER

There are two concerns regarding water. First, the quality of

water supply, which may be polluted by an improper disposal of dead
bodies. This situation needs to be assessed and monitored.

Second, an adequate supply of water must be assured, particularly

to health centres and areas with concentrations of displaced
population. Initial reports indicate that there have been small
breakdowns or interruptions to water systems but no widespread
destruction.

SANITATION

e e e e e

Encampments of displaced persons were created spontaneously and
therefore lack sanitation facilities of any type. Local

authorities have endeavoured to establish specific areas for
defecation, but this has only been partially successful. It will

be important to reinforce such initiatives with latrine building,

and to assess the situation to ensure that the water sources and
supplies do not become contaminated.

AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTION

For a tural population dependent on agricultural production for its



livelihood, the cessation of farming activities at what should be
the beginning of the planting season, and the loss or destruction
of seeds and tools bodes ill for the future food security
situation.

PSYCHOLOGICAL PROBLEMS

In addition to the problems signalled above, there has been a
difficult to measure impact on the mental health of the whole
population, many have lost immediate family members. It is
essential that these issues be seriously considered in the
formulation of all follow-ups to initial assistance activities.

V. STRATEGIC CONSIDERATIONS

In planning for the implementation of the joint relief programme
there are a number of important considerations which warrant
attention:

The situation is not yet stable. Despite the fact that the massive
scale of killing during the first week after the coup attempt has
receded, violence continues to flare up in some areas. The
possibility of further population movements cannot be excluded and
the number of the internally displaced and refugees may increase.
A best-case scenario would see a rapid settlement of the crisis,
followed by a gradual return of large numbers people to their
homes.

The fluidity of the situation as regards the number of persons in
need of assistance, their location and the type and quantity of
assistance needed, makes it essential that the programming of
relief efforts be adaptive. Regular updates to this effect should
occur.

With the aim of facilitating a return to normal conditions, care
has to be taken not to provide assistance in a way which will
unnecessarily delay the return of the displaced. This being said,
the precondition for a return is an assurance of safety for
returnees. In practical terms, this means that when conditm/7s
permit, assistance to the camps for displaced should be phased out
and redirected to home sites.

As the failed coup unleashed ethnic enmities, the security of
national staff travelling to the field cannot be guaranteed at this
point in time. For this reason, only international staff assisted
by international volunteers (project staff from suspended bilateral
aid projects, for example) are now undertaking travel to the field




for the provision and monitoring of assistance.

All agencies providing assistance are faced with the issue of
access to the neediest among the affected population. This
presents a challenge as the easiest channel of assistance is

through institutional centres which are also principally those

areas under the protection of the army. The normalization of
provincial and local administration will be the best way to assure
an equitable distribution of assistance. Late rains made planting
impossible in September/October. Now that the rains have arrived,
planting is not taking place, as the population is displaced or too
afraid to work in their fields. Also, tools and seeds are and will
be in short supply due to looting. This thus presages a food
shortage by the beginning of 1994. Unless the situation normalizes
and seeds and tools are prepositioned for the February planting
season, a disaster of even greater magnitude and duration will
occur.

The normal functioning of services has been jeopardized by a number
of factors. Some personnel have been killed, others have been
intimidated and fear for their lives, and still others have left

the country as refugees. The psychological effects of the events

changes from day to day; supplies for regular operation of
equipment are not yet guaranteed, and the limitations to the

mobility of national personnel is another factor which will inhibit

the normalization of routine services.

V1. REQUIREMENTS PER SECTOR

FOOD AID

________

The displaced in Burundi are totally dependant on food aid, as they
are without any food stocks of their own. Government authorities

humanitaire d’urgence) and the Red Cross of Burundi assess the
number of displaced at 150,000. However, the Government feels that
there are a considerable number of people still dispersed in the
hills and valleys who have not yet been formally identified as
requiring assistance. WFP has approved initial emergency
assistance for 90 days for 150,000 beneficiaries. However, when
the Government identifies additional populations in need, WFP will
increase the caseload accordingly.

Following the dispatch, by road and air, of the limited food
supplies available from the WFP warehouse (600 MTs ), its stocks




are now exhausted. Although the local price of beans is extremely
high, purchases in Burundi seem at present to be the only means to
cover the acute needs during the coming month. Donors are invited
to contact WFP Bujumbura to jointly ensure that a coordinated
approach to funding, purchasing and delivery can be achieved.
Efforts are simultaneously underway to bring in food from abroad.
WFP has arranged to borrow 1,500 MT of maizemeal from Uganda, which
is to be delivered during the last week of November. Besides this,
500 tons of rice, transported from Tanzania, is expected to arrive

at the Burundi border by mid-November. Other efforts are underway
to obtain the required food commitments.

Daily individual rations of cereal (maizemeal/ rice/ sorghum) are
250 g, pulses 120 g, vegoil 20 g, salt 5 g which covers the 1,467
kcal determined to be necessary by WFP. Annex 2 shows the
collaborating organizations in the field.

HIGHLIGHTS

Mass influx of refugees after coup in Burundi complicates
humanitarian aid

Since the attack, on 21 October, on the Government of Burundi,

and the ensuing assassination of President Ndadaye and some top
level Govermnent Officials, approximately 350,000 refugees, most
of them womnten and children, have crossed the border from Burundi
into 16 communes of 5 Prefectures in Rwanda. Emergency missions
immediately evaluated the situation, and humanitarian aid,
coordinated by UNHCR, WFP, and Minitraso, began on the October
24. On October 25 donors were briefed on the situation, and
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preliminary requests for financial assistance were made. A joint
WFP/UNHCR mission arrived in Kigali on 28 October to make an
assessment of the situation. It has been determined that the

most pressifig needs are in the food, health, sanitation, and

shelter sectors.

Repotts indicate that the coup attempt has unteashed widespread
ethnic fighting, and many refugees are badly wounded. As the
southern tegion of the country is already affected by drought,

the problems concerning drinking water are immense. Moreover,
especially in the prefectures of Kigali south and Kibungo, there

is a lack of firewood. This emergency situation requires new
inputs and necessitates a new and more complex humanitarian
assistance strategy.

On 30 Octobet a mission, led by the UN Resident Coordinator, and
including representatives of a joint WFP/UNHCR mission, arrived
in Butare Prefecture to make an evaluation of total numbers of
refugees in the prefecture and their total needs. The Prefect of
Butare, an OAU Officer, Officials of Minitraso, and a
representative from Radio Rwanda accompanied the group.

Drought in south and northeast

FAO has made note of a recent report that indicates an abnormaily
long dry season in Rwanda, which may have disastrous consequences
for refugees, theltisplaced and local populations. There is some
possibility that a loss of 80% of the next harvest may occur.
This developtnent will require a modification of the humanitarian
assistance programme in Rwanda.

Peace process is accelerating with the arrival of the advance
party of UNAMIR

“w- Further to the Report of the Secretary-General to the Security

council (8/26488) dated 24 September 1993 and in accordance with
Security Couticil Resolution 872 (1993), dated 5 October 1993, the
advance patty of UNAMIR began arriving in Kigali on 16 October
1993. UNDP is offering temporary administrative and logistic
support to the advanced party.

Round Table Preparations Progress

In the scope of the Round Table for Humanitarian Assistance and
Reconstruction the first draft of the document is being prepared
and will include the inputs of members of the Inter-Agency
Mission, together with those of UNDP, the Government and the
donors. Three meetings were organized at the UNDP office.
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On October 24 UNHCR, in collaboration with WFP and the Minitraso,
convened a meeting to discuss possibilities for assistance to

Burundese refugees with UN agencies, the Red Cross and NGOs. On
October 25 a meeting was held for the donors to inform them about
the refugee situation and to request their financial support. On
October 27 UNDP organized a meeting with the donors about the
financing of the Round Table for Humanitarian Assistance.

UNDP has just received US$ 100,000 for emergency assistance
following the influx of Burundese refugees. US$ 50,000 of it is
earmarked for covering immediate gaps or expenses which cannot be
met by other UN agencies. The other US$ 50,000 is earmarked for
the strengthening of the(h{ coordination capacity of the Resident
Coordinator.

SECTORAL ACTIVITIES

______________

Following the decision of the ICRC to temporarily stop food
distribution in Muhondo, due to a lack of accurate lists, the
Ruhengeri tegion has been the sight of significant unrest that
has included robberies, theft, attacks and roadblocks. WFP and
ICRC decided on 18 October to reduce the ration of beans
distributed by 50 percent for all the displaced, due to shortage
in bean supplies. This measure will be maintained for at least
one month.

Burundese refugees in the south have crossed the border with

little ot no food. In addition to the provision of dry food to
distribution sites in the south, WFP will provide food (CSM and

oil) to the existing nutrition services within the structure of

PNAS. CARITAS carries out supplementary feeding via parishes and

‘- nutrition setvices. A joint mission, comprised of

representatives from AICF, CARITAS, UNICEF and CARE International
has evaluated the nutritional needs of the refugees.

Health

—————

WHO recently finished a 3-week mission to identify their strategy
regarding the reconstruction of sanitation structures in the DMZ.

In the refugee zones, coordination of health activities is
gradually being finalized. The proposed strategy has MSF
Holland, Belgium an! Grance jointly coordinating primary health
care, water, and sanitation in 11 sites in 4 communes in Butare.
CAB will focus on mobile clinics, and support to existing health
structures. A number of other NGOs are in the process of
developing health strategies.

________________

Water and sanitation activities in camps for the displaced

continue. UNICEEF is working together closely with NGOs. On
hygiene issues, OXFAM continues to distribute soap in camps for
the displaced until the end of December 1993. UNICEF distributes
soap via CARITAS. A lack of funds for the financing of latrines
has been teported.

The absence of existing sanitary installations and the lack of
drinking water available to Burundese refugees are of great

concern. OXFAM, MSF, and Care International have made plans to
evaluate the needs in this sector, each of them covering an area

of border between Rwanda and Burundi.

Miscellaneous

' A World Bank/International Monetary Fund mission will visit
Rwanda until the middle of November in order to make an appraisal
of the macro-ecotiomic situationt of the country and to start
preliminary discuissions with the Government on the macro-economic
framework for the next 3 years.

A new programme aimed at using national and international
volunteets in humanitarian assistance activities has been set up
in order to develop a cooperation mechanismt with NGOs in the
field of hutitanitarian assistasice and reconstruction.
