The oraterical logejem in Committee 111/3 finally burst
at the May 15 meeting.In the last hour, threc amendments
concerning the participation of nonmembers of the Sesurity
 Counoil im its decisions on enforcement action were voted
upon and defeated. The specific emendments were those of
New Zealand advocating comcurrent action by the Assembly,
of Mexioo advocating action by either Assembly or Counecil and
of Egypt advocating review by the Assemdly of all the
Council's actions.

The importaht Canadian amendment suggesting partieipation in
Council decisions of those countries who will have te provdde
any of the forces involved wes referred to a subcomnittee on
the USSR's motion with & view to reporting back a compromise text
whioh could win nearly unanimous approval. In faet, the USSR
Delegate strongly urged the necessity of unenimity in
econnection with egreement on text of this amendment.
