Roger Wilson and Brenda Bailey, who is chairman of our North Africa and 
Congo Advisory Group have suggested that I write to you in the hope that you 
may be able to help with a problem which we have in Elisabethville . 

When I met you at William Pem1 House last year, I believe I mentioned 
that we had a worker, Ruth Bilton, in Katanga who had gone out in June with 
Anthony Cashmore to see if she could be of help in the closing of the Baluba 
Camp. As events turned out this did not prove possible but in the meantime 
she had discovered a group of women, wives of Baluba political prisoners in 
exile who were camping out on the outskirts of Elisabethville. Since July 
she has been issuing food rations and running a clinic for these people who now 
number with their children over a thousand. At the same time she has been 
urging the authorities to repatriate them and plans f or this repatriation have 
been announced and cancelled since October. 

As we have no funds budgeted for the work in Kata.nga after the end of 1962 
and were also concerned that Ruth was on her own as Tony Cashmore had had to 
leave after six weeks owing to ill health, Willl suggested that she plan to 
terminate her work at the end of December. The fighting over Christmas postponed 
onca again any plans there might have been for repatriating the women a.nd we 
extended her stay to the end of January and I was rash enough to write a report 
on the operation which finished quite tidily! We were therefore rather dismayed 
to receive yesterday a letter from Ruth begging to be allowed to stay until the 
repatriation had taken place as she was afraid the women would starve if she left. 
She quoted Mr . Senn, LRCS and Mr. Amonoo or :Mr. Valdes as being willing to 
support her request . 

As we believed that she would not get a cable in reply to this letter until 
the day she was supposed to leave, we feel we have no alternative but to agree to

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the extension of her stay but this time we feel very strongly that she-:should not 
remain in Elisabethville longer than the end of February and we hope to make this 
quite clear to her in our letter. Finance of course is one reason for this but also 
the · fact that the work which she was sent out to do was planned on a short term 
basis and lines of communication are · so difficult to ·maintain that it would really 
be too complicated to allow her to stay any longer . 

We therefore wonder if there is anything which you could do in Leopoldville 
to Sll!!ed the repatriation of these women which has been promised so often. We 
tried to put ourselves in Ruth's shoes and realise how very difficult it is for 
her to contemplate leaving them in the present confused situation. We would, 
therefore, be extremely grateful for anything you could do to expedite matters.
