Repeater Station · A Repeater station was installed to improve communications, our 
previous comms problems with Cyanika are now over we need a base station in Area 
West HO.

Radio Set in 4/4 - All operational 4x4 vehicles are now fitted with Motorola radio sets. 

CP1 and 3 are manned on 24/7 basis, plans are at an advanced stage to up grade the 
operational manning of Lubirizi to 24/7 irrespective of whether the infrastructure is complete. The 
urgency to rapidly mann Lubirizi on a 24/7 is precipitated by the increased movement of people and 
vehicles of late. Temporarily the teams will leave in tents up to the time when their accommodation at 
Lubirizi is ready.

The NRA transport situation is very desperate up to now only two 12) 4x4 landrovers have been 
given to the NRA by their Army HQ. These vehicles are old and therefore, their serviceability is doubtful. 
At present, only used for purely admin. by the NRA Officers. Their monthly fuel allocation of 2000 litres 
is by far insufficient. By modest calculations a minimum of 7500 litres a month will be adequate. 

One vehicle is allocated to their HQ in Kabale while one is in Kisoro. 

3. Communication: 

The NRA has no comms. They rely heavily on a single Walkie Talkie radio on loan from 
UNOMUR. Of recent, they also acquired a telephone in their Office. This is indeed very sad and our 
patrols are seriously affected as a result thereof.

will be represented .The President will still 
enjoy certain prerogatives but even those will 
be linked to a cabinet decision. One example 
given was the prerogative of declaring war. 
Declaring war will still be a matter for the 
President to decide on, but he will be able to 
make such a declaration following a relevant 
cabinet decision and the endorsement of Par­
liament. But why this sudden progress? 

Agreement was also reached on the return 
ofoearly 10,000refugees, which Habyarimana 
had always refused to accept, preferring a 
proposed cosmetic measure of offering pass­
ports to Rwandese in exile so they can exer­
cise their rights as nationals while in exile. 

At the same time an attempt was made lo 
'impress upon the Rwanda government that 
the RPF held a sincere fear that President 
Habyarimana was trying to lead them into a 
trap.Indeed the RPF felt tha: he might be 

trying to trap the returning refugees. 
The agreement reached appears to satisfy 

both sides.For the RPF it represents a work­
ing mechanism by which the President's pow­
ers have been curbed.For the government it 
represents a formula which satisfies the RPF 
but which at the same time does not involve a 
complete h.uniliation for their Head of State. 
The former Rwandan Foreign Minister, 
Boniface NguJinzira also pointed out at the 
time, that in his opinion, the powers of the 
J:>resident in practice bad already been consid­
erably reduced with the formation of the exist­
ing coalition government.

Of course, ultimately the question of who 
commands the loyalty of the army will be 
crucial to the enforcement of any peace proc­
ess in Rwanda.For some time the army has 
been seen as harbouring a disproportionate 
number of recruits from the President's home 
area . 

But it should be remembered that since 
the war started, the complexion of the army 
has drastically oltered, increasing in size from 
arowid 8,000 to arowid 40,000 men and it is 
difficult to assess whether this expanded force 
has any coherent political loyalty. 

Officiolly .the Rwandese government ar­
gues that the army is neutral and accountable. 
Many doubt this and will continue to doubt it 
wiless the composition of the R wandese army 
can be shown to be politically and regior.ally 
balanced.This question along with the 
modalities of the repatriation of refugees were 
the outstanding issues. 

The RPF demanded that their forces be 
integrated into the government army and in­
deed that half of the new army be drawn from 
their ranks.The government agiwd to the in­
tegration in principle but found the RPFs 
demand that they form SO% of the new force 
completely unpalat.able. And that was before 
the donor community decided that no cooclu­
sion on any Rwanda issue should be reached 
without theparticipationoftheRPF.

I 
asked Major-General Kagame if the Burundi 
experience had undermined the RPF. •yes, it 
did to some extent," said Kagame, "Fortu­
nately, it happened long after we bad proved 
that we are above ethnical questions, so over 
time people have overcome the Bwundi ex­
perience.• GoinJ by the manner in which the 
government of Rwanda has positively re­
sponded to the peaceful change, there is no 
doubt that the people of Rwanda have a, 
chance to avoid committing the mistakes 
committed in Burundi, Somalia and Liberia. 
The signs of a bright future hwig everywhere 
in Mulindi, on ~ber 28, 1993, as the 
government of Rwanda sent a helicopter and 
fleet of ministerial Mercedes Benz cars for 
the RPF ministers, parliamentary representa­
tives and buses for the 600 soldiers. 

Perhaps one main factor that has facili­
tated the greedy peaceful solution to the 
Rwanda crisis is the fact that for the first time 
the international community, particularly the 
USA and the UN forces, took trouble to study 
the concrete realities of Rwanda and helped 
the two parties to solve their problem instead 
of irnposir.g their views on them. Indeed the 
internatiorurifrmy, first the OAU forces, and 
then the UN forces tried and successfully 
learnt the root cause of the problem. 

Not suprisingly, the Rwanda government 
soon developed cold feelings towards these 
forces simply because it has always pre­
ferred to just gloss over the issues and dis­
likes anybody who really bothers to study the 
root cause of the troubles of that nation. 

Indeed two days before the RPF officials 
arrived in Kigali, the UN forces made a 
surprise inspection of the ministries which 
had been allocated to the RPF. ordered every­
body out and locked the offices in order to 
pre-empt any act of subw:nion. 

Finally I asked Major General Kagame 
what would happen if Habyarimana back­
tracked on the agreement and attacked the 
600 RPA soldiers in Kapli. "It would be a 
mistake oa bis part because we have the 
capacity toracue them,• said Major-Oeneral

According to the information le,tter of the Permanent Representative of the 
Republic of Uganda in the UN, Prof Perezi K. Kamunanwire, which was 
sent to the Secretary General and dated 16 Aug 1993, your government 
had completely adhered to the SC resolution 846 of 22 June, 1993 which 
implemented UNOMUR inside Uganda. It was required in the agreement 
that freedom of movement for the MilObs inside the mission area was a 
condition "sine qua non II to perform their duties in a proper way. This 
agreement is still valid when the UNOMUR mandate was extended, 
corresponding to the SC resolution 891 of 20 December, 1993. 

However, in several times we had our movement restricted by NRA 
officers, without any reasonable explanation. In the last one, dated 04 Jan 
of this year, at 2330 hours, one of our patrols was delayed by the NRA 
post at KASHEKYE, while following a suspected truck moving to the 
border at night. This attitude is a clear violation of the agreement between 
UN and the Government of Uganda, and I kindly request your action to
