Perhaps the most pressing problem which we currently face in
the implementation of the 1964 UN Programme of Technical Assistance
in the Congo (Leopoldville) is the need for rapid recruitment of
United Nations experts for vacant posts for which funding has alres
been provided. Expert recruiting for a programme as large as the
one currently existing in the Congo is contingent upon the close
cooperation of the substantive offices in the review of possible
re-drafting of job descriptions, prior to formal circulation and
recruitment action by TARS.

To provide you with a current status report of substantive
office action on job descriptions relating to the currently vacant
posts, I am attaching a chart providing this pertinent information.
It is worth noting that, of the 104 currently vacant posts, 77 are
financed on a Funds-in-Trust basis for which recruitment has to
be completed prior to 1 July 1964 or the funds will revert and wil
be lost to our use. Inasmch as these represent the critical kej
posts in the Congo (L) programme, it is essential that we move ah¢
with the utmost rapidity so that TARS can effect formal recruitmer
as soon as possible.

immediate action on outstanding job descriptions would be appreci

I met Bob Steinbock in 1960 when I was working in
the Federal Ministry of Commerce and Industry, and he
was investigating the prospects of starting an oil refinery
in Rhodesia. We worked very closely together over that
project and he could give you an opinion of my abilities.
