1. I refe r to your memo r andum dated 7 November 2008 on t he ab ove 
ment i oned subject in wh i ch you have reques t ed that an additional allotment 
i n the amount of $523 , 611 . 59 be made availab le to the Executive Office of 
the Secretary- General to cover the trave l expenses of the Secretary-Ge neral 
and the Deputy Secretary - Ge ner a l t h r ough Dec ember 2008 . I have carefully 
r evie wed your r e quest a nd h ave the f ollowing comments and obse r va tions . 

2 . To date , EOSG has been provided wi th a total amount of $991 , 900 
($ 214 , 000 for RC 6075 and $777 , 900 for RC 6080) to cover the t ravel 
expenses of t he Secretary- General and the Deputy Secretary-General . Par t of 
these funds has bee n provided through t he redeployment o f op e rat ional f u nds 
a l l ocate d f or 200 8 to : (a ) t he Committee for Pr o g ramme and Coordination 
($ 2 00 , 00 0) and (b ) t he Internal Audi t Advisory Commi ttee ($291 , 900) . It 
should be n oted that the redeployments are temporary in nature as t he 
office s con cerned would most l ike ly r equi re t hese funds for their programme 
delivery . 

3 . The balance o f $5 00 , 000 has been made a vailable by bringi ng forward 
the provi sions provided under t he t wo respons i bi l ity centres for 2 0 09 . 
After the redeployment , the total amount t hat would be available to EOSG 
for travel f or all of 2009 amounts to $700 , 100 . Based on the projected 
overall requi rements of $2 , 682 , 100 for trave l in 2008 and assuming that the 
level of travel expenditure would be at the same level , there would be a 
shortfal l of $1 , 982 , 000 in 2009 in a dd ition t o t he shortfall in t he current 
year . 

4 . Under the circumstances , a l onger term solut i on to address the chronic 
shortfall in t ravel f unds in the EOSG would n eed to be identified . I am 
ready at your conv enie n ce to fu r t her discuss this issue . 

5 . In the inte rim, OPPBA will continue to identify unencumbered resources 
fr om other offices and make them available to EOSG in order to meet its 

immediate travel requirements .
